The members of Hubbard City Council met in regular session on Monday, December 3, 2018, in council chambers with President William Williams presiding. Approximately 9 people were in attendance.

It was moved by Mr. O’Hara with a second by Ms. Baumiller to accept the minutes from the November 19, 2018 regular session as presented to council. There were no questions or comments on the motion. Motion passed. Vote unanimous. 

COMMUNICATIONS 
We Received the Mayor’s Court Report for November 2018 showing a total of $3,260.00, the Income Tax Comparison 2017/2018 through November 30, 2018 and the Reconciliation of Bank Statements for month ended November 30, 2018. That is all.

REPORTS OF STANDING COMMITTEES 
FINANCE- Mr. Kyle- Yes, everyone has received a copy of the minutes from the November 13th finance meeting. Some highlights: Current Revenues and income tax revenues are solid as expected. Expenditures are fairly normal. There have been some anomalies over the year and we have talked about those as they have happened. Some concerns moving forward are health care costs which every community is experiencing and also the loss of some income tax from the business closures in the valley. Also, as far as the water Department everything is tracking alongside of other years. Other future projects include work on the water tank. Electric; possible large-scale projects in 2019 and 2020 including a transformer change out and upgrades. There are a handful of things being talked about and projected for a number of departments. Also, the 2019 Street Resurfacing Project, as mentioned by the Mayor, we did receive the funding for the 304 project and hopefully we will be able to do a similar sized project in 19. Also, our safety director did mention at the last meeting about the two heat pumps that had to be installed down at the police station and possibly in 2019 replacing the other two since they were installed at the same time there. There might be the possibility of them failing in 19. Our Auditor made the recommendation as it was before that we keep an eye on our health Insurance Fund and reserve moving forward and possible adjustments in the future. That is all. 
PARK & RECREATION- Ms. Viele- The Park & Rec. Board voted not to meet in the month of December. All buildings and grounds have been winterized and secured for the winter season. Regularly scheduled meeting will resume January 17th. Thank you.
ECONOMINC DEVELOPMENT-Ms. Baumiller- Just a reminder that this Saturday is The Santa Claus is Coming to Town Parade. We hope that everyone will pass the word, and everyone will come out and enjoy the fun filled evening. Thank you.

MAYOR’S REPORT

One of the things we talked about was the infamous yellow pole at the square. It is kind of like it is up. It’s down. It’s up. It’s down. We kind of came to the decision that we are going to be looking at a couple of different alternatives to that. Perhaps. Reinforcing the catch basin and taking the pole down. It seems to be the pole was to keep the trucks off the catch basin down there so, we are also going to ask MS to give us a suggestion or two. What is the definition of crazy? Doing the same thing over and over again and expecting different results. I mean this thing has just gone on too long. Again, as Lisha mentioned we do have the parade this week. We got a lot, a lot people signing up for floats from my understanding. If you get a chance come out. Should be another wonderful time in welcoming Santa Claus to Hubbard. I wanted to comment a little bit about the Panning & Zoning meeting. We sat down with the three members. We started out in front with the new book and went through four chapters of it. I think we are going to have meetings until we get through all 18 chapters. I thought it was pretty productive. I hope the committee members feel the same. We had to make some changes. Delete some things and add some things but I think this is how those things should work. We finally got the camera work done from. on Erie Street between Jones and Taylor for the whole area down there. That was the only thing it was lacking. With that being said, we have some work to do down there. We ae going to contract with the company to do about 400 feet behind Erie Street or behind Elizabeth and Erie for whatever reasons when they installed the sewers, they installed them in the back yards instead of through the street. That is all fine and dandy until the tress grow and garages are put in. The line does have some infiltrations and we are going to reline that. We do have to do some work at the east end of that line where we are not sure who tapped in, but they did a tap in area and put PVC in and it’s just the joints are all out of place and it’s not looking good. Also, we are going to be doing some work down here on Hager Street. We are looking at about a $25,000 bill to do this, but it is something that we need to get done. Mr. Livingston and I spoke today, and we are going to be getting some informal bids for 120 Jackson. We are going to be tearing that down. We still have to talk to our law director about a couple of different things there. That are there, and we are not quite sure what we are going to be doing with them. Friday was Sharon Gagliardi’s last day. She was our Chief Clerk in our billing office. She retired, and I do want to thank her for her service and wish her the best. 
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MAYOR’S REPORT 
Talking about retirement I think that is the perfect Segway to make this official that I am not going to be seeking another term of Mayor of the City of Hubbard. This will be my last term. With that being said that concludes my report.
