UTILITIES- Mr. Silvidi- Yes, I am going to give a brief explanation of the City of Hubbard’s purchase power adjustment. The City of Hubbard owns and operates an electric distribution system that provides electric service to the homes and businesses located in and around the city.  The City’s electric system receives power and energy from a number of different power supply sources, through a pooling arrangement with other municipalities located in Northern Ohio, by the City’s Supply agent, American Municipal Power (AMP). The city’s power supply portfolio includes a contract with the New York Power Authority (NYPA) for hydroelectric plant located at Niagara Falls. We receive power from hydroelectric generating plants located on the Ohio River, a coal fired plant in Illinois, a natural gas plant located in Fremont Ohio and one landfill gas fired plant located in Ohio, as well as power purchased from the wholesale energy market. 
     Due to the nature of the city’s power supply arrangements, the city realizes fluctuations in the cost of electricity month to month. In order to accommodate for these fluctuations in power supply costs, the city’s electric rates include a provision that allows the rates to automatically adjust for increases or decreases in the city’s power supply costs. This provision is the power purchase adjustment (PPA) which is reflected on the customer’s bill as the “O” charge. Thank you.
