Mr. Williams- Mark Villano did call me and said he would not be able to make it this evening. That is the only one I know.

Clerk- Excuse me, Michael had to teach tonight, and Marsha had an appointment.

There were no questions or comments on the motion. Motion passed. Vote unanimous. 

It was moved by Mr. O’Hara with a second by Ms. Baumiller to accept the minutes from the January 7, 2019 regular session as presented to council. There were no questions or comments on the motion. Motion passed. Vote unanimous. 

COMMUNICATIONS 
We received from the Trumbull County Board of Health their agenda for Wednesday, December 19, 2018, Wednesday December 8, 2018 and their minutes from their public hearing and regular meeting on October 24, 2018 and their regular meeting and board member continuing education on November 28, 2018 and from the Ethic Commission we received the official list of elected officials and notification of filing requirements. The filing deadline is Wednesday, May 15, 2019. That is all.

REPORTS OF STANDING COMMITTEES 
FINANCE- Mr. Kyle- Everything is going according to plan for the beginning of January. I will be scheduling a finance meeting in February. Unfortunately, there was a possibility of a scheduling conflict with Mr. Villano. As soon as I know that, I will announce that meeting.
PARK & RECREATION- Ms. Viele- The Park & Rec. Board regular scheduled meeting will be held February 21, in council chambers at 7 pm. Plans are being discussed for the 2019 season. As always, the public is encouraged to attend and participate in Park & Rec.  meetings. Thank you
ECONOMINC DEVELOPMENT-Ms. Baumiller- I have no report this evening. Thank you.
PLANNING & ZONING- Mr. Toda- Yes, on the meeting on November 27th, myself, m=Mr. Kyle, Ms. Viele and Mr. Darko started reviewing the entire zoning book chapter by chapter. We are going to continue to do that until we go through the entire book to make all the necessary changes we feel at this time. That is going to be an ongoing thing for a while. We are working on it and trying to get everything caught up to date. 
UTILITIES- Mr. Silvidi- Thank you Mr. President, I have a report concerning Phase II at the Waste Water Treatment Plant. Lead times for material range 14 to 24 weeks with the last piece of equipment expected in Mid-July. Construction is expected to start in May 2019. The notice to proceed was received by A.P. O’Horo on Jan 18, 2019 and the completion date to be within 270 days of this date. Sub-contractors are University Electric, Warren Reserve Mechanical and York Mahoning. Thank you.
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REPORTS OF STANDING COMMITTEES 
STREETS & SIDEWALKS- Mr. Crowe- Yes Mr. President, the street department has its hands full with the past weather event. The snow started Saturday morning and plow crews were out. The street department got help from the water and electric departments for drivers. We had seven plows out Saturday until about 2 am Sunday morning. The plows were back out Sunday morning and cleared the streets until 6 pm. Two trucks broke down. One was put back in service, the other one has an oil leak and is still on the mend. Over all with all the hours, all the drivers did the best they could. That is a big snowfall we had. The biggest one in years. I think they did a good job. That is all I have. 
SAFETY- Mr. O’Hara- Yes, as of Friday, January 18th we had thirteen applicants for the civil service exam. The physical agility exam which was scheduled for this past Sunday was canceled due to the winter storm. There has not been a rescheduled date yet. The police department currently has two openings Sgt. Thompson and Officer Bateman who had submitted his letter of resignation. He will be moving back to Columbus. I would like to thank Officer Bateman for his services and wish him well back in Columbus. The test for the Police Chief is scheduled for April 4th. Where upon learning of the new Chief which should be in May, we will be replacing Chief Jim Taafe who will be greatly missed. I would also ask that we go into executive session prior to the conclusion of the council meeting according to Ohio Revised Code 121.22G. I would also like to ask Service Director Mr. Carsone, Chief of Police Mr. Taafe and Mayor Darko also be in attendance. That is all.

CEMETERY BOARD- Ms. Baumiller- I would just like to commend the crew at the cemetery. The streets and passages are beautiful. You can get through. I was really surprised. FIRE DISTRICT- Mr. O’Hara- I too along with everyone else would like to thank Mr. Livingston and Mr. Palestro. I received a call from a fireman on Sunday and their response to a fire in Liberty who had notified me that he believed the parking lot was plowed the night before but was once again blown over with drifts and additional snow and they were having difficulties getting their personal vehicles in and out of the station. I called Mr. Livingston and probably within 20 minutes the parking lot was plowed. The firemen thanked me when they got back to the station for the quick action. I passed Mr. Livingston and Mr. Palestro’s name on to him that they did it all along with the street department. The next fire board meeting will be conducted Wednesday, February 13th at 7:00 at the fire station. That is all.

MAYOR’S REPORT 
It is that time of year.
Mr. Williams- you have three minutes unless extended by council vote

Mayor- if anybody needs to go to the restroom go now. Good evening Council, Service Director, Safety Director, first I want to start off by thanking you all for your service. Public service is not easy and sometimes not a comfortable responsibility. You all have done exactly what you should be doing. That is participating in the process in making a difference in our community. Believe me, you are all making a difference. I want to extend my appreciation to all those that volunteer on our various boards, our drivers and dispatchers for the Senior Van, community organizations that help our citizens in need, the Eagle Joint Fire District for what they do, our churches and specials thanks to our City Transformation team (those are the Pastors that participate in the group) for their concern, generosity and compassion. To these groups on behalf of our community I want to thank them so much.
     This will be my final State of the City message and I am pleased to say that the state of our city is in strong financial shape. When I began this journey seven years ago, there were difficulties facing our city. I knew confronting these tasks would not be easy and it has not been at times, but we certainly have made progress. While fiscal matters have been and will continue to be a major driver for 2019, we have a good deal to look back on and be proud of the number of accomplishments that we have been a part of. During the last seven years, we have seen and felt tremendous progress in improving the city. I want to talk about that a bit. Our overall cash improved. At the close of 2018, the major funds that ended below budgeted amounts that were set by city council; Revenues exceeded expenses in the General, Waste Water and Electric funds. The reverse was experienced in our street fund which we were $20,000 over in expenses. In our water fund, we realized a $63,000 shortfall in revenues verses expenses. Both funds had adequate reserves to cover the variance, as do all our funds. That was one of my goals in 2012. It was to insure sufficient balances would be maintained in all of our funds and not sacrificing service or improvements to accomplish it.

     The Treasurer’s Report: I hope everyone had a chance to review it. It indicated a 44% increase in interest earned in 2018 vs 2017. We took in $88,000 in interest in 2017 and $158,000 in 2018. Many factors are involved in that increase. The investments, Marsha and Mike are to be complimented on what they did there. We are being paid not only the investments, but I think she explained to you that sweep account which is just money in our checking account. Second, interest rates did go up. Third, last but not least, we have improved our cash position and our cash flow. It is a sound business practice to maintain a positive cash flow and maintain healthy balances in accounts just in case of lean times. The increase in our interest earned is going to help us in offsetting lose to various incomes to our general fund. If we can get the Governor, the new Governor, and the state reps to return us the local government money, we are going to be sitting in a pretty good position. 
     Our general fund is 5% above last years. Safety is the driver behind that. Addition of a new officer to replace our School Resource Officer on the road is part of the reason. You need to remember that we are going to be getting reimbursed from the school for the School Resource Officer. Health care costs have gone up. It’s just a general increase in our premium. Plus, we had a couple members of our staff decide to get married and went from a single plan to a family plan which causes an increase. This year our clothing allowance was doubled and contractually, we have to have monies available to our officers to buy bullet proof vests if they require new ones. In 2018, working together with our schools, we were able to appoint our first School Resource Officer. Our police department has always been community oriented. We have always worked with the schools. This was just an opportunity to enhance that. As we were speaking here earlier, I am not quite sure who brought it up, but we continue to update our fleet of patrol cars. The last crown Vic is gone. When you think back and remember those

white cars (many of you probably do) the peeling paint, the rusted black wheels. I think Lou remembers more than anyone the mounting repair bills. I was not very proud of our patrol fleet then and I don’t know anybody that could have been. Our staff has done a great job in bringing the fleet up to where we can be proud. Also, knowing that our officers are driving something which is safe and reliable. As we spoke of earlier in the meeting, something that can handle the weather conditions we might see here in North Eastern Ohio. Last year, the overtime in that department was quite high due to some things which were beyond our control. We had vacancies related to illnesses and we had two officers resign to take positions in other departments. We have a test scheduled, as Councilman O’Hara said earlier today, to fill those vacancies. Barring unforeseen circumstances, like a huge snow storm, all this should level out once we get the new officers on board. Our police department is assigned the task of protecting the lives and properties of our citizens. The range of the calls they respond to can be from an armed shooter, to a lock out from a car, a drug overdose, domestic violence situation or comforting someone who just lost a loved one. City Council’s commitment to our police and to the community is clearly demonstrated by your support in the budget process. You have continually given the Police department the means to move forward. I thank you for that. 
Street

Our Street Department Budget is 7% higher than last year’s budget. We have budgeted money this year for the street program, with also the possibility of a new salt bin. We completed another street paving program in 2018, which was close to $275,000. We have had our first meeting on the proposed program for 2019.    Our plan is to pave approximately $200,000 worth of streets.  We have submitted the list of streets for our consultants to breakdown the costs of the streets.   I will tell you this, we will be paving a good section of Waugh and Grandview. We want to use fiber reinforced asphalt on those two streets (basically Kevlar). This is an additive that is supposed to reduce, delay or maybe eliminate cracking, plus alleviate the stress on the roads by traffic and more important weather. We are scheduled to have East Liberty paved this year by ODOT, an estimated $2.2 million-dollar project. Our portion will be approximately $224,000, which we have received grant funding to cover. So, this year will see $424000 on paving in our limits. With the past programs, including OPWC Grants and our contribution to ODOT paving programs, we have invested approximately 1.5 million in paving our roads over the past 7 years.  ODOT will be crack sealing 7/62 this year, at no cost to us. Hard to believe it’s been 3 years since it was paved. Water is the most destructive element to our pavements. I don’t know if you have noticed, but we are seeing cracks. We hope this will extend the life of the road.  I want to take this opportunity to go back about the paving of 7/62.  We pressed ODOT to move that project up. It was actually scheduled for 2017. We were able to convince them to do so, but the new timeline had put us in a position between grants and such. We were scrambling for assistance for funding. Especially, due to the amount of full depth repairs. Dan Livingston worked very hard on this. I have to mention this, a consequence of our past paving, in 2014, we used 205 tons of cold patch. Last year, we bought 79 tons. Drummond Ave was responsible for a significant portion of that. Our salt order was filled last year at the price of $30.62/ton, plus delivery charges. This year we will be paying $57.90/ton, plus delivery charges.   In 2018, we used 537 tons of salt and we purchased 608 tons of anti-skid mix, which we purchase at 22.75/ton. We invested about $20,000 in salt and close to $14,000 in anti- skid mix. The total was approximately of $34,000 just in material.  We had 34 callouts last year to plow and treat the roads. That’s what we do.  As I mentioned, prices are up but our priority will always be to have our streets safe to be on for our residents. The Street department always has the most interesting figures on what they do over the year, besides the plowing. Let me share. Brush Collection for one week totaled six truckloads of brush. Leaf Pickup totaled 137 truckloads of leaves. This crew did a great job this year considering the leaves fell from the trees late then snow and rain. They got it done. They replaced 23 street signs, replaced 11 sign posts, straightened 17 posts

repaired 33 catch basins, cleaned 164 catch basins, which resulted in 34 truckloads of debris. I have got to stress what Councilman Crowe mentioned, cut grass got to go back in the yards, not on the street and end up in the storms. One thing that we did, the corner of Moore and Sunset where there was water on the road, with a catch basin within an arm’s length. Before we paved Moore, the crew went down and worked on putting that water from the street into the catch basin. It worked out well.

Painting crosswalks in town will be another priority this year.  

Water

     We are committed to providing the highest quality drinking water and service to our customers and in 2018. We completed projects to keep us moving in the direction of the commitment. We replaced a troubled waterline; troubled is my description of a line that had numerous quality complaints as well as numerous breaks. That line was the line on West Liberty. We replaced approximately 1500 foot of line, installed new service connections, plus an automatic flusher. The cost of the project was $218,000.  We will not define it complete, until landscaping is done, which will be in the spring.  We have upgraded and/or replaced waterlines on Westview, Clingan, Cyrus, Collier’s Court and now West Liberty since 2012. The tank on Christian was drained and cleaned this year. In order to accomplish this, our crew directed the water from Aqua directly to our pumps in lieu of going into the tank. This was the first time as I understand that this was done. It gave Danny and I gray hairs. Well …me! I think before we used divers to clean that tank, but this was the first year that we actually drained it. We installed PAX mixer in the tank. It is supposed to help us in temperature stability, uniform distribution of disinfectants and to improve water quality. As I mentioned draining the tank it was kind of unfortunate because we had a little bit of water in that tank. There wasn’t much we could do once we got it directed. We figured there was no going back once we drained it. We made no revenue on that. We made no revenue as well on the 28 water breaks, we had last year. We need to remember the expensive repair in those areas around those water breaks as well as the water we lose. The break on Rebecca especially was quite costly due to the water underlining the pavement. That resulted in us having to do quite a bit of pavement repair by it being cut out and replacing the black top. We are considering a number of items for this year. One being valve exercising program which we might have someone do half of the town part of that is GIS and all of the valves and identifying them. That will be a part of our asset management program that we also began last year. Thinking also about automatic flushers, installing a couple more flushers if anybody on council has a place in their ward where they think it could be helpful let us know. I got to tell you our crew did a really good job with our annual flushing program once again. Our back-flow program is moving in the right direction. I want to pass along my appreciation to the customers because of how it affects them and their response to it. We continue to survey customers and do what the EPA is requiring. Again, most of our customers understand the EPA requirements and more importantly why those back flows are required. It’s kind of came up on us by surprise but we also disconnected and filled the old pump station on Creed Ave last year. That was a project we did not plan on doing but it was a good idea to do it. 
     The Waste Water Treatment Plant as Mr. Silvidi said, Phase II is a work in progress. The financing is completed. We had the pre-construction meeting. I have to thank J.D. for moving the legislation through. As he told you tonight, we have a 24-week lead time on the grit removal equipment and the Chlorine contact equipment is about 14 weeks. As soon as we act on that we will get that stuff ordered so we can get it started in May and get it done. We started this a little sooner than anticipated. The grit removal system was the culprit behind moving this Phase up. If you all remember, we wanted to pay off the first Phase then move on to the second, but the grit removal process just got to the point we just were repairing, repairing, repairing it. It just made no sense so we moved things up so we could get it fixed and get the project going. Mike Villano’s not here. I wanted to thank him. He did a great job in financing. Again, we piggy backed on the financing of Phase I. Our payment hasn’t gone up that much. We just extended the loan for a while. We are exploring replacing sanitary lines between Jones and Taylor Street. We got an 8” line there that is in really bad shape. We have our Consultants working on it. What we want to do is try and increase the size of that line to keep the flow that is down there. We have a couple of places that are backing up. This might be the thing that is going to help them. We already anticipated in doing some relining between Elizabeth and Erie Street, on the sewer line back there. We already dug up a tap that was back there that was out of line terribly. We have taken care of that in anticipation of that relining. We are in the process, I am not quite sure if they are done, we did have a problem area up by Westview Ave. It was causing us some back up. I believe we have got that completed. We started it for a bad root issue up there. 
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MAYOR’S REPORT 
Electric

About a year ago, we instituted the use of credit cards. It was a test per say in the Mayor’s Court. We managed to get through it quite well. Then we began paying our utility bills that way also. Believe it or not using credit cards kind of late but we got a walk don’t run process here because we wanted to make sure everything was going to work well before we got into it. Hopefully, the next step here, I was talking with our Auditor on it, about doing payments on line. Hopefully, we can have something going on with that by the middle of the year. We shall wait and see. The electric and water crew all respond to request from the Ohio Underground Protection Service actually known as OUPS. Whenever contractors or Citizens need to know where the underground wires are (water lines, sanitary lines and storm lines are) our crews mark these areas, so we don’t have a power outage or water line break or anything bad when someone just starts to dig. We had about 1200 of these calls last year. That is about an average of a little over 20 per week. We had somewhere around 500 service calls last year. Calls that are generated by our customers for various reasons. Our electric crew changed approximately 100 sodium vapor street lights to LED lights in 2018. Eddie said that is going to have probably $800 effect less on our bill for electricity. Also, the goal is this year to finish 616. We had the lights going out to a certain part and finish that out going out to the township. The crew completed pole inspections in the first and second ward this year. That is a complete inspection of the pole, the cross arms, the insulators, the transformers and any other electrical equipment that may be attached. The crew does this to evaluate the replacement and repairs that may be required. Next year, they will be in the third and fourth ward. There were voltage regulators that were changed out at the school street substation. Throughout the year our guys maintained the substations to keep them on line and keep the lights on. Voltage Regulators cost about $15,000 apiece. Eleven new poles were set throughout the city. We helped Harding Park do some underground out there as well. The crew worked on the rebuild on the Dairy Queen, Circle K Project and installed the underground lighting at Holy Hill. Every quarter, they inspect our tornado sirens and repair them if necessary. At the Hubbard School Bus Garage, they built the primary and secondary for the service upgrade. Of course, they were also involved in the Creed Street underground water booster vault. They had to disconnect the electricity that was going to there, not to mention somewhere in between all this, they put the brackets on the light pole for the flowers and also put up the Christmas lights. They did an outstanding job in 2018 in having reliable electric and solid customer service. As I mentioned, what J.D. is going to pass tonight hopefully, we are going to be doing a rebuild at Moore Street substation replacing one of the two transformers at the sight. This is what we are asking council to do. It is going to increase the Kilovolt Amps, the KVA. With the new transformer, we are going to be looking at a 5,000 KVA vs the 3750 we have on board now. Well I would guess someone would say, well what does that mean John? Well I will tell ya. It is like buying an 8-cylinder truck to haul a boat in lieu of a 6 cylinder. Our usage has increased in the years and that is just with our existing customers. This transformer is not going to be working as hot and hard as the 3750. It is a good upgrade and we expect the total cost of the project with different attachments to be in the million-dollar area. We don’t think at this time that there will be any need for us to finance that. Electric crew did a great job. All of our guys did. 
     I would hope sometime this year we could get the band back together if you may and have our Chamber of Commerce reorganized. I believe our local chamber was and still could be a great way to network for our business folks. Along with that, to be an avenue to promote what we have going on in our community.
     I can’t forget to thank the Junior Women’s Garden Club for the flowers on North Main Street, at the War Monument and the City Building. I have been talking with them and we are expanding the project this year. We are going to be moving up West Liberty plus putting a couple more on North Main. The community was so generous in helping them. I got to tell you, our guys did a great job in keeping them growing. Amazing isn’t it, from keeping flowers growing, to keeping our lights on, keeping our streets plowed, having drinking water available when you turn on the spigot, to treating the residuals in our life to be safe to return to our water ways, to managing collection of our taxes, utility billing and providing customer service, keeping the accounting straight, keeping our children safe and watching over the city as we sleep, our employees keep this whole thing going. I appreciate what they do, and I appreciate the help and understanding. Especially, when there are those times when I am not the most understanding person in the world. 
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MAYOR’S REPORT 
     I want to thank Chief Taafe for all that he has done, Mark Ciccone, Mr. Palestro, my two directors Dan Livingston, Lou Carsone what a great job last year and a great job the last seven years. 
     I had a difficult time in trying to decide how I was going to close all this. I did not know how to end it. I started thinking about the past seven years and I wanted to express my appreciation for the cooperation and respect that was shared here. We worked together for the benefit of the community. We respect each other. You know maybe we all like each other, I don’t know.  Maybe that is it huh? We value our community. Let’s continue to do this. I told many that my mantra when I became Mayor was going to be, I was going to leave this place better than I found it. You know what? I found that everybody here was all in on that. Someone said, the best way to move forward was to move there together and we did that. I am very optimistic about our city. I am optimistic about the future of Hubbard. I know it is a shared optimism because I hear it from our residents daily. I know I share with everybody in here, I really look forward to this year. Thank you.
