              March 4, 2019
The members of Hubbard City Council met in regular session on Monday, March 4, 2019, in council chambers with President William Williams presiding. Approximately 6 people were in attendance. 

Roll call showed the following members in attendance:

It was moved by Mr. O’Hara with a second by Mr. Baumiller to excuse any and all absent officials. There were no questions or comments on the motion. Motion passed. Vote unanimous. 

It was moved by Mr. O’Hara with a second by Ms. Baumiller to accept the minutes from the February 15, 2019 regular session as presented to council. There were no questions or comments on the motion. Motion passed. Vote unanimous. 

COMMUNICATIONS 
We received the Mayors Court Report for February 2019 showing a total of $3,004.00, the Income Tax Comparison through February 28 for2018/2019 and from the Ohio Division of Liquor Control Notice to Legislative Authority of a transfer from JC Hart DBA Al’s Pub & Grille to Disilvio DBA Al’s Pub & Grille. A copy of that will be given to the Safety Director. That is all.
It was moved by Mr. O’Hara with a second by Ms. Baumiller to accept the communications and place them in their proper files. There were no questions or comments on the motion. Motion passed. Vote unanimous. 

Mr. O’Hara- Mr. President, I actually gave you the wrong date on the meeting. The last meeting was actually February 19th not February 15th. 

Mr. Williams- Okay, so would you like to amend your motion 

Mr. O’Hara made a request to amend his motion with a second by Ms. Baumiller to accept the minutes from the February 19 regular session as presented to council. There were no questions or comments on the motion. Motion passed. Vote unanimous.

FINANCE- Mr. Kyle- Yes, everyone should have received the minutes and overview from the February 11th meeting. Some highlights I do want to touch on. I had discussions with Michael Villano that 2018 finished well in electric, water and stormwater are all performing well. The general fund had no major issues. Keep in mind that in 2018, we saw some one-time cash infusion for various reasons. Overall, we are very optimistic for 2019. We do need to keep in mind that we will finally realize some of the Income Tax loss due to the closures and unfortunate job loss. We will go through some individual departments. In the water, we have the valve exercising and simple projects scheduled. We also discussed the success of the automatic flushing that was going on. So, everything is on course for the water.  Electric, we obviously made mention before about the transformer change out and upgrades for the Moore Street substation. The Street in 2019, hopefully we will be able to explore the possibility of a salt and storage dome. As mentioned before, our salt and ICM mix through the Trumbull County Engineer buying program is working out quite well. Hopefully, we will be able to do a large-scale paving program in 2019 along with the Route 304 state project. In the Police 2018 budget running accordingly with the anomaly of officers resigning from the force with adjustments to cover their vacancy. We did talk about a few other things with the new hiree’s coming on board, some heat pump replacements and hopeful tech upgrades, locking system issue and the radios were all talked about, as well as another SUV coming on as well.  Some miscellaneous discussions as well. As here on the minutes, catch basin repairs city wide, the Grandview Ave culvert and sewer relining. We also talked about the Cortland Bank Project with the stormwater issues that the business and they city are working together on to get that resolved. Phase II of the Waste Water Treatment Plant starting up in the middle of June. Somewhat of the program of revisiting salaries including the Treasurer, the Auditor and Council members will be

discussed throughout the year. It is nothing that is an eminent issue we need to address that is why we have hopeful quarterly meetings for finance. Also, one nice thing to note our new mechanic is doing a great job with vehicles and the vehicle maintenance programs. That is definitely saving the city money being proactive. I just want to thank everyone for being involved with the actual finance meeting and the input and everything that is going on. That is all thank you. 
PARK & RECREATION- Ms. Viele- The Park & Rec. Board’s regular scheduled meeting will be held March 21, in City Council Chambers at 7 pm. Our 2019 schedule of events is being filled in. Mike Yuhaz has been rehired as ground maintenance supervisor. As always, the public is encouraged to attend and participate in Park & Rec. meetings. Thank you
ECONOMINC DEVELOPMENT-Ms. Baumiller- Just briefly, we were talking about Circle K, it looks like they are diligently working shooting for the month end deadline. I will let you know if there are any changes.
PLANNING & ZONING- Mr. Toda- No report Mr. President.
UTILITIES- Mr. Silvidi- I would like to report on the aftermath of the heavy winds from last week. The electric department was quick to respond with issues on Christian Ave and Creed Ave. There were some outage and repairs that were made. There was also an issue behind Huntington Bank where tall pines were up rooted near a utility line and needed removed. This was completed also. A utility line running west from Oak Knoll to South Main Street became dislodged from the utility pole and was replaced. We are fortunate to live in a City where we have a very good service departments supporting our town, included in that of course is our fire and police departments. 
STREETS & SIDEWALKS- Mr. Crowe- Yes Mr. President, the street department committee is going to meet Wednesday, March 6 at 2:30 right here to discuss the 2019 Street Resurfacing Program. If any of the other council members have a street that they would like to recommend give it to me tonight. 
SAFETY- Mr. O’Hara- Yes, I would like to add in to what Mr. Kyle had said about the city mechanic. He had to replace the drive shaft in one of the detective’s cars. It is a pretty serious repair made to the vehicle and he saved the city a tremendous amount of money. I would like to thank him for that. Also, the interviews are complete, and the back-ground checks have begun for the candidates for the police officer positions. That is all.

SAFETY DIRECTOR- Lou Carsone – Thank you Mr. President. First of all, I would like to join Mr. O’Hara in thanking the service department, Mr. Livingston and also Mr. Palestro for the efforts of the mechanic. That repair saved us a lot of money. I appreciate that. He has done a really good job for us and is truly proactive. I would just like to add my thanks there. The only other thing that I have sir is, we failed another elevator inspection. We have a light bulb out in the pit, and we have lighting inside the elevator that needs to be replaced. Those sound-like easy repairs but we have to work with OTIS Elevator to make sure they come and lock the elevator in place before those repairs are

done. I have to commend Chief Taafe a little bit on this because we also have a fire sensor that is out at the top of that elevator shaft. When Otis comes to lock that elevator in place, so we can do the pit light we will also have them lock it down so we can take care of the sensor at the top and do it all at once. We also had a problem with the telephone line inside the elevator was not working. That has already been repaired so we are getting it done. I hate to sound like a broken record but once again we failed an elevator inspection. We are working on it. That will be taken care of very shortly. That is all I have sir.  
SERVICE DIRECTOR-Dan Livingston- Yes thank you, I would just like to commend Mr. 
Palestro in orchestrating the road crew and keeping up with the ice conditions and stuff 

this past weekend again. He has been a great asset since he has come on board. Mr. 

Silvidi said something to me earlier this evening about the backflow program. Everybody 

that has backflow need to be surveyed for what they use it for every five …once every

five years. We have now surveyed everyone that has needed to be done. Now George 

Ginnis and the guys are going to put in a program where we are going to do so many 

every year, so we don’t have to do them all in one year. They are complete for the five 

years. We are good to go on that. Right now, Mr. Collins is sending out the reminders to 
get theirs retested. That is al we are doing with that. Any other questions Mr. Silvidi?

Mr. Silvidi- How many total do you have Dan?

Mr. Livingston-How many total?

MAYOR’S REPORT 
Thank you, Mr. President, very short report. Once again, I ask council to remind them about selecting an alternate in case, I can’t make it to the Health Board meeting that night. I did leave in everyone’s box, I think you seen it, from Eastgate in regard to Governor DeWine’s wanting to increase the gas tax. I believe it is by $.18 at this point in time. What I gave you, I think, if you haven’t seen it is what we would realize from that gas tax. I mean right now from what they are showing we receive $296,000. If and when that would be implemented. I believe it would be next year,  we would receive $512,000. It is a pretty hefty increase for us, but it is how you would feel about taxes that would make you want to either support or oppose the tax. Now, Eastgate as you can see from what I gave you, if nothing is done, they stand to lose quite a bit of funding. Of course, that means if Eastgate loses funding there is a good chance again that most of the grants that we received to do some infrastructure projects whether it be streets or the sanitary lines, water lines that we did, we would probably be…it would be a lot more competitive. Usually when it becomes competitive, it becomes us against Youngstown and Warren. With that in mind, if you are in support of that Eastgate is asking that you contact your State Representatives and State Senators to tell them to support that. I did e-mail our State Rep and just asking him about 1) the electric cars being that they would not be paying any gas tax exactly how they are going to participate and making sure of the portion of the road usage would be paid for. I have yet to get a response on that. I don’t know if it was in the original proposal or not but I also asked if there would be some slim chance, thinking they are going to be changing a lot of the wording about the gas tax and ODOT spending, if there is any way since the township don’t pay anything when the state paves state routes through townships they don’t participate , when they go through villages they don’t participate The only one who participates is the cities. I ask that now should be the time to change that. So, I guess that just is up for consideration and probably will get none, but I thought I would say it. Anyway, if you do feel strongly for this tax or if you are opposed to it then I would certainly pass that on to our State Reps and State Senators. That is all I have.
Mr. Williams- Is there a motion to accept the Mayor’s Report?

It was moved by Mr. O’Hara with a second by Ms. Baumiller to accept the Mayor’s Report. Any questions or comments?

Mr. Williams- I have a comment. I am sitting here, kind of my first look at it, I guess the biggest thing that concerns me is everything is proposed. We might get that kind of money, but I remember when we use to get a lot more money in local government funding. 

Mayor- I am not saying this thing is... yea, yea I would hope that the State Reps and State Senators would insure that we would be getting some type of monies back on this. 

That is a hefty increase for us. It is a good thing.

Mr. Williams- I guess my concern would be that it all ends up mostly going to ODOT. Like you said, when they pave a road through here, we have to pay for it. 

Mayor- We do

Mr. Williams- and so…. anyone else?

There were no more questions or comments on the motion. Motion passed. Vote Unanimous.
