It was moved by Mr. O’Hara with a second by Mr. Toda to excuse any and all absent officials.

Mr. Williams- I would like to say that Lisha gave me a call earlier that she wasn’t feeling well. That is why she is not here. Any other questions or comments?

There were no more questions or comments on the motion. Motion passed. Vote unanimous. 

It was moved by Mr. O’Hara with a second by Mr. Toda to accept the minutes from the October 15, 2018 regular session as presented to council. There were no questions or comments on the motion. Motion passed. Vote unanimous. 

COMMUNICATIONS 
We received a memo from Geauga-Trumbull Solid Waste Management District to all elected officials an invitation to their open house to kick off their new GOT TO GO GREEN logo. The open house is at their office at 5138 Enterprise Dr., Warren, OH on November 15 at 11 am to 2 pm and lunch will be provided. You have to RSVP by November 9th. If anyone is interested if they would let me know. I will call in the reservations. FINANCE- Mr. Kyle- Nothing to report this evening, thank you Mr. President.
PARK & RECREATION- Ms. Viele- The next regular meeting of the Park & Rec. Board will be held Thursday, November 15, at 7 pm in council chambers. I would like to thank Secretary Pat Klinich for many years of service to the board. We welcome Peg Kline to fill the position. As always, the public is encouraged to attend and participate in Park & Rec. meetings. Thank you.
ECONOMINC DEVELOPMENT-Ms. Baumiller- not in attendance
PLANNING & ZONING- Mr. Toda- We had a Planning & Zoning Committee meeting on October 16th. The following members were present at roll call: Ben Kyle, Mike Toda and Bonnie Viele. The discussions were with fence distances and locations. Also attending was Jack Murphy and Ron Wright that were answering questions concerning the front yard fences along with distance from property lines and siting the zoning book. There was a motion made by myself to accept the zoning book as presented to the committee. It was seconded by Bonnie Viele and was voted all in favor. Some of the other discussions included issues with car lot issues, specifically North Main by Hubbard Coal and Supply (between Hubbard Coal & Supply and Michael’s Bar). If any of you people have been behind that place, it is a junk yard plain and simple. He has nothing but a whole junk yard back there. I would request that the Hubbard Police Department get somebody down there to take a look at that and see what kind of violations we have with this gentleman. He has made a mess with the back yard there. Okay, there was

also, some questions about changing The Zoning Book once the book has been Codified. Ms. Viele was going to speak to the auditor about the issue and get us some answers. That is all.
UTILITIES- Mr. Silvidi- Attended a meeting October 19th with Mark Ciccone and Dan Jones of the Waste Water Treatment Plant along with Patrick Callihan, President of Ellwood Engineering and four of his staff. Ellwood Engineering group bought the facility in 1992 and began operations. They are the largest supplier in North America of ingot molds. Ellwood Group Inc. recently announced the construction of a new aluminum casting facility at its Ellwood Engineered Castings site on Hubbard Masury Road. The company is investing more than $60 million to expand its 70,000 square foot infrastructure, equipping the upgraded facility with the latest advanced technology in aluminum melting and casting. Phase I: Ellwood Aluminum is expected to employ 30 permanent full-time personnel and produce a projected 150 million pounds of large round billet and slabs. Phase II: is in the future planning stages with a goal of doubling their output. This would also result in the hiring additional employees. Ellwood Engineering would like to get out of the sanitary wastewater treatment business and expressed an interest in tying into the city’s waste treatment plant. They stated the city of Hubbard has the equipment and personnel better suited for the treatment of sanitary wastewater than they do. Ellwood currently uses our city’s water. A follow up meeting will be planned with our Mayor and city personnel to further discuss this. Thank you.
STREETS & SIDEWALKS- Mr. Crowe- Yes Mr. President, the leaf Program has begun. All we ask is that you don’t put the leaves out in the street and keep them on the lawn to keep us safe. Thank you
SAFETY- Mr. O’Hara- Yes as mentioned during caucus, I did speak to Sgt. Thompson today regarding the first couple of weeks as the RSO Officer. Things are going smooth as I mentioned, He seems to be well received by both the staff and the students and notes that there are no issues or problems since he has been there. That is all.

Mr. Williams- Mr. Kyle you said you had something?

Mr. Kyle- Yes, I misspoke earlier. Thank you, Mr. President. I forgot to mention earlier to remind everyone that on Tuesday, the 13th of next week. We are having a finance meeting at 2 pm right here in the chambers. Thank you.

CEMETERY BOARD- Mr. Silvidi- We completed the October foundations. They are finished. We have had a very busy September and October with interments up there. Financially we are holding our own for next year. That is all for the cemetery thank you.
FIRE DISTRICT- Mr. O’Hara- I would just like to announce the next fire district board meeting on November 14th at 7 pm in the upstairs of the fire department.

SAFETY DIRECTOR- Lou Carsone – On Monday the 29th that was just a week ago, Joe Takash was sworn in as a full-time City Officer replacing the RSO picking up the road duties for our School Resource Officer. Following shortly on the heels of that was the resignation of full-time Officer Josh Knebel who has taken a position in the Aurora Police Department. His last Official day was yesterday. I had a meeting with the Civil Service Commission. They are in the process of putting together a new Civil Service Test to Replace Officer Knebel. We wish him well in his new endeavor. We will be working to replace him. I would just like to make a comment that fleet report is out for the month of October. If you look at the 2018 repairs that have been done so far, they total just over $10,000 (about $10,300 and some change). In 2017 in October our vehicle repairs were over $14,000 and in 2015 our vehicles repair at the end of October were $20,000. Thanks to the vehicle replacement program that we have in effect with the efforts of the Mayor and City Council and our Auditor’s office with purchasing new vehicles. It is

actually, giving us some dividends now. We have cut our vehicle repair budget in half. I 

know those aren’t huge numbers but they are productive. Hopefully, we can continue in that direction. That is all I have Mr. President thank you.
SERVICE DIRECTOR-Dan Livingston- Thank you Mr. President, just to go along with what Mr. Crowe said, we started our leaf pick-up program today on both sides (a crew on the east side and a crew on the west side). Tomorrow morning, Insight Pipe will be in town down on Erie Street. They did some televising of the lines on Erie and cleaning out some lines and they didn’t do Taylor Street back then. There is a line that runs the back edge between Elizebeth and Erie. It runs from Ruth half way down to one duplex on Erie. They are going to televise and clean that out. So, we can see where we are at and what we need to do to alleviate the flooding problems down there at times. That will begin tomorrow at 7:30. Chris from CT is going to be there with them looking at lines on the camera. I want to follow up on what Mr. Carsone said, due to the retirement in the Planning & Zoning by Mrs. Joyce Schiraldi and some bidding processes were needed to give a Civil Service test as soon as possible for the Utility Billing Clerk. That is where the opening ended up being. That is coming up next. That is all I have tonight thank you. 
LAW DIRECTOR- Mr. Villano- No report tonight Mr. President Thank you.
TREASURER- Ms. Ruha- Not in attendance
AUDITOR- Mr. Villano- Nothing this evening Mr. President thank you
It was moved by Mr. O’Hara with a second by Mr. Toda to accept the reports of standing committees, special committees and city officials. Motion carried. Vote unanimous. 
MAYOR’S REPORT 
Thank you, Mr. President, I also wanted to talk about the School Resource Officer but in a little bit different way. I was basically going to give this report at the last meeting that unfortunately, I could not make. I just wanted to let council know that the effort and the involvement of a few folks that are sitting in the room tonight that brought that to reality. Our Safety Director, our Police Chief and myself, we met with the Superintendent of Schools and his staff with some preliminary items and examples of memorandum of Understandings from different communities, as well as different ideas on what we thought our School Resource Officer should be. The Safety Director and the Police Chief had some additional meetings. We were really close to getting this thing buttoned up. We did/ I did/I read an article in the paper that Salem had just gotten a School Resource Officer. I had just spent some time with their Mayor at the Second Harvest Food Bank, so I gave him a call and asked him if he could send us a copy of their MOU. When I got a copy of it, Lou and I went over it. We said you know what this is pretty close to what we think and where we want to be. We spoke and the next thing you know we are getting someone else involved, our Law Director. We gave the MOU copy to him and a copy to the schools. Everybody made changes and we agreed to the changes. The next thing I had a meeting with Ray Soloman. We discussed the financial end of this. I got Michael involved with that and handling that and got his blessing with it. He said it was something we could do. Between the Board of Education and you granting us the authority to negotiate the contract, they next thing you know we had a School Resource Officer. It was just a ton of cooperation with like I said, our Auditor, our Law Director, our Police Chief and Safety Director in getting that accomplished. It has been a long-time goal. I have been around here since 1998. I have known Mr. Carsone when he was a Patrolman and when he was a Sgt., and Chief Taafe when he was a patrolman and Sgt. as well. This was always one of their goals. I thought it was very neat, I guess is one way I could put it, that these two actually met and stuck with this goal of having a School Resource Officer. You know I guess we all could just sit back and say well maybe we don’t need this or whatever but again since 1988, since I have been here and the things that I am reading now, we all sat and said well things are going to get better. You know what it hasn’t gotten any better. There are some things going on in this town as well as in the schools that I think the School Resource

Officer is really going to help us with. I complement those two for sticking with this thing for so long and when it came down to it, helping get this thing done. As what Tim said, Sgt Thompson up there, I think he is a great person to have there. Once again, Bob has been around a long time. I remember him as a part timer which makes me think wow, how long I have been here. I want to thank Joyce Schiraldi for her service to the City. We wish her the best in her retirement and also Josh as he moves on to another position. Being his last day was yesterday, I wish him the best. I had the honor of swearing in Joe Takash. I think he is going to be a great addition to our department.          The water line on 304 is finally completed. The automatic flusher is working. Hopefully, we are going to realize less water breaks out there and an improvement in the quality of water. They completed the job of installing new water services on the south side. They bored underneath the street. One of the neatest things about this is that they actually mapped it for us. We are going to know, when this is all said and done, we have a map of where all our services are both on the north and south side. It will help us immensely, I guess, if we ever need to do anything with them.  In talking with George Guiness today, we are going to be looking at putting a couple more of those automatic flushers in at a couple of different spots in the city. Halloween went well. I didn’t hear of any issues except we did have a report from a couple of parents that they did find Cleveland Browns tickets in their kid’s bags (a pretty scary event). I think it did go well and everyone was worried about it was going to be dark. It didn’t get dark until 6:30. I thank you guys for having the police presence out there. That is always reassuring to everybody when they see that. We got some good news and some bad news this week on our Issue II Program. I guess it is sweet then it is sour. We are going to be getting a grant for our part on the paving of State Route 304 which is $224,000 approximately. It hasn’t officially been announced but when you take a look at the points and the cut offs, we look pretty safe right now. That is no contribution on us so that saves us $224 grand when they come in and they do that. That is going to cover our 20% of the paving plus it is also going to cover our full depth repairs. The Grandview Culvert Replacement didn’t fare to well. I am going to sit with Mr. Crowe and see what we want to do with that. I think next year, if we want to go another Issue II Project with it, if we up our local share and possibly do a little more of a loan, we might be able to get that project through and or we could just finance it through the banks or whatever else. The projects estimated cost was about $400,000. Also, I don’t know if it was mentioned or not, next year ODOT will be coming in. I think council did pass the plan for it. The plan for ODOT is they are going to be crack sealing on State Route 62/7 through town. They are doing that at no cost to us. I think that is a pretty good deal to see how that can…the streets are still looking pretty good. Can’t really complain about the last job but again if we get that crack seal that might be…that might help us out for a while and lengthen how good the roads will be for a while. We did have the township trustees include us in on a letter that they sent to the two candidates (this was back in the beginning of October) in regard to the two candidates for Mayor or governor in regard to fracking and injection wells and what their stand was on that. The last I heard there was no news on how they stood on it. With that being said, I think Michael said he will be sending everyone a copy of the budget tomorrow. I think when you take a look at the budget you are going to find that yep the budget is a little bit higher than last year. We have some higher cost in our health care. I think you are going to find in the Police Department had a pretty substantial increase in their budget. What happened is most of it being in the health care department. We had some guys that got married and added their spouses and moved from a single plan to a family plan that costs more. Plus, a general increase... what 8%...what did you say for the health across the board? I might want to mention that in 2012 the balance in that when we came in was $169,000. This year when we started it was over $700,000. We have gotten some hits in it. It has gone down but I think it should come in around $6 this time, would you agree Mike? Somewhere close to that but maybe a little bit lower. It is still bigger than the total we had in 2012. The street department there is going to be an increase in that. It is going to be because we do plan on taking some of that out of there next year to do our street program which I understand Jerry mentioned here to everybody. I did not get any calls from anyone about any particular streets. We gave Jerry the streets. Jerry told me the other day that you have looked at them all. Again, if anybody has any additions, we will certainly look at that. We are going to have the engineering firm look at those pretty soon. I would have like to have gotten that done but unfortunately, I was busy last few weeks, to give

us a general idea of where we are going to be, so we can start off early again as we have done in the past and get those streets paved in the summertime. Every other fund is coming in rather well. The waste water treatment plant is going to be up a little because number 1) I think we are only going to finance 1.2 million, so we will have to come up with some and we have some monies for that to do the second phase as well as pick up some of the cost for the engineering. Danny said we were going to be passing that tonight. Water: we are going to be looking at doing some things there next year. I don’t know if we are going to tackle the plan to take down the tank. That is one thing we will be considering doing. Eventually, we are going to have to paint the inside as well as the out. Those are just a couple of things. Like I said, Mike is going to have a copy of that to everybody tomorrow so check your computer. If anybody has any questions or comments as you know, I am always here. If you want to come down and go over it, we can do that. With that being said, I did come back from Mayor’s Court training, so I am good for another year on that. I went down there Friday. There is nothing really new coming up. No big changes in Mayor’s Court that I know of, I would be open for any questions if anybody has any! Thank you.
It was moved by Mr. O’Hara with a second by Mr. Toda to accept the Mayor’s report. There were no questions or comments on the motion. Motion Passed. Vote Unanimous.

Mr. Williams- I have a question under old business. Have we heard anything about the Myron Street Bridge…when they are going to

Mr. Williams- Anyone else under Miscellaneous? I guess I can ask what happened out front?

Mayor- well do you just want to tell them Dan?

Mr. Livingston- they had to cut off the water for the house for Circle k
Mayor- they had to cut up our street

Mr. Williams- I just wondered. I just didn’t know if we had a water break or something.

Mr. Williams- We will move to public address. Oh well, I guess we aren’t having that never mind

It was moved by Mr. Toda with a second by Mr. Kyle requesting the law director draw up the necessary legislation to accept the Zoning Book as presented to the Planning & Zoning Committee. 
Mayor- Excuse me, we are going to be going through the whole process, I think? Mark isn’t it a public hearing and everything else like a planning & Zoning change?

Mr. Villano-Yes, I don’t know the exact procedure on that, but I am sure there is some type of public notice.
Mayor- I wanted to address the car lot issue because that was one of the things too. Sorry, I couldn’t be at that meeting. That was one of the things I wanted to address at that meeting and was unable to attend. You notice in the book it still says that they have to be attached to a new car I believe that is how it is read.
Ms. Viele- That is how I read it.
Mayor- Yes okay. There is an ordinance after that trumped that. That said that the zoning could be commercial and whatever else.
Mr. Toda-Right

Mayor- That was one of the things I wanted to discuss because you are going to be grandfathering a couple of places in with Hern’s, Why-Go-Bye and this guy down here.

Mr. Toda- Well, this guy down here is in clear violation of a junk yard in the back.
Mayor- Well that might be, but I am saying at this point in time you are still able to sale cars there. Zoning does allow that.
Mr. Toda- Well yea, they have already been

Mayor- Here is my point that is going to be addressed separately. The point being is do we want to change that to address that in that book saying that whether or not you are going to have a used car lot that is not adjacent to a new car lot then that is either going to be by conditional use permit or whatever. If you pass it this way that is going to be it. There will be no commercial car lots anywhere else. I am not saying it’s a bad thing.
Mr. Toda- We are looking to accept the zoning book as it is so that it is voted on and it is codified. It is easier to change that book codified than if it is not codified. 

Mayor- My question is if you are going to pass it, do you want everything in place before you do that?

Mr. Toda- Well let’s put it this way, I have been on this committee for how many years okay. We keep changing this and changing that and changing this and changing that to the point where the book has never been accepted. Period.

Mayor- Well quite honestly, I think most of it has been addressed but the car lot issue has just come up basically from what you’re talking here. Of course, with Why Go Bye we could get more. I don’t think that was addressed at any of the meetings that I have been to. This was just something new because we see what went on here. Secondly, we have the issue of gas stations in the book and that was another thing that came up

when Circle K came in. Again, that was something else I wanted to address there. You learn this as you go. I guess if you want to do this and go back and make changes to it that is fine as well. Is there the possibility that we to get rid of the gas station type zoning? Again, do the gas pumps with commercial property with conditional use permits as well? That is why it is... your making something here and I know everyone... we are pretty strong on it. It’s kind of got away from us. As you go, these are some of the things we want to talk about. Danny as well. There still might be a couple other notes we have. Those are two things I know we have an issue with right now, not to mention as we all know, driveways. If we want to do that and change it after you do the book, I guess that is one way of looking at it. If you want to do it before you go to press, I don’t know, I think that might be better.
Mr. Toda- That is what the discussion was about is to get this book accepted okay. Then turn around and work on whatever it is that we needed to change. There is a lot of issues. You talked about the signs. The garage sale signs at the center of Hubbard. You Know, I just think it was agreed upon that it would be easier to get this book accepted and have it codified and make the changes any more changes down the road.
Mayor- Well that is your decision. That is council’s decision to do.
Mr. Toda- Okay. I did request the legislation, didn’t I? I got lost in

Mr. Williams- We don’t even know if this is the proper procedure if I am hearing correctly. We need to have public

Mr. Toda- That is why I asked the law director.
Mayor-No, you requested it but before you pass it, being that it is zoning, by the third reading you have to have a public hearing on it.

Mr. Toda- That’s fine

Mayor- Any zoning issue, which this certainly is.
Mr. Williams- So we need to schedule a public hearing on this for

Mayor- I don’t know if you have to do this until the first reading

Mr. Williams- Okay. Could you let me know for sure on this Mark, so I know what I need to do?

Mr. Villano- 30 days. At least 30 days like all the other zoning issues. I am sure you can request this legislation tonight and I will look into it.
Mr. Williams- and we will go from there

Mr. Villano- and get it prepared

Mr. Williams- Okay. We had the motion and the second. Anything else Mayor you want to add?
Mayor- I am fine. I just… there are still some outstanding issues and I just want to make sure we could grab some of it prior to but if that is the choice so be it.
Mr. Williams- I do have one thing. Do all the members of council have a copy of this?

Mr. Toda- of the

Mr. Williams- The zoning book that you are proposing to change.
Mr. Toda- I don’t know.

Mr. O’Hara- I don’t have a copy

Mr. Williams- It would be nice if they are going to vote on it that they have a copy of it.

Mr. Williams- I don’t believe anyone besides the Planning & Zoning Committee has a copy.

Mr. Toda- I will have to print them up and give it to them.

Mr. Williams- Bonnie

Ms. Viele- If you don’t want to print them up. I have my copy that I can loan to anybody that wants it. It is a rather thick document.

Mr. Williams- Michael, do we have this digitally? Do you know?

Mr. Villano- I

Mr. Williams- or you haven’t seen it?
Mr. Villano- I haven’t seen it.
Mr. Williams- Do we have a digital copy of this or is this 

Ms. Viele- He said we did. I don’t know.

Mr. Toda- It was printed up. I am assuming it was printed from a digital copy.

Mr. Williams- Okay, well it would be good if they got copies so

Mr. Kyle- One other thing, as a member of the committee, I do have a question. That is fine to request the legislation tonight, but I do have a concern. What is going to be the cost that the city is going to incur to have the book made codified and then all of a sudden go in and make like 17 changes. I understand the process, but I am just…maybe over the next couple of weeks we could find out like what the cost is per... you know if we have to make these 17 separate changes. What that cost is going to be verses 

Mr. Williams- Walter Drane charges us every year to update it.
Mr. Villano- It is by page. That is what the cost is.

Mr. Williams- Any idea what it is Michael or if you could let us know?

Mr. Villano- I know our usual bill per year is about $4,000 (about $3,500 to $4,000).
Mr. Williams- That is to update everything we have done in that year and any changes we made.

Mayor-This is a book, so I imagine it might be a little more.

Mr. Williams- The book will probably cost $4,000 to get put in 

Mr. Villano- I will call Mike Kelly and ask him. Does anybody know how many pages are in it? Approximately

Ms. Viele- I don’t have mine with me

Mr. Kyle- I can let you know

Mr. Williams- about that thick the last time I saw it

Mr. Livingston- I have a question. You want to pass this book as is? Then when does the committee plan on attaching the other issues that we wanted changed?

Mr. Toda- Once we get it passed.
Mr. Livingston- Then immediately going in to change it?

Mr. Toda- Then we can start working on changing it once it’s passed.
Mr. Livingston- I just… there are some issues like what I talked to you about the back of that place and some other stuff. I think those need to be addressed sooner than later. I think the gas station issue should be adjusted.

Mr. Toda- It is already in the book about the car lots and everything.
Mr. Livingston- The signs need to be addressed immediately. The center of town is ridiculous.
Mr. Toda- You are talking garage sale signs?

Mr. Livingston- Did you ever see different signs advertising and stuff

Mr. Toda- It is a wonder we don’t have more accidents on Main Street with all the signs and people trying to read them.

Mr. Williams- We done? Anything else? Okay Lor
