SAFETY DIRECTOR- Lou Carsone- Thank you Mr. Williams, I just have a couple of items. Recently, the police department switched its cell phone service (actually, the city and all the cell phones provided by the city switched) from Verizon to AT & T First Net. First Net is a government network set up by AT & T in conjunction with the government to ensure that communication in an emergency will make it through. If a situation should arise where everybody started using cell phones and started clouding up the cell phone towers, First Net Government cell phones will still work in an emergency like that. We are at about the same cost as we were with Verizon possibly even slightly lower. The only other item I have is that the fund raiser done by the police department for no Shave November is over because it is December. All our officers are clean shaven again. Officer Sheldon kind of spearheaded that thing. They police officers that participated in that made donations. Those donations were matched by the Hubbard FOP and will be given to a local family to help offset the cost of some medical issues that the family is having. That is all I have sir.

The contract is in the hands of the contractor for Erie Street. We will be waiting for him and setting up a pre-construction meeting. Hopefully sometime later this month, so we can get that started. I guess the estimated time of completion is about a week.  If we get some good weather, we should be able to get that done. That is all I have.
