              November 4, 2019
The members of Hubbard City Council met in regular session on Monday, November 4, 2019, in council chambers with President William Williams presiding. Approximately 21 people were in attendance. 
Roll call showed the following members in attendance:

Mr. Williams- Before we go any further, I would ask that someone please make a motion to suspend the regular order of business so that the Mayor may swear in our newest officer.
It was moved by Mr. Toda with a second by Ms. Baumiller to suspend the regular order of business. There were no questions or comments on the motion. Motion passed. Vote unanimous.

It was moved by Mr. Toda with a second by Ms. Baumiller to resume the regular order of business. 

Mr. Williams- Before we do take a vote, I would like to thank the Mayor for doing this at the council meeting. I think this has turned into something very nice. I hope this is something we can continue with so that council gets to meet our new members of our police force and they get to know who we are. I really much appreciate it. That is, it. We will call the roll.

There were no questions or comments on the motion. Motion passed. Vote unanimous.

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COMMUNICATIONS 
We received the Mayor’s Court Report for October 2019 showing a total of $2,855.00 and the Income Tax Comparison 2018/2019 through October 31, 2019. That is all.

It was moved by Ms. Viele with a second by Mr. Toda to accept the communications and place them in the proper file. There were no questions or comments on the motion. Motion passed. Vote unanimous.
REPORTS OF STANDING COMMITTEES 
FINANCE- Mr. Kyle- Yes, I would like to remind everyone, on November 13th at 2:00 pm, there is a finance committee work session to work on the 2020 budget. Also, to go along with things that are finance related. Mayor Darko and I met with a representative from Republic Services about the extension of waste removal along with recycling services and all other services that are included with our current garbage contract. Originally, the bid went out in August 2014. So from February 1, 2015 up until now, we have had two extensions that have gone on trying to keep the rates as low as possible for our residents and providing the full service that they do, including recycling pick up and also leaves, branches and large scale items that are included. There will be a request tonight for legislation to have once again another extension that would run February 1, 2020 until January 31, 2021. There will be a rate increase that will take effect of $1.50 for the base rate which puts us still below the next lowest bidder from back in 2014 which is impressive. Republic wants to be able to work with us and continue to provide the service. Just to make mention; having one carrier on certain days, in certain wards has dramatically reduced the amount of wear and tear on our roads and for the actual longevity of our paving project. Garbage trucks are not small vehicles and trying to reduce the amount on our streets has achieved its goal from back in 2014 when it was originally talked about. Just one note about the increase; it is solely due to recycling. Currently, in the market of waste management in a sense they (garbage companies) are having to pay to have recycling taken away. Years ago, recycling products brought in a profit, obviously with the solid waste district making adjustments for our township and city drop off locations. They no longer want glass. They only want clean cardboard; a lot of these things are affecting the actual curb side recycling as well. Starting in 2020, we will be looking at how the market is for recycling since everything goes outside of the United States and there are costs involved with it. Our residents are doing a great job. Currently this year, they have collected nearly 300 tons of recycling material through the curb side recycling program. They have done a really nice job of recycling from February 2015 at nearly 2,000 tons of recyclable material which is nice to see. Obviously, we want to look at all of our options moving forward but this is the best option to continue our recycling program at the lowest rates currently available. That is all thank you.

SAFETY DIRECTOR- Lou Carsone- Thank you Mr. President, I do have a few items to talk about. Number one: a short time ago, the police chief approached the Mayor and I with a rather unique idea. They asked permission to do a No Shave November as a matter of raising funds for a local family that has some medical issues. I spoke to the Mayor about it. Both of us said it would be okay, so for the month of November we have suspended our normal policy of clean shaven to neatly trim facial hair beards, mustaches and so forth to raise money for a local family that has some medical issues with a child. If you see some of our officers that is what they are doing. December 1st we will go back to business as usual. Within the past week or so, Hubbard participated with the Drug Enforcement Administration on the Drug Take Back Program where people bring unused medicines that they have and turn them in. It is not a good idea to keep those in the medicine cabinet. This community was one of the highest rated communities as far as citizen participation. I think that shows that the community understands the danger of keeping medications around and went out of their way to participate. That was a huge success in this community. On another note, one of our clerks Danielle Wilson has resigned her position as police clerk for personal reasons. I would like to wish her well in her future endeavors and thank you for her service to the police department. Shortly, we will be advertising for applications to fill that slot. This

has been an interesting year with the budget. I have tried to keep track of it. I tried to keep the reigns on it really close. We have had some interesting issues with it, and I was wondering whether or not we could get a car this year. I spoke to our Auditor Mr. Villano recently and he looked over budget. I talked to the Mayor. I talked to the Police Chief. We will be ordering a new car this year very soon. We will get a 2020 Ford Explorer. We are in good enough shape to do that. I am glad to report on that. On November 30th, the bids were opened for the Storm Water Retention System at the police department that needs replaced. I was advised by MS Consultants that all of the bids were more than 10% over what they expected them to be. That project is going to need to be re-bid. The Mayor and I have discussed that, and it will probably not get done now until the spring. I don’t know that we can do that project at the police department in the middle of winter, but it is going to be re-bid. I would like to thank Mr. Palestro for his assistance to me and keeping me up to date on what those issues were down there and what we were looking at. The only other thing I have to say is the police department recently has had some issues with sewer gas in the building. We had that looked at. That led to a couple of things. Number one: the double sump pump that we had in that long-term storage room down there both needed replaced. We have gotten those replaced. Unfortunately, that was another bill for the police department. In the process of trying to solve that problem, we have discovered that there is a belly in the sewer line that runs underneath the building. I don’t know exactly what that means. Mr. Palestro is helping to look into that. They did some more work on it today. In the next couple of days, I should get a report on that and exactly what that means. This belly is at least partially plugged. That is all I know about that and that is all I have Mr. President. Thank you

My name is Wayne Nicholson from 3465 Creed Avenue. At the beginning of summer, there were three houses south of me that had their sewage systems condemned. So, they had to do something about it. They decided to tie into city sewers which meant they had to cut across my property and my next-door neighbor’s property to get to those three homes. They did that and the contractor assured us that when he was done everything would be put back the way it was before he got there. Well that started at the beginning of summer and our properties still haven’t been fixed. He has been called several times. He makes appointments to come and do it and he doesn’t show up. A couple of months ago, he came out. I called him and he said he would be out the next Wednesday. He didn’t show up. On Friday, he was a couple houses up working on one of the electrical systems. I went up. He knew why I was coming up, so you know he immediately told me to get off of his construction sight. So, we had a few words and I went back home. My next-door neighbor was in his garage a couple of minutes later. He came up and we were standing talking when two city pickup trucks pulled into the drive up the street to talk to the contractor. I am assuming he called somebody. Pretty soon, the two trucks left and the one stopped at the end of my driveway and the gentleman came down. It was Mr. Palestro. We told him what was going on and he assured us that the city would not sign off on that project until everyone’s problems had been taken care of and done right. I am pretty sure the situation has been signed off on and nobody has been out there to do anything with our properties. I am sure if you drive by you will notice we have not touched that property. We have not mowed it. We have not done anything because there is too many rocks and chunks of black top and everything else in there. We are not destroying our equipment. They trenched across our driveways rather than drilling under them. They screwed that up. Our driveways are a disgrace, and nobody comes out to do anything. I don’t know where else to go. 
Mr. Williams- Did you talk to the Mayor’s Office?

Mr. Nicholson- I talked to the Mayor and that was about a month ago. He said would talk to Mr. Palestro. Well, I didn’t hear anything. I went back down a few days later. He said he would get Mr. Palestro to come and tell us what is going on. I haven’t heard from a soul. 

Mr. Williams- Mayor would you like to

Mayor- I don’t know. I talked to Ed and I thought he said he had spoken with you. I know he spoke with Mr. Mullinax is it?

Mayor- I guess I will just say I will check

Mr. Nicholson- I don’t know what his name is

Mayor- I will check with Ed. I thought it was all taken care of, but I will talk to Ed. Mr. Livingston is off right now for medical reasons who was also involved in this, but I will talk with Ed.

Mr. Nicholson- This was an entire summer deal, and nothing has been done. I don’t know where else to go but here.

Mayor- That is fine. It is certainly your right but again as far as accepting anything into the city if it is not done to our standards, we will not do that. 
Mr. Williams- Was this our project or did someone else pay him to do this?

Mayor- It was their own little project tying into our main out on Creed. It is not ours. We have not accepted this. 

Mr. Nicholson- The guy got permits to do it someplace!
Mayor- Well he may have permits to do it, to put it in but when it is all said and done, we need to accept it and make sure everything is done correctly before it becomes ours. We have not heard anything on that. I will talk with Ed.

Mr. Nicholson- Okay, so where do I go next? There is me and my neighbor that have the problem.

Mayor- I will talk to Mr. Palestro and see what the progress is on that. Again, I don’t know if he has your telephone number or not.
Mr. Nicholson- If he doesn’t, I can give it to you.
Mayor- We will see where that goes.
Mr. Nicholson- Okay, thank you

Mr. Williams- thank you

Mr. Williams- Anyone else wish to address council this evening? If not, I would entertain a motion to adjourn.
