Mr. Williams- Okay Ladies and Gentlemen, we will now move on as you all know my   favorite part of the meeting our Mayor’s report. Mr. John Darko.
MAYOR’S REPORT 
Thank you, Mr. Williams, since our last meeting, we have completed the relining of sanitary lines on Hager Street and between Elizabeth and Erie. Between Elizabeth and Erie is because someway somehow when that was developed, they decided to put the sanitary lines in the back yard as opposed to in the streets which sometimes can be a little challenging in that case. We did about 600 ft. between Elizabeth and Erie. There were 17 laterals that we were able to… once it was relined and it is really quite the process. They are able to go in when they know where the lateral is, they drill out the lateral then seal it. One of the main things we are doing here with this relining is stopping the inflow and infiltration and that particular pipe had quite a bit of roots in it as well. As we know, when it comes to sanitary lines, roots seem to catch everything it shouldn’t be catching and causes backups. That was quite the…17 laterals, on Hager there were 7. I hope that in the future (we have done some of this before) I hope this program continues. I think it is a really good really good deal. Now, what Mr. Silvidi is going to be requesting tonight is replacing a sanitary line that was so bad that we could not reline it. What we are going to do is we are going to replace it. The bids came in. The engineers had projected a cost of $112,000 the lowest bid came in at $121,804 which made it under the 10%. We did not have to rebid. Hopefully, we can get that started even though it could be tough weather to get it done. Hopefully, the engineer’s said, it should be completed in about a week from start to finish. That will be a good thing, I think for the people who live on Erie Street that are facing the sanitary backups every time we get a good rain. In springtime, we should be in good shape down there. We did the street program and it is completed. We have our engineering firm that was doing the inspection going over some of the items that …a checklist you might say, a punch list whatever. In regard to making sure water valves and manholes are level. We also just received addition from….in regard to Jackson Street. We are in contact and they are working with American making sure everything is right before we write a check. That is all I have. 
It was moved by Mr. O’Hara with a second by Ms. Baumiller to accept the Mayor’s report.
Mr. Williams- I would just like to comment Mayor, I know that is the same thing we did out here on East Liberty correct? When we lined like Hager

Mayor- right, correct

Mr. Williams- that was a huge improvement on inflow and infiltration

Mayor- Right, I remember where you pushed that quite a bit. The best thing, like I said, for the inflow and infiltration that is the key to keeping the water out of the sanitary line. It only causes it to go down to the wastewater plant where we treat water that really shouldn’t be there. That is why we need to continue that. I hope that

Ms. Viele- The Geauga Trumbull Solid Waste Management District 2019 Scrap Tire Grant Program the tires where collected on March 15 this year. We got reimbursed on that. It is a grant program that we share with the township. It takes place in the township. They collect them out there, but the grant is for both the city and township people. They collected 1,120 tires. That included 1,045 car tires off the rim, 59 auto tires on the rim and 16 truck tires off the rim. That is all funded by that grant. We have been doing it for many many years. It is amazing how many tires show up. There are still ones dumped along the road, but we are doing the best we can to get them out of the system. Thank you.

Mayor- Also, if we are under miscellaneous, I was speaking with our utility office this morning and November 1st is the date that HEAP is going to start taking calls
From audience- Marianne Hallapy- October 28th
Mayor- October 28th. That is for assistance for heating or utilities or whatever. I know the News will get it correct because for some reason. So, if you know of anyone, again asking about that program, October 28 they will start taking applications. They usually set up an office down here. We give them a room and they meet with people and help them out with their utility bills, heating and whatever.
