Economic Development- Mr. Mogg- I would like everyone to know I really appreciate getting put on this board. I really got a heart for businesses. I really want to work with the city to develop this city. Over the last year, six new businesses have opened here in the City of Hubbard. The latest being the Cortland Bank up here. With the buzz going all around town, on Myron Street, Jet Stream has been moving into the US Can Building. As of right now, my understanding is just storage now with the hopes of the entire operation here to Myron Street. That is huge. The Mayor is going to elaborate on that a little more on his report. Utilities- Mr. Kerr – I had an informal get together with the Mayor and Mr. Palestro just to go over the workings of the electric, water, and sewer. It was very beneficial. Mr. Palestro was happy as the chair to sit down and encourage regular meetings with many of the other committees. We do have a work session scheduled on January 28th from 5:30 to 6:30 in council chambers with the utilities committee. That is all I have. 

Mr. Williams- Thank you 
Streets & Sidewalks –Mr. Crowe- The only thing I have Mr. President is I am going to ask my fellow Councilmen to make a list of three or four streets in their…what they think need paved. I have a list of fifteen right now. I would like to have something ready for spring when we can get something underway. Hopefully, we can get some paving done this year too. That is all. Thank you
Safety- Mr. Hallapy-Yes Mr. President thank you. The City of Hubbard Civil Service Commission is beginning the process to give a competitive test for a full time Police Officer position. The results of this test will be used to hire a full time to replace retired Police Chief James Taafe whose retirement became effective December 31, 2019. Secondly, the US Department of Justice Office of Community Oriented Policing Service has announced that the fiscal year 2020 COPS hiring program is now open. This program allows for police departments to apply for funds hiring full time sworn in police officers. We are looking into applying for this grant. Applications must be submitted by March 11, 2020. Lastly, the 2020 Ford Interceptor Cruiser which was ordered last year should arrive and be put into service shortly. That is all. Thank you, Mr. President.

FIRE DISTRICT- Mr. Kerr- The fire department had a total of 42 call from the previous month. Three hazmat calls to be billed by a legal representative. The hazmat calls have to be billed by these trucking companies out of town because it is a goose chase trying to get the money. They go through a legal system to do that. Part three of their wellness grants, several years ago we got some wellness grants for the fire department like physicals. Year two, we got some wellness grants for immunizations, diagnostics, x-rays and testing. Year three, we did not qualify for the grant for some physical fitness equipment. NFPA 1583 talks about initiatives with heart disease which is the number one killer of fire fighters and cancer number two. They are looking possibly of going for some exercise equipment for the fire fighters because of that NFPA standard. Tanker 28 is in service and was used on the Girard fire for mutual aid. Bothe engines 4 and 6, we have reserved sealed bids that are in the paper. They are both sitting outside. TCTC did not want engine 4 for a dollar. They are both up for reserved bids. Citizens for EMS fire and safety is a social media website now. It is a Facebook page for the upcoming levy in March for education purposes. Just a reminder of that special levy that is coming in March for manpower and staffing for during the day. That is all I have Mr. President.

REPORTS OF CITY OFFICIALS

SAFETY DIRECTOR- Lou Carsone- Thank you Mr. President, just a couple additional comments on the COPS grant that Councilman Hallapy reported on. There are several different options that we can apply for there. At this time, it appears if we do apply for that, the best option for us would be to apply for a full-time officer under the COPS hiring program. That becomes a police officer that we can use as the Chief sees fit to use that officer. If we were successful in that application process the grant would pay 75% of the officer’s cost for the first three years of the grant up to $125,000. The city would become responsible for the fourth year. Looking into that a little bit further, should the decision be made to apply for that we would need to ask council for legislation to approve the application process. Hopefully, that decision will be made before the next council meeting. On another issue, we are moving forward with repair of the police radio system. We signed all the appropriate paperwork with Bearcom which is going to do that work and is waiting for that equipment to come in. Once it comes in, they will schedule installation and get our radio system up to where it needs to be. Finally, I just talked to Mr. Palestro, I believe I reported several meetings ago that the sewer line in the basement of the police department is bellied and plugged for lack of a better word. Mr. Palestro worked with a company to have that line jetted out. It is filled up again. It is going to need to be repaired. We need to repair that line which means cutting through the basement floor to get to it. There is about a 20 ft.…15 to 20 ft. belly, if I am correct Mr. Palestro, in that main sewer line that goes out of the building. We will be working on getting more information and seeing about getting some bids on getting that work done. I will keep council up to speed with that one. That is all I have Mr. President.

Mr. Williams- Lou with that COPS grant, is that like it used to be? If you apply for that is that going to be to replace someone or is that going to be to place an additional officer?

Mr. Carsone- We cannot use the grant to supplant anybody. We have already budgeted to hire the officer for Chief Taafe. This would be used for an additional officer.
Mr. Williams- So the fourth year your budget would have to increase for the additional officer?

Mr. Carsone-correct. That is correct.

Mr. Williams- which would add another officer to the department

Mr. Carsone-That is correct.
Mr. Williams- Okay thank you…and that, I am sorry, and part of that too is you have to keep that officer on.
Mr. Carsone- for the fourth year. They have to stay on through that fourth year.

Mr. Williams- Okay thank you. Any other questions or comments?

There were no more questions or comments on the motion. Motion passed. Vote unanimous.
MAYOR’S REPORT 
Thank you, President Williams. Over the weekend, we had an interesting weather event with the snowstorm. Our street department and Superintendent Palestro did a great job. We had some issues with some of the equipment, but they were able to work through it and continue on with the plowing and salting in keeping our roads safe. As community and economic development chairman Mogg mentioned, we have some exciting activity down on Myron Street. Earlier this year, Jetstream International which is located in Niles purchased the Ball Corporation building and the property adjacent to it. They are working towards relocating and expanding into Hubbard. They are currently up and running. They do distribution and warehousing for their products that are assembled and manufactured in Niles. Now, they have an additional location. We met with the owner last week. He is extremely excited to be back in Hubbard. His family was involved in the old Michigan Hanger from years ago. He is extremely excited to take that opportunity at the Ball Corporation. At the back section of the building with the high ceilings, that was the most recent addition, is filled and they are moving product out. They are looking forward to creating some assembly space inside that building as well and being able to, as we were told, transition to have a full operation here in Hubbard. That is a very positive transition and new business here in the city. To go along with Myron Street, we received notification that we were the only city to receive the Transportation Alternative Program Grant that we applied for last year in 2019 for the sidewalks on Myron Street. We received that grant from East Gate. Like I said, we were the only city to receive funding for transportation alternatives. Obviously, that is the sidewalk. We spoke with the engineer’s office since they are handling the bridge about a coordination with that. We are waiting for more information to find out the exact details of what the grant would provide and also the city’s responsibility if we so choose to use that grant. Also, the city has entered into an agreement with the Health Department to be a part of their Mosquito Control Grant. If we are awarded that money, we would receive $2500. Last year, we spent approximately $3,000 out of our own money for the Mosquito Control Program. We applied for that grant to hopefully receive $2,500 for that. A couple of things from the operation side, as Safety Director Carsone and I are wearing it and other members of the city administration, City of Hubbard branded shirts that list obviously what department they are from. Hopefully expanding that into other areas of the administration and other departments so that the

citizens are able to once they see somebody out, whether within the building or out in the community during work time, they will be able to recognize them. We are also working on a cleaning schedule and or maintenance schedule for the Administration Building and the Police Station. Those were a couple of things that we were working on that we wanted to accomplish in the first couple of months here. Also, to echo what Mr. Kerr said, January 28, Tuesday at 5:30 pm a Utilities Work Session will be held here in council chambers. Lastly, I am requesting that any member of the public that wants to serve as a volunteer on any boards or committees, please call the Mayor’s Office so that we can create a list of anyone that wants to participate. Over the years, it has been very difficult to find people to participate. We definitely encourage people to volunteer their time to a position either currently or upcoming if there are ever any resignations on a board. To go along with that, we are always asking for volunteers for the Senior Van to volunteer their time to drive the seniors throughout the city to possibly make it to a doctor’s visit or whatever it might be. That is all thank you.

Mr. Crowe- Mr. President, I do have if I may…the Council of Governments, I wanted to give you a short report

Mr. Williams- absolutely, absolutely

Mr. Crowe- We met on January 8th and after the election of officers, the Trumbull County Council of Governments have one project scheduled right now. A demolition of a school building in Farmington. The county engineers are going to take that down. We don’t have any numbers on it, but it is supposed to be cheap. They handed me some paperwork on US Communities Omnia Partners the public sector. It is the Nation’s largest cooperative purchasing organization dedicated to public sector procurement. They serve state and local governments, schools and non-profits. I don’t have a lot of details yet, but I want to go over…I want to talk to the Mayor first. They have a lot of suppliers that we can contract with for discounts. Before I go any further with that, I just want to clear that up with the Mayor. One last thing, I talked to the President of the Council of Governments and they do have grant writers. I talked to him about possibly a grant writer for repairing the sidewalks. We will look at it. We will try. That is all I have.
