Regular Session




              January 6, 2020
The members of Hubbard City Council met in regular session on Monday, January 6, 2020, in council chambers with President William Williams presiding. Approximately 12 people were in attendance. 
Mr. Williams- First, I would like to welcome everyone to council’s first meeting of the New Year. It is kind of our reorganizational meeting. I would like to first welcome our new members to council and thank you for your commitment to the city. At this point, if someone would make a motion to suspend the regular order of business so we can go into the organizational part of our meeting.

ORGANIZATION

It was moved by Mr. Toda with a second by Mr. Mogg to suspend the regular order of business. There were no questions or comments on the motion. Motion passed. Vote unanimous. 
Mr. Williams- Okay, thank you everyone. We have a few things we need to take care of this evening. If we could start it off, we need to appoint a council clerk.

It was moved by Mr. Toda with a second by Mr. Crowe to appoint Lorrie Brown as council’s clerk. There were no questions or comments on the motion. Motion passed. Vote unanimous. 
Mr. Williams- Okay, thank you. Congratulations Lorrie.

Clerk- thank you

Mr. Williams- Per council’s rules, let me find this so I do this properly, (one moment folks) rule 11 states that we have to appoint a council clerk. that in the event of an absence of the Clerk of Council, the President of Council is hereby charged with the duty of finding a temporary replacement. If Lorrie can’t make it to a meeting, Marianne Hallapy will be our temporary Clerk of Council. Okay, that is that. We have a couple of other things we need to do here. We may as well start at the top of this list I have, if no one has any objections. We have two appointments to the Hubbard Union Cemetery. We have a one-year appointment and a two-year appointment that will be filling Mr. Silvidi and Ms. Baumiller’s places there. In caucus, Mr. Mogg and Mr. Hallapy expressed desire to serve there. I don’t know if anyone else wishes to become involved in that. It is up to you guys to decide how you want to fill these. You have a one year and a two-year term. Someone would have to make some motions and go from there. 
Mr. Toda- I make a motion that we appoint Mr. Mogg and Mr. Hallapy to the cemetery board. 
Mr. Williams- You are going to have to be a little more…because you have two appointments, a one year and a two year.

It was moved by Mr. Toda with a second by Ms. Viele to appoint Mr. Mogg for the two-year position and Mr. Hallapy for the one-year position for the cemetery board. There were no questions or comments on the motion. Motion passed. Vote unanimous. 
Mr. Williams- before we move on, I guess Mark I would ask you, if you could or would assist them in I guess what they are going to have to do here to assume these roles or at least give them some guidance. I guess, I don’t know are you…who is the legal counsel for them? Is that you?

Mr. Villano- It is not me

Auditor Villano- the prosecutor

Mr. Williams- they would have to…the prosecutor okay

Mr. Villano- I mean I have helped Bonnie and JD out when they asked for things

Mr. Villano- but it is not part of my job description

Mr. Williams- okay because you guys are going to have to probably have to get with, at this point, with Mr., Jacob. You guys are going to have to get a meeting set up. One of you may want to contact Mr. Silvidi to get the information of what is what there. I don’t know if there are passwords on the computers you’re going to have to get. Any help I can be don’t hesitate…if I can help you just let me know. Thank you for doing that guys. We need a representative to the council of governments. Mr. Crowe had expressed interest in that. He had been our rep on that before. I don’t know if anyone else is interested.
It was moved by Mr. Toda with a second by Mr. Mogg to appoint Mr. Crowe as council’s representative to the Council of Governments. There were no questions or comments on the motion. Motion passed. Vote unanimous. 
 Mr. Williams- Okay what is next? We need an alternate for the Health Board. An alternate for the Mayor, if he can’t attend. Mr. Kerr graciously said he would do that. I think that would be a great fit for you. Is there anyone else who is interested? 
It was moved by Mr. Toda with a second by Mr. Mogg that Mr. Kerr be the alternate for the Mayor for the health board. There were no questions or comments on the motion. Motion passed. Vote unanimous. 
Mr. Williams- next is the Eagle Joint Fire District to replace Mr. O’Hara. I would imagine…I think this is a two-year term because Mr. O’Hara’s term ended with his term this year. Mr. Kerr has expressed his interest in being on that board. Is there anyone else? If not

It was moved by Mr. Mogg with a second by Mr. Toda to appoint Mr. Kerr to the Eagle Joint Fire District Board.
Ms. Viele- Mr. President, point of order, according to my notes, it is a three-year term. Eagle Joint Fire District Board of Trustees meets the second Wednesday of the month. A three-year term that expires at the end of the year.

Mr. Williams- what year?

Ms. Viele- every year… I mean it expires on December 31st, the term after three years. The term goes from January to December. You don’t understand what I mean.

Mr. Mogg- She is saying his term would end 2023, December 31st. The three-year term ends. 

Mr. Williams- okay, as long as he is here, he can continue to serve. Okay, thank you Bonnie.

There were no questions or comments on the motion. Motion passed. Vote unanimous. 
Mr. Williams-last but not least we need to appoint a President pro tem. Mr. Toda said he would be interested in that. Anyone else?
It was moved by Mr. Mogg with a second by Mr. Toda to appoint Mr. Toda as President pro tem. There were no questions or comments on the motion. Motion passed. Vote unanimous. 
Mr. Williams- As far as my list that is everything, we need to take care of so far. Did you have anything more Mayor?

Mayor- No that was everything to my knowledge that needed to be handled.
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Mr. Williams- Bonnie, did we get everything? 
Ms. Viele- As far as I know, yes.

Mr. Toda- I make a motion we…no

Mr. Williams- what are you going to do?

Mr. Toda- bring us back into regular session

Mr. Williams- you could do that unless you would like to find out what committees you are on. It is up to you, if you don’t want to know.

Mr. Toda- I don’t but that’s okay

Mr. Williams- Oh okay. Mayor you already have your copy, correct? Okay thank you. Per council rules, I have appointed the committees. The first name I will read on each committee, will be the committee chair. 

Safety- Mr. Hallapy, Mr. Mogg and Mr. Crowe with Mr. Hallapy is the committee chair

Streets & Sidewalks –Mr. Crowe will be the chair, Ms. Zambrini and Mr. Kerr

Utilities- Mr. Kerr will be our chairman, Ms. Viele and Mr. Toda

Park & Rec-Ms. Viele will be chair, Mr. Kerr and Mr. Hallapy

Finance- Ms. Zambrini will be chair with Mr. Toda and Mr. Hallapy

Community & Economic Development- Mr. Mogg will be the chair, Ms. Zambrini and Mr. Crowe

Planning & Zoning will be Mr. Toda is the chair, Mr. Mogg and Ms. Viele
This took me a little while to do this with having so many new members. I tried to talk to you guys to find out what your interests were and tried to fit those in. I really hope you’re happy with these. It was the best I could do. I would really ask the members of the committees to use as they are supposed to be used and have committee meetings to discuss things that are pertinent to these things. That is that. Does anyone else need a copy of this? Oh, Lorrie?

Mr. Williams- Did I give you one?

Clerk- yes

Mr. Williams- everyone got one? You guys? Can you pass these over to the Mayor and the service director? Before we go into the regular order of business, you know what we can go back to that. The other things I have to say I can do under miscellaneous. If I could have a motion to go back to the regular order of business.

It was moved by Mr. Toda with a second by Mr. Mogg to return to the regular order of business. There were no questions or comments on the motion. Motion passed. Vote unanimous.

Mr. Williams- And now Ladies and Gentlemen one of my favorite parts of the meeting and a first for us all, our Mayor’s report.

Thank you, Mr. President. It is an honor to be here. Obviously, I have big shoes to fill. I look forward to working with each and every one of you. Mayor Darko and the previous council, we have all worked extremely well together over the last number of years to really push the city forward. I truly look forward to working with each and every one of

you to be able to find priorities, issues and circumstances that we the administration can work with you to be able to rectify and make our city better. That is ultimately our goal. To go along with that, I am very honored to have alongside me Safety Director Carsone and Service Director Livingston. I reached out to them and asked if they would stay with me. Obviously, we had a great working relationship with the previous administration and with their guidance we will be able to continue on that same path and be able to do so much for the city. One of the big things that Mayor Darko had instilled in all of us was this open-door policy. If you have a question, if you have a concern, please bring it forward. If any of your constituents and people in your neighborhoods have problems, you are their voice and their eyes. Everyone needs to work together. It is really appreciative to be able to find the problems and be able to solve anything. As Service Director Livingston said, thank you for your willingness to serve. It is a big commitment and we appreciate all members of council. Just a couple of things that are going on. I will be attending my Mayor’s Court Training this week on Thursday and be able to get into Mayor’s Court the following week. Our current projects that are still going on are our Wastewater Treatment Plant Phase II is moving along and our Erie Street Sanitary Line Replacement is moving along as well. Some upcoming projects that have been discussed many times in the last six months would be the exterior wall here, the west wall here in the city building with water and drainage issues both interior and exterior. Also, our safety center storm water project. Those are some things that are carried over from 2019 and are being discussed and trying to figure out the best course of action, the most prudent course of action. Also, one thing that I will be starting next week would be bi-weekly mornings with the department heads and our administration and working on just briefly sitting down together and have that open policy on what is going on, what are some issues they are seeing not only with their employees but also with the citizens and projects that are going on within the city. To go along with that, Mr. Livingston, if you would like to introduce members and also Safety Director Carsone our Police Chief. 
Mr. Livingston- I am going to proudly introduce them individually to all the new members. Mr. Palestro, I think you all know Mr. Palestro. He is our Service (in charge of everything) supervisor. Mark Ciccone is our Wastewater Treatment Superintendent and George Ginnis is our Water Administrator. George and Mark are our latest employees. They are assets. They are HUGE hires for the city. They have done a great job. Eddie moved over to be in charge of not only the electric but the water, the street and the sewer I mean sanitary. He has been a tremendous help to the administration since putting that job on. I want to thank the previous council for creating or recreating that position because it was there at one time. It has been a huge asset. We have gotten things accomplished. We have more things to do in the future. I think it is going to help us tremendously. With that I will turn it over to Lou, for the Police Chief.
Mr. Carsone- I think most of you know Chief Robert Thompson. He is in his sixth day officially as Police Chief. However, he has been the Acting Chief since July, so he has got a firm hold on the reigns. He is doing a really good job and Bob and I work well together. Any problems, issues, or concerns you can relay them through Bob to me or directly to Bob. Standing in the back is Chris Moffitt. He is here for security today. He is one of our Senor Sergeants and one of our trainers. He is a firearms instructor and some other classes for a very long time too. As other people are here for security, I ‘ll will take just a minute of time and introduce them at upcoming meetings. Any questions, problems or issues just please reach out. Thank you
Mayor-Lastly, just to remind members of council that it is such a huge undertaking and responsibility that members of council to legislate and appropriate and that is the foundation that we the administration work hand in hand with you. Once again, I thank you for that. That is all I have. Thank you, Mr. President.

Mr. Williams- I might just say this for the department heads, I can’t thank you guys enough. You have made my life really easy. I don’t get phone calls anymore about this, that and the other thing. When I do, I talk to Danny and you guys take care of it. I can’t

thank you enough for that. Bob, with the Police Department, thank you. We have a great town here and I think 2020 is going to be a good year for all of us. That is all I have. Anyone else?

Mr. Crowe- Mr. President, I was going to tell you earlier about this council of governments. Trumbull County Council of Governments is meeting on Wednesday. I will be going to that meeting for the first meeting of the year. It is to elect the two-year term seats for the council of governments and to set an agenda for this year. That is all I have.
Mr. Williams- Thank you Jerry

Mr. Crowe- I will have a report on that at the next meeting on the council of governments. Thank you

Mr. Williams- thank you. Mr. Kerr do you have something?

Mr. Kerr- I am meeting with the Trumbull County EMA and the LAPC and the Trumbull County Hazmat Chief to see about the gas station on Main Street. Possibly we can get a BUSTR grant which is an underground storage grant. Last year, Trumbull County got four of those mitigated and removed for free. That was a million dollars. We are actually on the radar for them so I if we would look at legislation or whatever and work with the service director. Being the Chairman at LAPC now, I have that contact and BUSTR grants are available for that gas station so we have to look at who owns it, where it is at, if we could get it dug out for free and see where we move at from there.
Mr. Williams- Does it…I can’t ask questions now. Oh, yea I could because it is miscellaneous. I know in the past they have tried to figure out who the heck owns that place and that was the problem. Does that cause a problem with those kinds of grants or can they just?
Mr. Kerr- with this one they actually went in with 

Mr. Livingston- that is owned by a company in Davey, Florida.

Mr. Kerr-okay

Mr. Livingston- I am working with the county and they are trying to get that taken care of and get rid of it. I have been working with the Health Board. They went down and filed the papers. First it has to go to the land bank. The land bank has filed papers trying to take it. Once the land bank owns it, they can file papers to have a demolition.

Mr. Kerr- Okay

Mr. Livingston- We started that last year. The Health Board came in and they have been working on getting it to the land bank.

Mr. Kerr- okay. The Hazmat Chief assured me that the 4 they had removed were similar to that, but they were an additional push. The dollars were available for free that they could actually dig it out and take the tanks out. 
Mr. Williams- Maybe you guys can kind of get together 

Mr. Livingston- If you want to talk to me call and we will go over it. I can use any help you can give me.

Mr. Crowe-Is this the old Clark Gas Station
