Ms. Viele- I have a comment. I skipped the absent officials, but I will go back to that okay.
Mr. Williams- Yea, okay.
Ms. Viele- I just got ahead of myself.
Mr. Williams- That is alright.
There were no questions or comments on the motion. Motion passed. Vote unanimous.
It was moved by Ms. Viele with a second by Ms. Zambrini to excuse any absent officials. There were no questions or comments on the motion. Motion passed. Vote unanimous.

COMMUNICATIONS

No communications this evening, thank you.
Mr. Williams- Mr. Kerr

It was moved by Mr. Kerr with a second by Mr. Mogg to suspend the regular order of business for a presentation from the Eagle Joint Fire District. There were no questions or comments on the motion. Motion passed. Vote Unanimous.
EAGLE JOINT FIRE DISTRICT PRESENTATION

Mr. Williams- Okay, who is up?

Mr. Mogg- Chief Stanish, you are up sir.

Mr. Williams-Can you turn on the microphone. That way we will have you on tape. Well, digital something back there. 

Mr. Stanish- Basically, we are here to answer any of your questions that council may have and a little presentation we have on the Levy for a Part-Time Staff.

Mr. Williams- I had asked Mr. Kerr if you guys would come because 1) I wanted the public to be aware of what you are trying to do here. If there is any help we could do, maybe you could fill us in on where you are and why you want to do this.
Hi, I am Mike Rudinsky I am a Fire Fighter/EMT with the Eagle Joint Fire District and I am also on the Levy Committee. I passed out a paper. There is a basic synopsis of what is going on with the department. The last few years, four or five years, we have seen a decrease in Fire Fighters responding to calls. There out today most importantly but mostly daytime hours. We brought it up to the attention of the district. They took our considerations and they took a step further and hired a consulting group to take a look at what the problem is. It is all across the country that volunteers are not volunteering anymore. They put a plan together to where we would have staffing, part time staffing from 8 to 6 to fill the void of personnel or lack there of responding to calls. The guys that do respond during the day, their average age is probably over 60. Everyone knows a fire fighter job is a young man’s game. So, injuries go up you know with that type of thing, the age. It is an emergency. It is not something that … basically we have been patching holes with things like calls and we have been lucky so far. It is scary about how 
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many men we have during the day. Also, the areas that can come and help us are thin too. We have to do some type of plan to be able to combat this. 

Chief Stanish- Basically, when I started with the fire department 31 years ago, we averaged maybe 100/125 calls a year. Today, we are averaging 500. Three years ago, Monday through Friday because we ran some numbers, we averaged 6 firefighters a day or per call (Monday through Friday 8 to 6). Last year, we averaged 4.5 per call. It is becoming critical, like Mike mentioned, three of the individuals that respond to the daytime calls are over 60. We are at a critical crossroads with our fire department. I think it is a necessity for the community and the safety of our fire fighters here. 
Mr. Crowe- Do you have prospects that would be able to fill those spots?

Chief Stanish- We currently have some individuals on our current roster that would be able to fill some of these positions but not every day all week long, no. We would have to hire outside the community.
Mr. Crowe- If this were to pass, you would have the prospects to fill these positions is what 

Chief Stanish- Yes, we can hire throughout Trumbull County. That is what most fire departments do. Each fire fighter goes from one fire house to another working. They don’t just work one department. They may work two or three departments. 

Mr. Mogg- Could I say something Mr. President?

Mr. Williams- please

Mr. Mogg- Fifteen years ago, at every meeting, we use to read three applications a month of individuals that were willing to join the fire department. Now, we are down to three a year. We just don’t have people joining the fire department. Our department is getting aged. We need to start bringing in people. We need daytime coverage for this community. It has my full support of course being on the fireman but as a councilman without a doubt it has my support. 

Chief Stanish- You bring up a good point. Twenty and thirty years ago people worked in town and were able to respond during the day.

Mr. Mogg- Absolutely

Chief Stanish- The younger generation, they are busy. Nobody is in town to cover.

Mr. Mogg- Well there are no jobs, not speaking down of Hubbard, there are no jobs in Hubbard to cover the lifestyle you are living here in Hubbard. You have to go out of town unfortunately. 
Mr. Toda- One of the things I have been seeing happening with all these companies closing, they use to have midnight shifts and afternoon turns. A lot of people in Hubbard worked that way. They are all gone. Anybody that is working, is working day turn. You guys have lost all of your people available. Your afternoon shift that would cover in the morning, your midnight shift that would cover during the daytime. You guys lost all of those. I am in full support of getting this thing passed. 

Chief Stanish-Thank you

Mr. Williams- Anyone else?
Ms. Zambrini- I have a question.
Mr. Williams- Sure Robin

Ms. Zambrini- I am in support too. I just want to know; these part timers would be at the fire station from 8 in the morning until 6 at night?
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Chief Stanish-Yes

Ms. Zambrini- Say there are no calls during the day, what would they be doing in the down time?

Chief Stanish- There is always station duties: check the equipment, there is hose testing to do, there are inspections to do. There is a lot to do. There is also training that is going to be required.

Ms. Zambrini- So this would be seven days a week?

Chief Stanish- Five
Ms. Zambrini- Five days a week, okay.
Chief Stanish- Monday through Friday just to cover our critical times when no one is available.

Ms. Zambrini- Correct. One or two people?

Chief Stanish- Three
Ms. Zambrini- Three people

Chief Stanish- I wanted four because any job you do in the fire department, the more people you have the safer it is. The study came back that we could possibly do it with three people. 

Ms. Zambrini- Okay, thank you.
Ms. Viele- You have the three people there. Will volunteers also be coming in to aid the three people during the day?

Chief Stanish- Yes

Ms. Viele- Okay

Chief Stanish- If only two people are required for that call, they will back fill in case another call comes in. At least that is the way I want to see it happen.
Ms. Viele- Okay

Chief Stanish- We haven’t decided anything like that as far as wages. We are just trying to get 

Mr. Williams- And the volunteer fire department isn’t going anywhere?
Chief Stanish- No, not if I have anything to do with it.
Mr. Williams- I want everyone to understand that.
Chief Stanish- They do a great job when they are available.
Mr. Williams- Right. They are doing a great job let me tell you.
Chief Stanish- Our plan is Monday through Friday at our critical times during the day.
Mr. Kerr- I just had a question. This has been since 1875 that they have been volunteers. People don’t realize when they go by the fire station (when they drive through Hubbard) they see that big building and they say there’s people there, there’s people there. 
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They are volunteering. Monday nights somebody is probably going to be there because that is training. That is meetings. Guaranteed, Monday nights in a lot of departments are like that. Fifteen bucks an hour, I did it for 25 years. I got off the fire department. Time is up, my knees I can’t do this. These guys do a yeoman’s job of trying to piece together with volunteers. You’re going into a house fire for $15. It is a huge amount of risk and liability. My wife use to joke your worth more money on your insurance policy then you are not going on these fires. Fifteen bucks a call, not an hour. That is what people don’t realize. It is not an hour; it is a call. If you are there for four hours, it is $15. Just think of that. Believe me, I am in whole support of this. 
Chief Stanish- It was brought up you have mutual aid. Yes, we do but other surrounding departments are in the same boat as we are. If you have four guys stationed in Liberty and you call a crew out…now they are left uncovered. 

Mr. Williams- You have mutual aid as long as someone is available to give it to you.
Chief Stanish-Correct

Mr. Williams- I don’t want to say nothing bad about the people that do that for us because I know Brookfield and Vienna or the Air Base or whatever and you guys do the same thing. 
Chief Stanish- Correct

Mr. Crowe- I have gone by the fire department several nights a week. I have seen the guys out there with the trucks. I assume they are either training or maintaining…testing. I see it. You guys are there several nights a week.

Mr. Williams- Mayor

Mayor- I just want to make one comment. I watched both my father and uncle, as Chiefs, struggle with the aspect of staffing and getting people involved, maintaining equipment and keeping everything to the high standards that everyone in the community has always expected and deserves. Watching that and watching people fly to the station when the alarm would go off. The amount of dedication from the 70’s, 80’s, 90’s watching that slow decline. As council members have made mention, the environment for working in the city, working with in the township, working within the local area has really changed what the status is of being a volunteer. I think it is extremely important for the residents of the City of Hubbard and the township, for the whole Eagle Joint Fire District needs to understand there has been so many things that have changed. By doing this levy and passing, it will allow someone to be inside the fire house to respond. Times have changed so much over the last few decades. I thank you for your service and you guys are doing a great job. We would hope that council would make a motion of support of the upcoming levy. 
Mr. Williams- I just have one more. I know you are saying during the day your average age respondent is 60. Even the department itself is probably … you don’t have as many young guys, anymore do you? Like you did 10 years ago.

Mr. Mogg- Yes, they all became cops

Laughing

Mr. Williams- I can remember when Miles got on. You had some young guys with you. Now, you have only had a few come huh.
Chief Stanish- We have a few dedicated ones that are valuable to the department

Mr. Williams- right

Mr. Rudinsky- They are busy raising kids and stuff like that. I mean it is tough. They have done studies and things like that. You know when you first get on your young and

you don’t have a family. You are gung-ho and then between 25 and 35 you have kids and get married. It goes down and then comes back up. I am 47 and I still think I am young on the department because we have so many older guys and with that comes experience. We don’t want them to go but it is physically demanding. That’s what is hard. We have all this expertise from the guys that are older, but they physically can’t do the job. We are not getting the mix. We are not getting the young with the old. The young ones aren’t coming, and we are all getting older. We have the dedication and expertise and stuff like that but physically we get played out so much faster. I can’t do the stuff I did when I was 20. That is the situation we are in. 

Mr. Williams- okay. Does anyone else have anything? I can’t thank you enough for coming up and doing this for us. 

Chief Stanish- Thank you for your time. We appreciate it.

Mr. Williams- Do we have a motion to back to the regular order of business.

CEMETERY BOARD- Mr. Mogg- Union Cemetery: I have some final numbers for 2019. There were 91 interments at a cost of $54,775.42, lot sales at $24,550 and foundations at $19,012.45. January expenditures; checking account balance was $115,179.55. Savings account balance was $10,672.47, giving a total of $125,852.02. Disbursements for January 2020 were $7,955.27. Receipts for January 2020 were $4,122.00. That finishes my report.

REPORTS OF SPECIAL COMMITTEES

FIRE DISTRICT- Mr. Kerr- Thank you Mr. President, the Eagle Joint Fire District responded to 38 calls last month. Six were medical and they were actually requested by the current ambulance company that we have in the city. The department will be applying for AFG Grants for Marx radios in the 2020 calendar year. The grants are actually opening up sooner than they ever have and there is a shorter period of time to apply for those grants. The levy signs are going up in the community. They are looking at moving the telephone pole and the fire hydrant, which is a fill hydrant, outside the station. We have the new tanker truck which is 3 ft. longer than the older engines. It is significantly difficult and challenging to get out of the station. Remember it is an older station, you have to back in and pull out. You can’t just drive around. We are very grateful that Mr. Palestro is working to get the pole relocated. I know that pole has been in the way for years. They do have to see about getting the hydrant moved. They are going to contact an outside firm to see about moving the fill hydrants so when the trucks go back, they don’t fill them in the station. They fill them at the hydrant. It is quicker and more efficient. We are going to look at moving that. The fitness equipment that was mentioned last meeting, two meeting ago was ordered per NFPA 1583 which is the administrative code for 4123-1720. That is for trying to keep the guys we have there in shape because the actual element of their business is, they have to stay in shape. There is stress to the max and that NFPA standard keeps that in place and keep them in shape. The department has a new policy for training and attendance at meetings and trainings. They did receive a closed bid for Engine 6, and it was accepted for Orange Village Fire Department. It is gone from outside. Engine 4, they did not receive any reasonable bids. We are going to wait on that, whether it is a sealed bid or where we are going with that one. That is the one that is still out there. That is the oldest engine and that is an open cab. 
Mr. Williams- What year is that one Mike?

Mr. Kerr- That was an 84. The other one was a 91 which was Engine 6 that got sold to Orange Village. We are glad. They got some hoses and ladders and they needed a truck. It is actually going to help another department. That is all I have Mr. President. 
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Mr. Williams- thank you

MAYOR’S REPORT 

I would like to thank council for the very detailed reports. It is very refreshing to see the detailed reports that come out of the committees and doing your due diligence in understanding each of your roles. I want to thank you for that. It is a long time coming with those. I would like to first say that I attended the Regional Chambers Columbus Drive In, in support of the Capital Budget Program. We are trying to get a budget allocation for down at our service center to get funding through the Capital Budget for a clear span salt storage dome for multi departments to be using. That was on the agenda and also for support of the Mahoning Valley Scrappers with Civic and Business Leaders from across the state. It was very interesting to see from across the entire state no matter who you were or what affiliation, the impact of minor league baseball has on small communities and large communities. Tomorrow, I will be in attendance for Save the Scrappers in Niles representing Hubbard. I have in front of me a proclamation from the Mayor’s Office. I will be asking for support from council. A Vote of support to show that we as the government itself and also supporting the residence the importance of the Scrappers for our community. I also met with the Trumbull County Engineer Randy Smith about the upcoming Myron Street Bridge Project. It will be starting approximately in June of this year. We will make sure that all the proper paperwork is in place to name that bridge once it is completed and including the ceremony the ‘Hubbard Veteran’s Bridge.” I thank the Veteran’s for being here this evening in support of that. Also, I received an update from ODOT. The Route 304 East Paving Project will also begin in June. Their goal is to have the entire project completed including any additional striping and roadwork at the square and also on 62/7 and 304. They are hoping to have that done in 3 weeks. That was the original estimate. Shelley & Sands will be coming in so it will be a larger scale operation. They will start that from the square east to the city limits is the scope of the project itself. I would also like to make mention that the administration and everyone that is working for our residents is proud of finding information and bringing information forward to council. I always like to make mention that my door is always open. If you have ideas for us to look into and things for us to investigate, I would like to have that moving forward. Mike Mogg great job with the cemetery report. I would like to make mention, it is February, but Memorial Day will be 
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here before we know it. Hopefully, we will continue the great parade that we have and or involvement with our veterans and how much focus the cemetery does in preparing the cemetery itself in getting everything looking as best as possible (weather permitting). I look forward to working with everyone on that. That is all thank you.

Mayor- President of Council Williams, I have presented everyone and has looked at the proclamation from the Mayor’s Office listing Save the Scrappers. At this time, I would entertain a vote of support could be created for that proclamation coming out of the Mayor’s Office including council members on behalf of the residents.
It was moved by Mr. Kerr with a second by Mr. Hallapy in support of retaining the Scrappers Minor League Baseball Team. There were no question or comments on the motion. Motion passed. Vote Unanimous.

It was moved by Mr. Kerr with a second by Mr. Mogg for council to show support for the pending fire levy. There were no question or comments on the motion. Motion passed. Vote Unanimous.

Mr. Williams- Do you have anything else Mayor?

Ms. Zambrini- I have something under miscellaneous Mr. President. This kind of goes back to the cemetery. I was talking to a couple who reside in my ward this past weekend. They brought up the question to me about how come Hubbard Union Cemetery doesn’t have a, if I can pronounce this correctly, columbarium and that is a wall that you put urns in.
Mr. Williams- Did you ask them to talk to the cemetery board?

Ms. Zambrini- I did but I said that I would pass it along to our cemetery board members tonight because they asked me as a councilperson to do that. They are willing for me to give their names. It is Rich and Mary Buchenic. He said to contact them if you have any questions. Thank you.

Mr. Williams- I know when I was on the cemetery board, we looked into that. It would be very difficult for the cemetery to do. Although, there is money there but not enough because they would have to pay for it up front. Union Cemetery doesn’t have a lot of money. Maybe something has changed since I was on, we were very limited on what you could do as far as spend cemetery money and go out and do a study to see if people were even interested. It might be something for you guys to look at. Thank you, Robin.
Ms. Zambrini- your welcome

Mr. Williams- Does anyone else have anything under miscellaneous? I have two things that I was going to ask the members of council. At the beginning of the year, everybody got a copy of council’s rules, correct? Bonnie and I have talked about this for at least a year. At some point, we need to sit down and update our council rules. I don’t know how you guys want to do this. Do you want to put a little committee together that sits down and looks at it and comes back with a recommendation or do you want to do it all together and try to do it that way? Do you each want to go through it and come back with ideas?
Mr. Crowe- committee, I think committee

Mr. Williams- like three members look at them and come back with the recommendation?
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Mr. Crowe- yea

Mr. Williams- What do you think Ryan?

Mr. Hallapy- sounds good to me

Mr. Williams- Mike?

Ms. Viele- I think a combination would be good. You could have a committee, but everyone goes through and looks at them and question things with fresh eyes. I will be on that committee if you wish.

Mr. Williams- I was already going to ask you to chair that committee Bonnie.
Ms. Viele- I will chair that committee. You twist my arm

Mr. Williams- Jerry, anyone else? Bonnie, I knew you would do this one.

Ms. Viele- I did it last time ten years ago.
Mr. Williams- one more, Jerry?
Ms. Zambrini- I would be happy to help

Mr. Williams- Thank you Robin. If you guys want to look at that and come back and let us know. Everyone else look at that too. If you see something let one of the members know where your concern is. Okay, the other thing is I brought this up last year and everyone was for it, but nobody really wanted to try and help me do it. I did talk to the new members about it. Council never spends any money on council. As you can probably tell. I think it is about time City Council kind of got into the real world for two reasons. One, I am sick of all the trees we kill around here with all the paperwork. I think most of the stuff we get we could get by e-mail which would be much easier. If we bought tablets or something of the like for the members of city council just to be used for that. I know there is an initial cost, but it will end up being be a cost savings for what we save in coping everything, I think. I talked to you about this Michael.  You said we do have someone that we get computers and that from. Would that be something they could handle to come and talk to us about?  Could you touch base with them and see if they have any recommendations for us?  Is everybody okay with that, if we kind of start this way and we can look at it? 
Mr. Villano- Just another issue, that would all come under public records law. You are going to have to have a policy. You are going to have to watch what you are doing on it because you will all be responsible for maintaining those records. 
Mr. Williams- Okay, so before we do anything

Mr. Villano-If you use it for your own personal use. You could get caught and someone could make a records request.  You are going to have to turn over that information. It is not going to be private. I am not opposed to the idea. I am just pointing out it is one way someone might get in trouble with it.

Mr. Williams- Yea, if you use that for personal use.
Mr. Villano- and anything you do on it for city business. This is going to be a public record.

Mr. Williams- That they could take off us or something?
Mr. Villano- yea they could. Now with paper you just hand them the paper because we just pass it around here. If you make little notes or something on there … I am just saying you are going to come under that public records with computers that is all
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Mr. Williams- Where would we find a policy at? Would that be…is that something like

Mr. Villano- We could get one put together. 

Mr. Williams- Could you do that and let us look at that. It is probably going to be part of our decision-making process.
Mr. Villano- I am not saying it is a bad idea. It is just something maybe you haven’t thought about. You know if someone makes a records request of that. That is all.

Mr. Williams- Okay. I know I thought about it because you told me about that. Okay

Mr. Toda- As far as the records request is concerned, it is all that you want us to receive is the emails of what we receive in paper. Okay, so if there is a record request it would come through the city. Our secretary would supply any record request. We wouldn’t personally have to supply that request.

Mr. Williams- No, I think the only thing you would personally have to supply is that tablet or whatever

Mr. Villano- Yea, you would still go through…you can’t go through and delete the e-mails. You have to maintain the data for a certain amount of time. 

Mr. Toda- Okay, no I understand that.
Mr. Villano- You can’t delete them every day and say no I don’t have the record. You can’t do that.

Mr. Williams- Okay, Bonnie

Ms. Viele- On that note, our clerk from Park & Rec sent out our Treasurers Report via e-mail. I am sorry she forgot to add you. I said she could also add the Mayor and anybody else who wishes to get the minutes. You are being added to that, probably after Thursday you will get the official minutes. Did everybody get those?

Mr. Williams- She didn’t send them to you Lorrie?

Ms. Viele- You want them to go to Lorrie too?

Mr. Williams- Yea, that is kind of how we had it set up. Lorrie was going to contact the people and have them send them to her. She will get them to us. I am not being an idiot, but I don’t need everybody, and their brother have my e-mail address.

Ms. Viele- It can be cc. I will see.

Mr. Williams- okay. Where are we at? Anyone have anything else under miscellaneous? We won’t have public address on agenda items because we don’t have an agenda. Does anyone have new business & request for legislation? No. There is no ordinances & Resolutions because there is no agenda.  Okay, if that is all we have we will move onto
