The testing dates are as follows: The physical agility test will be held March 7, 2020 from 8 am to 10; 00 am and overseen by Chief Robert Thompson. Only those candidates that pass the physical agility test will be eligible to take the written examination. The application submission period ended today at 4:00 pm. FIRE DISTRICT- Mr. Kerr- I am working with the chief and the secretary to fill out the FEMA AFG Grants for some Marx Radios. The Grant Program which grants come in an order that you have to jump through a bunch of hoops. The grants use to come in the fall. Now, they have changed the whole schedule and they are due by the end of March. We have a new entity that is managing the grants from the Feds. There had to be a bunch of password exchanges and a bunch of hoops to jump through. We are going to get that narrative done. I am helping them because I had written the grants in the past number of years just to help them along with these radios. I am encouraging the residents to approve the levy for part time staffing coming up on March 17th. That is all I have Mr. President

SAFETY DIRECTOR- Lou Carsone- Thank you Mr. President. Just two quick items, as a follow up to councilman Hallapy’s report. The last time I gave the Civil Service Test, we only had twelve applicants. This time we have nineteen. I would like to thank Chief Thompson for his efforts. I do believe, it was his efforts that brought in more applications. He was interviewed by the news media twice and was on TV twice. He used social media to advertise the fact that we were holding a Civil Service Test and did a series of announcements to local academies and other places. I think his efforts resulted in the additional applicants we have at this time.  Thanks for his efforts here. The only other item I have is that Mr. Palestro has arranged for us to get a fourth quote to replace the sewer line. The section of sewer line in the basement of the police department. That fourth company should be in tomorrow. We should have all the quotes at that time. I think it is safe to say we are going to be substantially under the original estimate of $15,000 to replace that section of sewer line. Next council meeting, I should have a report on the cost for that. That is all I have sir thank you.

SERVICE DIRECTOR- Mr. Livingston- Yes, just one brief report on the Erie Street Project. I know everyone has been wondering why it has been delayed. They had a lot of issues with the underlying soil. Speaking with Mr. Palestro, as of the end of today, they are 2/3 of the way done with it. They have a125 ft. more to finish. Hopefully, weather permitting, it might be done either the end of this week or the beginning of next week. That is all I have Mr. President.

It was moved by Ms. Viele with a second by Ms. Zambrini to accept the reports of standing committees, and city officials. 
Mr. Williams- Mr. Mogg, oh no I am sorry, Mr. Kerr you are our fire district rep?

Mr. Kerr- Yes

Mr. Williams- Did we get any of that money that what came in through Trumbull County, or whatever, where I saw it on the news that $2 million?

Mr. Kerr- No, that is a separate Marx Grant. They applied for it as a consortium. Not all the fire departments in there went towards that grant. Chief Hickey, Champions Fire Chief spearheaded that and wanted everybody to kind of go in as a group purchase. It numbered the amount of radios they are going to get. They went in on that. There was a time limit. We are going in by ourselves. We have the narrative part with them, and we can alter and change that. We did not go in on that one. No, and not all departments were a part of that.

Mr. Williams- Okay, do you guys use the same radio system we use at the police department?
Mr. Kerr- Yes and No. Being in the fire service for 25 years, working in the hospital with the ham radios and their Marx radios, we can be in the same room and I could be next to you and you can’t hear me. We have different channels and different tacks that we are able to pick up. 

Mr. Williams- Do you use the same system we use, and do you use repeaters and all that?  I know we have been told we had a problem with the Marx Radios not working in like 30% of the town.

Mr. Kerr- Yes and we don’t have those Marx radios, so we go to a different…911 gears us to a different frequency. We are able to pick up the traffic. At this time, we want to all go to go to the same radio and hopefully have the same communications. At this time, we can talk but it’s not instant. It is not like snapping your fingers.

Mr. Williams- So you are not going to have the same problem?
Mr. Kerr- That is why when this consortium (the $2 million reward) went, we wanted to have them work out the bugs and see what happens.

Mr. Williams- Oh, okay.
Mr. Kerr- They are going to get the radios. They are going to start using them. We want to see if they need additional repeaters, if they need different devices to amplify the signals in certain areas of the county, if they have to put additional things on towers. We don’t know that. Nobody knows that. The federal government had these radios and said here.

Mr. Williams- Here. You go make them work.
Mr. Kerr- Yes, in a sense. The state pushed the counties and said here are these radios and were going to get them. I guess nobody had a say so. It is kind of like, we are going with them because everybody is going with them. They are hopefully going to work out the bugs and kinks for us and let us know. Then we get this grant and apply for it hopefully. It is going to be a year before it gets back to us. These grants don’t come instantaneously. Once they have that award in there, that is from the previous year. Then one of the senators or congressmen says, hey congratulations you got an award. Here is my picture. It doesn’t come out that instant. It takes like a year. We get them in a year.
Mr. Williams- We basically use the same communication system?
Mr. Kerr- Yes, we are functioning now in Hubbard.

Mr. Williams-Are we working together?
Mr. Kerr-Yes

Mr. Williams- with these radios or whatever?

Chief Thompson- from audience- We tried Marx Radios and it did not work. We could not get them to work.

Mr. Kerr- Yes, so they had the bugs and the bugs came up, the repeaters just came up from other entities.
Mr. Williams- From what I was told, we would have to put repeaters in every car we owned.

Chief Thompson- every car we own and if they put a new tower up it would be $300,000 or $3 million, I forget the amount

Mr. Williams- that we had to pay?

Mr. Thompson-no, but they have no intention of putting one in this area any time soon. I dropped it. Maybe, they will fix it by the time the grant comes in. They didn’t show me anything that was worth spending money on. 
Mr. Williams-I thought there was some kind of 

Mr. Kerr- That’s why we didn’t go when the whole group went.

Mr. Williams- Right

Mr. Kerr- We will wait and see how they deal with it. We will apply for it. If we get it, we get it

Mr. Williams- Is it better in different areas of the county? Is that

Mr. Kerr-Yes

Mr. Williams- Probably like in Warren

Chief Thompson- I know like in Youngstown and Howland and different areas that have that system it sounds remarkable but for some reason us in Hubbard are not. Plus, the different buildings we go in …it will probably work better in mobile units because it is a higher power radio on a fire truck. We are on portables a lot 

Mr. Williams- Right

Chief Thompson- There are a lot of dead areas in the High Rise and even from my office down there I couldn’t get a signal.

Mr. Williams- Hopefully, they get this all worked out.
Mr. Kerr- We hope.
Mr. Williams- Okay, thank you. Any other questions or comments?
There were no more questions or comments on the motion. Motion passed. Vote unanimous.

Mr. Williams- Now ladies and gentlemen our Mayor’s Report. 
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MAYOR’S REPORT 

Thank you, President Williams. I want to give council and everyone an update on a number of things that are going on. First of all, I attended a meeting for the CHIP Grant that we applied for and received with Niles, Girard and ourselves. It is beginning, I have requested applications and correspondence to put in the local papers. Our share is $250,000 that our residents will be able to apply for and get repairs to their homes. Some people have already taken advantage of that and have already reached out and just knew about it. The company that administers it, NDS, told me at the meeting last week that people have already been inquiring for citizens of Hubbard. That is good.                        Also, I have correspondence here from the Township and Geauga Trumbull Solid Waste District. We will be participating in the 2020 scrap tire recycling program. The city and the township apply for it jointly. No dates have been announced yet, but the application has been submitted. We are continually doing that so obviously it looks good for us to participate with the township on that again. Last week, I also attended the Mahoning River Quarter Mayor’s Association meeting to discuss the collaboration between all the cities on overall projects that are within the cities. Also, some economic development projects. The potential once we have the upcoming battery plant and different things that are going on. The federal government and state government is highly focused on getting multiple cities involved. I encourage people to think of Hubbard and why not Hubbard since we right at interstate 80 like everyone else.  Second Harvest Food Bank has their harvest for Hunger Champaign. In attendance, I reminded everybody that we have two food banks here in the city. Hubbard Christians in Action and also St. Pat’s and the good work that they do, to not forget about us, especially, with all the funding that comes out of this big drive that they do and the amount of people that utilize both food banks here in Hubbard. One other thing, I wanted to announce is that we received the information from the Office of the Inspector General that Thursday March 5th is “National Slam the Scam Day”. Obviously, the scams are hitting older folks often. No matter where you are in the country people have been receiving 534 numbers calling them and asking for/saying this is the office….One particular incident was this is an Officer, Officer Brown, your social security number has been stolen please give it to us. That is something that actually happened here in the city over the last couple of days. I would ask the media to put out some information. This is a flyer that came from the Office of the Inspector General and Social Security reminding people that they will never ask for your social security number over the phone. We have provided information and have created magnets that all council members have and are throughout the building for our residents with all the important phone numbers on it. If people do have questions, they will know exactly the right number to call. Hopefully, we can help the residents find the location, if they do have a question, of what number to adequately call. We can then get answers to any of the residents’ questions. A small update, we got information about down at the fire station about the fire hydrant. Hopefully, the week of March 9th, Mr. Palestro and our utility departments will be relocating the fire hydrant for the fire department, also the pole where the siren is. They are going to relocate both items. Thanks to Mr. Palestro and the utilities department to get that handled. Lastly, it was in the newspaper on Sunday that a recent study placed Hubbard number 3 of one of the most affordable places to live. They use a number of different ranking, but it was pretty neat to see Hubbard being recognized as an affordable, safe and attractive community for people to move to. To go along with that, we rank 21st out of 63 individual district and subdivisions on what it costs in affordable taxes. It would cost $1,973 per $100,000 evaluation of your home. That is the cost it takes to live within the city, $1,973 per $100,000 and the highest in Trumbull County was $2,756. We ranked right about in the middle as far as cities go on what it cost to own a house that would be valued over $100,000 or at $100,000. It is pretty neat to see the amount of people that were recognizing some of the small communities in our area for the good work they are doing and the services we are able to provide to our residents. Just a quick little update on all those things. That is all.
It was moved by Ms. Viele with a second by Ms. Zambrini to accept the Mayor’s Report.

There were no questions or comments on the motion. Motion passed. Vote unanimous.

Mr. Williams- I have something I think would come under here. We have discussed this on numerous occasions on how wonderful social media is for us. My wife showed me, I think it was last week, maybe it was the week before about people complaining about

the garbage company again. Did you receive any calls, Mayor or Danny, about the bills for the garbage because of the increase the $4.50? The only thing that upset me with that was when I read it a couple of people on there said they were told the city called and told them to put the increase on. I thought it was kind of your typical thing you see on social media until I talked to my neighbor who called.

**Mr. Livingston- The problem right now Bill is when people call the 793-customer service number it goes to a centralized calling out of state now. They don’t handle customer service anymore at any of their local branches. They have rerouted those numbers. When people call me, I explain things to them as best as I can, and I refer them to Mona Rance who is the customer service in Youngstown. I have not had one person call me back that has talked to her and has not got their things straightened out. I had a gentleman in last week, Mona wasn’t in, I called the general manager put him on the phone with the general manager. Mayor Darko and I have been talking about getting together. I talked to Brent Bowker the GM and Mona; we are going to hold a public hearing. A public meeting, I am sorry. We are going to advertise it in Marianne’s paper, the local paper and on our website. We are going to have everybody that has any questions or difficulties with Republic Service to come in and talk and air their complaints out to them. That’s it. For everything you see on social media, I get like one out of 50 calls. I don’t get no calls. My brother called about the $4.50.
Mr. Williams- I just think the way that they did that was pretty stupid. 

Mr. Livingston- Their billing was screwed up like everyone else’s (except ours is better), but I understand that. The answers they are getting to the questions is wrong. The city did not request that. 

Mr. Williams- Well, I know that. It is part of the contract we have with them, but we didn’t order them to do it right now.
Mr. Livingston- No. Again, I will tell council again, anybody that contacts you please give them my number to my office. I will direct them…I will answer or direct them to Mona. So please just give them the 7755# and tell them if I am not in please leave a message and I will call them back. Okay?

Mr. Williams- Okay, thank you Danny.
Mr. Kerr- Mr. President, I do have a question. I did notice they do have a new collection that might have spurred this social media. I know up in Hubbard Estates, I noticed a number of people’s garbage that wasn’t collected that maybe they didn’t pay their bill. 

Mr. Livingston- The garbage wasn’t collected, or the recycling wasn’t collected.

Mr. Kerr-Both, and the garbage was laying out there. You can go down Doris, you can go down Saul, you can go down a couple of streets and the garbage was piled up. It wasn’t in a row. I am wondering if they have a new…someone that is going around enforcing the collection. Like, you need to pay your bill we are not taking it. It seems 

Mr. Livingston- Now that is another thing. If people put out their stuff and don’t pay, they won’t pick it up.
Mr. Kerr- Yes and I think that is what happened.
Mr. Williams- I will tell you this because I did talk to them at one point. All their trucks have computers in it. Their drivers are told whether to pick up. If they haven’t paid their bill, they don’t pick it up.

Mr. Livingston- I have had people call me up and say they haven’t pick up there thing and they didn’t pay their bill for 6 months. As far as large items, if it is a large item they can put out once a week, if it is able to be handled by one man. If it is something that needs two men, you call that number and they will schedule a pickup. They used to do them on Saturday’s. I was told last week that they are going to do the two man pick up

on Wednesday’s now. Say you put out a king size mattress or queen. One guy can’t get it in the truck. You call them and they will come out with two people and pick that up. That is free. If you call and they say it isn’t a free charge, it is a free service. One large item a week.

Mr. Williams- I read where people said they tried to charge them for picking stuff up. I can tell you from my experience, when you call to schedule a large item, they aren’t very good about that. 

Mr. Livingston- I had one person call me and said they tried to charge them, and they live in the township.

Mr. Williams- No. I called and scheduled a pickup for a couch. It sat in front of my house. I brought it back three times from the curb. 
Mr. Livingston- Did they ever come and get it?

Mr. Williams- No. When I called, they would say, oh we will send somebody out. Then the last time, Janet chased the guy down the street.

Mr. Livingston- I will take care of that.
Mr. Williams- That is the only complaint I have ever had. They never miss my pickup and when I put large stuff out the guy always takes it but when I called to schedule it

Mr. Livingston- We seem to get more complaints on the recycling not the garbage. That is why I asked that question Mike. A couple of complaints have been on dead end streets. One of them was a gentleman in my office last week and one was on Duer Ct. which happened to be my niece. I got yelled out for that. We told **Brett that day on the phone. He said that he would talk to the driver and it wouldn’t happen no more.

Mr. Williams- Yea because

Mr. Livingston- One was on Henry. One was on Duer. They picked up the recycling. What happens is the same driver that does the garbage, does the recycling. They pick up the garbage in the morning, then they come back in the afternoon and pick up your recycling.

Mr. Williams- Oh, I always thought it was two different trucks because before 

Mr. Livingston- No, not anymore. It’s not like that.
Mr. Williams- Oh, okay because before

Mr. Livingston- It was like that in the beginning.
Mr. Williams- It was like an hour apart.
Mr. Livingston- The last year and a half it is like morning and afternoon.
Mr. Williams- Okay

Mayor- To just give a little update; that contract extension was voted on last year. It was a contract extension to remain in place what we had. It was discount for seniors, bag pick up, if they wanted special assistance for seniors, along with brush pick up, large item pick up and regular trash pickup along with recycling. That is the actual contract that exists now. That contract itself will go from February of this year until next year. At some point this year, we will need to decide what we want to do moving forward. If we want to make any adjustments and/or put out for bid for just trash or trash and recycling, take away senior discount, take away large item pick up or debris pick up. Those are all things that council and we will have to discuss and put out for bid. 
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UNFINISHED OR OLD BUSINESS 
That was a three-year contract that was established a few years ago. This was a one-year extension that was agreed upon and voted on be a $1.50 per month increase to remain with the same service we have.
Mr. Williams- We are still below the other quoted prices.
Mayor- That adjustment, that was made last year and voted on, is still below the second estimate from 2015.
Mr. Williams- We are still below the other two quotes we received.
Mr. Livingston- They were saying how much better Ohio Valley’s rate was.  One person came on and said on social media that Ohio Valley raised to $54 without recycling for three months. The other guy came back on and said, well it must have went up since I had it. Go out and price it. We are still below everybody.

Mr. Williams- Right

Mayor- and we get the most!
Mr. Williams- Right

Mayor- That will just be something that we all take into consideration especially with decisions moving forward. What level of service do you want to provide in the sense of a contract with a singular garbage company? If that is something everyone decides to do. Lots of discussions coming up. Thank you

Mr. Williams- Yes sir. Anyone else? Please call the roll. Oh no we were on unfinished right?

MISCELLANEOUS BUSINESS
Ms. Zambrini- I have a question?

Mr. Williams- Go ahead Robin

Ms. Zambrini- Do we have a meeting next /another meeting this month or not? No meeting

Mr. Kerr- On the 16th, we don’t have a meeting.
Mr. Williams- Wait a second, hold on, no that only counts if that is a local primary.
Ms. Zambrini- Well, that doesn’t say that.
Mr. Toda- That is what was on the list.
Mr. Williams- Was it?

Mr. Kerr- Yep. No meeting- elections on the side

Mr. Williams- Okay, let me check the rules. I thought it said local primary.

Ms. Zambrini- I think it just says primary.
Mr. Mogg- March 16th, no meeting because of election is what it says on the public notice

Mr. Williams- It does say primary. Right here and I didn’t look at that.
Ms. Zambrini- It says additionally when the regular meeting falls the day before a municipal primary.

Mr. Williams- Right, so we will have a meeting.

Mr. Toda- We will?
Mr. Williams- Yes, we are not on the ballot. This is a general election not a municipal primary. What is the number on that Robin?

Ms. Zambrini- First page, it is the first page regular meetings.
Mr. Williams- Meetings, oh yea. I got it.
Ms. Zambrini- near the end

Mr. Williams- The day before a municipal primary no meeting will be held. This isn’t a municipal primary is it? 

Ms. Viele- no

Mr. Williams- Well you have the levy’s on, but I always thought when they called it a municipal primary it was because it was for

Ms. Zambrini- council

Mr. Williams- Yes, council was out politicking rather than a meeting. I missed that one. That is my fault. No, you are right we should have a meeting. Mark that one off and we will be here on the 16th. Yes, that is the only other thing and Labor Day. Sorry Lorrie, I missed that one.
