Special Session




              March 5, 2020
The members of Hubbard City Council met in special session on Thursday, March 5, 2020, in council chambers with President William Williams presiding. Approximately 0 people were in attendance. 
Mr. Williams- Okay everyone, this special meeting was called to look at this proposed resolution and consider any legislation that would be on the agenda this evening.

Mr. Mogg- call the roll

Mr. Williams- Oh yes, I should do that next. I am just stating the meeting because we are not going to do any other order of business but this. 

Roll Call

It was moved by Ms. Viele with a second by Ms. Zambrini to excuse any absent officials. There were no questions or comments on the motion. Motion passed. Vote unanimous.

Mr. Williams- Did everyone get a chance to read that over?

Multiple-yes

 Mr. Williams- Did everyone get to see the Law Directors note to you all?

Multiple-yes

Mr. Williams- Does anyone have any discussions, questions?

Ms. Viele- I just have one question. The material we got from the Governor; it was dated February 16th. Where had it been? Were they late sending it out or …when did it get to us that we just got it on Monday?

Mr. Williams- Did you read the package that you got today?

Ms. Viele- which part?

Mr. Williams- If you read the third page Mr. Kyle got it the 25th I believe, it was and only a portion of it that came through. When he contacted Mr. Waddell, he got the rest of it on Monday.

Ms. Viele- Okay, I just want to be sure.

Mr. Williams- of?

Ms. Zambrini- I have a question. It says the city MAY receive some funds and then he goes on to say there MAY be some potential financial responsibility but if it is non-binding then we wouldn’t have any financial responsibilities. Isn’t that correct? Anybody?
Mr. Mogg- I am reading Section C:1 it says there that the parties agree to establish a local government fee fund to compensate council for local governments. If the parties cannot secure the separate payment of fees and associate litigation expenses for the council for the settling entity. That sounds to me like if we join this, if they don’t collect enough to cover their legal fees, we will be responsible.

Ms. Zambrini- We will. That is how you are reading it?

Mr. Mogg- Right

Ms. Zambrini- That is what our Law Director says too. He said there may be some.

Mr. Williams- The biggest thing…the biggest part about this is when I sat down and read it for the third time, did you all read about the foundation?
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Multiple -yes
Ms. Zambrini- that is very confusing

Mr. Williams- Oh, it is not confusing at all because

Numerous talking

Mr. Williams- Hold on, hold on hold on, we can’t have twelve people talking at one time because Lorrie is not going to be able to tell. Now, as I was saying, if you read that section, Ben is saying our end is going to be like $300,000. If you read that it is not like we are getting a check for $300,000. That goes into that foundation and there is nineteen of them in the state. There is going to be a group of people that oversee that foundation. They are going to say where the money goes. My thought was…I mean that is up to you guys, but this is not what I thought it was. We are not...It is not like they are going to give us $300,000 and we get to use it as we see fit. I don’t believe. It really seems to me like, if you read further into that about a foundation, it is based on timeliness and what is going on and what the program project is. That money is going into a pot and everybody is going to get part of it. From past experience, whenever the money goes into a big pot like that and your part of that group, Trumbull County gets the biggest cut. Warren gets the next one and all the bigger communities. We are the last ones to see anything.

Mr. Kerr- I agree with you Mr. President. If you look at eight under B, the people on that board are going to have at least six years’ experience in addictions, mental health and public health. The governor is going to pick those. I know Warren City had the highest number of those overdoses two and a half years ago.  Cincinnati ties with them. Those two now are going to get the brunt share of the money. That is where most of the problems are in Ohio (in the Cincinnati, Dayton and Warren). Hubbard, we aren’t going to get squat. We are lucky if we get $10,000 or $8,000 to go do a DARE program.

Mr. Williams- Because we don’t have the problems they do, is that what you are saying?

Mr. Kerr- Yes, we don’t have those problems. If you have all these 6 years of experience, you are going to have a bunch of doc’s and psychiatrist on this panel saying here is where the problems are, here are mental health issues. We are going to sue you guys and we want to fund that so the hospitals might take some, the private docs are going to take some. We ain’t going to get squat.

Mr. Hallapy- Did Mr. Villano say even how much work he had to do? I mean if we vote yes.
Mr. Williams- He already has the resolution made up? The sample resolution was in here.
Mr. Hallapy- Oh, that is right.
Mr. Williams- If you look, I think it is in your packet. The sample resolution is right there. Lorrie sent us…Did you send that to everyone Lorrie?

Clerk-yes

Mr. Williams- The resolution is in your e-mail. That is up to you guys to do whatever you want with it. If you want to go with it or you don’t.

Mr. Crowe- I looked at this myself and I couldn’t find a date that they wanted
Mr. Williams- Oh, March 6th. It is in there.

Mr. Crowe- It is in there? I couldn’t find it.

Mr. Williams- It was on one of those papers because the one section (and I left mine at the house because I got tired of reading it) where it says something about
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Mr. Kerr- It is on page 2.
Mr. Williams- Where it says the local something…right by

Mr. Kerr- March 6th, March 6th two times. By the Executive Director Kent Scarrett that by March 6th a majority of the 2079 entities… so what if a majority doesn’t vote? They look at the numbers and then it doesn’t pass.

Mr. Williams- I guess. I guess the other thing is if the majority says yes, all this stuff is going to be set up anyhow. We could go to that foundation and say hey we got this idea for a program. Mike you would be more in tuned to how this all works. Would you guys…I would have to think they can’t tell you no. The money was given to the state.
Mr. Kerr- and those doctors are going to decide. The Mental Health Board is going to get it. If we say we want $7,200 or $8,200 to help our resource officer do a DARE program or do a drug program at the school, can we go to that or are we going to get penalized. Like I said, that is the big dilemma here. Where is the % where we come back? Like Hallapy said, what are we going to be responsible for paying? If we use $7,000, we could end up paying $18,000 to use the $7000.

Mr. Williams- Like Mark said too, or Ben, if I understood correctly, Mark is thinking down the road 10 years. Say they blow through that money and that foundation is still there. We are saying we are going to help to maintain that foundation. Now, all of a sudden do we have to start kicking in $50,000 a year. I think there is a lot of unanswered questions here. I discussed it today with the Mayor when we were on the phone. I just found it really odd one that the state is doing it. Usually, when things like this happens you have a little bit of time. If you have questions, you can call, and they will send someone up here. Then when I am reading this letter from Lyle Waddell, he is a representative for the Ohio Municipal League. He will be one of the representatives for the 
Mr. Kerr-foundation

Mr. Williams- for one of the nineteen districts. Usually, when the Municipal League does something like this is coming out…Bonnie, maybe I am wrong but usually if the Municipal League is backing something, they send us a letter.
Ms. Viele-yes

Mr. Williams- and say yea were behind this and this is what we are going to do. Nobody is really helping us with that.
Mr. Hallapy – I thought rushing… it is very vague. If you don’t know all the details, you can’t make an educated decision when it is up to the city.
Mr. Williams- No then

Mr. Hallapy- If it costs money then we are the ones that said yes.
Mr. Williams- and Mr. Villano and the Mayor goes “Well, Mark is pretty conservative the way he looks at things”. Mark is very pragmatic is how he looks at it. I think he is just wanting you to know this is what could happen. You don’t know it will. In my discussion with the Mayo, we were talking and if I read this correctly, they say they are going to sue for $50 billion.

Mr. Hallapy- They aren’t going to get that. 

Mr. Williams- Number one, who are you going to sue for $50 billion because the two biggest makers have already settled lawsuits. They are in bankruptcy now and this is going to be part of their…we aren’t going to be able to sue them again because that will probably be their settlement through bankruptcy then. So, who is left?

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Mr. Williams- because from what I read in the paper the other day, the biggest maker in the United Kingdom is in bankruptcy right now that Purdue family is in. Whoever was doing the generic ones is in bankruptcy too. They all settled. It was like what that Perdue family settled for like $125 million or something like that.
Mr. Kerr- Pennsylvania just settled one.
Mr. Williams- What is that?

Mr. Kerr- Did Pennsylvania just settle one? They won one. Is that why we are doing this, to follow the leader? They did it so we can do it.
Mr. Williams- I don’t know. I can’t answer that one Mike
***Mr. Kerr- I know somebody won. It was a landmark decision they said. They thought, oh crap if they can do it, we can do it. This foundation, foundation, foundation, foundation, I have had experience with foundations getting grant money. They get money and they make money on the foundation and then they roll money over. It is like this one here. You know, if any contained individual additional funds, individually grant donation, gift bequest or deposit consistent with the mission of the foundation. So, they are making their own mission, their own thing. We are going to pick and choose what we want to do with our money.
Mr. Williams- It is each foundation in each district. When you go back further in there, how many attorneys are named on that back page?

Mr. Halley- a lot ten, twelve

Mr. Williams- How much do you think they are going to get paid? Okay, when they talk about each of those foundations in nineteen districts has so many people on it. You have to think they are going to get paid. People

Mr. Hallapy-Every question we are asking, we don’t have answers to. I think we need more time so everyone can talk and get answers.
Mr. Williams- Right. Well were 

Mr. Hallapy- Everything we are saying is guessing.
Mr. Williams- the other part that got me about that, Mr. Mogg that foundation or fund you were talking about that they were going to set up, did you read that part too? Forty-five percent of it…the money comes out of our end. There is no money that comes out of the state’s end. The state takes their portion of all of this and they walk away and do what they want with it. Whereas, all the local communities are going to deal with these foundations.
Mr. Kerr- There is 30+ lawyers here. Thirty! You are going to pay 30 lawyers.
Mr. Hallapy- Lawyers aren’t free!
Mr. Kerr- Nope

Mr. Williams- That was my biggest concern is say they do this, and they end up getting $15 million. Those attorney fees are going to be more than that when it is all said and done with 30 attorneys
Mr. Crowe- I don’t know what the level of opioid problems we have in Hubbard. I am sure it is there but I 

Mr. Williams- from talking to the police chief, he pretty much told me the same thing that Mr. Kerr said earlier. Do we have problems? Yes, do we have the problems like other communities? No. It is not like they have had to have people where this is all they do.
Mr. Crowe- I know the problem is big.
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Mr. Williams- The biggest part of the problem was three or four years ago. Our guys were out there narcaning people pretty regular, but I don’t believe it is like that anymore.

Mr. Kerr- Now the availability at any of the drug store of Narcan and health department is much more. That has increased 2,000%. The drug overdoses are starting to decrease or stabilize because we have more of that. We don’t see as many as we said when we had the big crisis. It is still there but the availability of that…you can go right now, leave here and go to any of the three and say: I have a family member that has an addiction problem. Can I have some Narcan? Give me your name and address. Here is a little in service, here is your stuff. Have a nice day.
Mr. Williams- How come they can’t do that with insulin?

Mr. Kerr- I know and cholesterol medication and all that.
Mr. Williams- Don’t get me wrong, everybody got their problems. you know

Mr. Kerr-sure

Mr. Williams- when you sit there and watch your parents spend the money, you know on any medications that is insane. Go ahead Bonnie.

Ms. Viele- Getting back to Mark’s letter, I did talk to him yesterday for a period of time, this first paragraph basically that is just step one the memorandum of understanding. Then he says information states formal documents will have to be executed. So, this is step one paragraph one, but it doesn’t bind us to anything until these formal documents are executed. Is that the way you read it? He said this is just the beginning and we are not bound by anything.
Mr. Williams- I guess so.
Ms. Viele- If we pass what we have tonight, could we find out more answers from the municipal league? Could we find

Mr. Williams- That part I can’t answer? Hope you could.

Mr. Mogg- It is due in when, tomorrow?

Mr. Williams-yep

Mr. Kerr –yep

Mr. Williams- We would have to pass it tonight; I would have to sign it then the Mayor would probably fax it to them tomorrow.

Mr. Mogg- and that would more or less put us in?
Mr. Williams- put us in to the apparently non-binding
Ms. Viele- Right but when are they going to come up with these other documents? Are we going to know that at the last minute? Do we have time or a time period that we could talk to somebody about this?

Mr. Crowe- I think the time period to talk to somebody would be from now until then.
Ms. Viele- Yea but how long is that period? We don’t know.
Mr. Crowe-yea

Ms. Viele- How quick is this going to happen?

Mr. Crowe- I spoke to Mark Villano yesterday too. I got the same impression. That passing this wouldn’t bind us or put us in any kind of…
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Mr. Kerr- we owe

Mr. Crowe- Yea, we wouldn’t be compromised by this.
Mr. Williams- until you did the …any other…until you did some …there were formal documents that came to us 

Mr. Crowe-Right

Mr. Williams- At that time, it would probably be an ordinance entering into an agreement.
Mr. Mogg- So if we pass this tonight and then don’t send in the documentation, we are not in the group? We are out of it. Is that how I am reading it? Because he states

Mr. Williams- Once they would come up with these other documents …I would say yes, I agree with you on that. Is that the impression you got Bonnie?

Ms. Viele-Yes, from what Mark told me. Yes

Mr. Crowe –Yes

Mr. Williams- Could I just ask you guys this, Jerry do you want to go with this tonight? At this point?

Mr. Crowe- I am okay with it tonight, yea.
Mr. Williams- for the resolution?

Mr. Crowe-Right

Mr. Williams- Ryan

Mr. Hallapy-yes

Mr. Kerr- yes

Mr. Mogg-yes

Ms. Zambini-yes

Mr. Williams- Okay, so then how about if I have Lorrie read it and will call for a vote. That way everyone can go home.
Ms. Viele- Who’s ordinance is this? 

Ms. Zambrini- it’s Mike

Ms. Viele- Mike’s, okay?

Mr. Williams- go ahead Lor
