COMMUNICATIONS

Clerk- We received he Income Tax Comparison 2019/2020 through May 31, 2020, the May 2020 Mayor’s Court Report showing a total of $2,455.00, the Reconciliation of Bank Statements for month ended May 31, 2020, the Trumbull County Board of Health meeting agenda for Wednesday May 27, 2020 and the minutes from their public hearing & regular meeting April 15, 2020 and that is all.

REPORTS OF STANDING COMMITTEES 
Finance- Ms. Zambrini- Hello Mr. President and Council. I would like to take the time to thank the staff of the Hubbard Wastewater Treatment Plant for the tour they provided on Saturday, May 23. 2020. Simply put, the facility works like clockwork and is the unsung hero of the Hubbard Community. Those who attended got a firsthand look at upgrades made through phase I & II improvement projects. Phase I, at a cost of just over $2.17 million, was completed in 2016 while Phase II has a total construction cost of nearly $1.29 million. These upgrades have reduced on maintenance cost on old equipment, improved efficiency on meeting EPA requirements and helps to ensure workers safety. The debt on these projects will be paid off in 2023. As this time approaches, it would be wise for council to continue to move forward with funding for additional improvements to keep the plant running in optimum condition. For instance, moving controls for easier access and replacing the generators that now require more maintenance. As surely as money in the bank, the wastewater treatment plant is a community investment and our return on this investment is the health and well-being of Hubbard residents now and in the years to come. On another financial note, income tax revenues for the month of May show a 25% decrease over May of last year. Hopefully, we will see this rebound as we get closer to the extended July 15 tax deadline. However, unemployment and job loss can still have a major impact on this year’s collection. Also. I will be requesting legislation to close a Star Ohio investment account containing $5,400 which is earning .65% interest and moving that money to an existing public management account with First National which is earning .90% interest. The reason for this is to consolidate it with other city investment monies that are performing better at this time. Thank you, Mr. President, and council.

The Park Board applied to Trumbull County Job & Family Services for summer help, but we were informed none was available. First of all, I am happy to report on May 20th I was notified by Bearcom that our radio system has been upgraded and the upgrade is complete. Chief Thompson notified all his officers to monitor it to make sure it was working okay. To the best of my knowledge, it is working okay, and all the shortcomings of the old system have been upgraded. We are doing good at this point in time. So, that project is completed. In hiring a new police officer, I am happy to announce that Brenda Freeman, who is currently a police officer in Hubbard Township, passed all the requirements for our department and will be sworn in on June 8th as the newest Hubbard City Police Officer. She has thirteen years of experience. I would like to welcome her to the city. She will be sworn in a week from today as our newest full-time police officer. Regarding the tornado sirens, Mr. Palestro and I had planned to test those tomorrow. However, the weather changed on us and because there is supposed to be some storms and rain in the area. We do not want to confuse anybody. We postponed that until next Monday. So, next Monday at about 10 o’clock in the morning, we will be testing the tornado sirens. We are going to test them multiple times because we have multiple pieces of equipment that are capable of setting those off. That should go out on twitter and we will have that on the Facebook page and so forth. That will take place a week from today at about 10 o’clock in the morning. The other thing I need to report is, I spoke with the Chief yesterday and because of the situation in the area, he thought it prudent to put an extra patrol out for afternoon and midnight turn yesterday. I agreed with that. He was one of the people that went out to monitor the situation. This morning I spoke to the Mayor and the Chief, we all agree that it would be prudent to do the same thing today. So, there are extra patrols out thru midnight turn today. We will continue that as long as the Chief and the supervisors deem it necessary. The Chief has spoken with some of the businesses in town, I know some of them were a little bit nervous. Some closed early yesterday. We will do that. There are no creditable threats to the city. It is just a precautionary measure we are going to do. The last thing I have Mr. President, I think you all got a copy of our fleet report for the month of May. There were some repairs to one of our SUV’s. It is the older SUV. A minor repair to the detective’s vehicle which does need to be replaced. We will replace that as soon as the budget permits and we see where we are later this year. That is all I have sir, thank you.
