It was moved by Ms. Viele with a second by Ms. Zambrini to accept the minutes of the June 1, 2020 regular session as presented to council. There were no questions or comments on the motion. Motion passed. Vote unanimous.

REPORTS OF STANDING COMMITTEES 
Finance- Ms. Zambrini- Yes, I have a report. I will try to read so my glasses do not fog up
Mr. Williams- you can make that bigger, sorry
Ms. Zambrini-my printer broke too, so here I am. In a brief comparison of year to year City of Hubbard Income Tax Receipts, receipts were higher in May this year than last year but year to date we are still trailing 2009. More will be known next month when tax filing deadline arrives. Also, in the financial horizon is next month’s renewal of the city’s investment CD’s. A reduction in interest income is certain but the full impact and anticipated reduction is unknown at this time. Looking toward an economic forecast, the Ohio Office and Budget Management reported on June 10th that the number of new claims for unemployment compensation in the state fell by more than ½ during  the three weeks in May suggesting that the rate of employment decline caused by the COVID-19 pandemic has begun to slow. The report also states that the consensus among forecasters is that a slow second quarter this year will be followed by a recovery beginning in the second half of this year and continuing in 2021. The report further states however, that despite this predicted recovery forecasters are expecting the economy to be roughly the same size at the end of 2021 as it was at the end of 2019. That was from the state report. That will be my report tonight. I will be requesting legislation.

CEMETERY BOARD- Mr. Mogg- A meeting was held on Monday, June 8th Myself, Mr. Ryan Hallapy and Mr. Aaron Byers, the sexton were in attendance. Ryan Hallapy is now in possession of the books from JD. He is currently working on getting everything transferred to him for codes and everything with the bank. Passwords I mean. So, that is starting to work. During our discussion, we talked about putting a new entry gate up there. We have to have a survey done first. We are looking at possibly a very decorative black aluminum fence to line the entry way instead of a chain link fence. Five trees need removed from the cemetery. I personally spoke with Kent Kelley because he went up and look at it and put a bid in. He said a couple of them are rather large. It is going to take a crane to remove those trees. I talked to Aaron today, Aaron has Novicky Tree Service and is looking for another tree service to come in and give a bid. We are still looking to improve the drainage at the top of the cemetery so that we can run it down the hill and feed it into the ravine as apposed to having it pond at the top. The roads of course cannot be done until that is done. So, that is still on hold. The columbarium is still gathering information on it, but it is also back in the Que. This last week, we hired three part time workers to help improve the conditions out at the cemetery. I talked to Aaron today, he said he had three good workers. They were out

and made a great improvement. I saw where we are supposed to have six days of nice weather. Let’s hope by Father’s Day this Sunday, we have a vast improvement out there. I am hoping for that. That is my report thank you.

The meeting was actually video taped. Discussion about things that carried over from other things with the radio room, the funds, the fitness center, the records retention room. We also had a discussion about our website that some things were inadvertently posted that the trustees feel we need to monitor that website more closely because of social media. We have talked at numerous meetings and many meetings and social media can get out of hand with things posted. Property measured by AEY Surveying and looking at the agreement for the property from the Carano Property that was donated. That was passed out to planning and President of Council and our attorney to look at it. They are going to look into the previous signatures and agreements to go back and see where the land in the lease agreement... because the district feels if we could do another lease agreement like we do now for that address. That is all I have Mr. President.

SAFETY DIRECTOR- Lou Carsone- Thank you Mr. President. I have no report. I just have a couple of comments to make. First of all, I know the Mayor sent out a text I believe to everyone that we were going to do photos tonight. Due to a miscommunication, we are not going to be able to do those tonight. I will accept the responsibility for that miscommunication. If okay…we will do it at the next council meeting. I will make sure that you have the paperwork. We have a brief form with names and positions and so forth for the person that does those ID’s. We will do those next council meeting. The only other thing I have is it is no secret that since the end of January things have been in turmoil. I think that is the time the pandemic started. Obviously, we are still dealing with that. Police departments across the country has dealt with that and some other issues. I would just like to say…I would just like to thank this community for the support they have given our police department. They have let the police department know through personal messages through notes through cards and other gestures how much they appreciate the police department. I think that speaks well for the city and I think that speaks well for the police department. I just want to inform this council of that. I really appreciate how this community has supported our police department and the entire city. Going along with that, in the back of the room with Sgt. Moffitt is Officer Brenda Freeman. She is the newest addition to our police department. She was sworn in a week ago today. She has approximately 13 full years of service with Hubbard Township. We hired her away from them. She is the newest member of our police department. I would like to welcome her here. I know she has a deep concern for this community, and she is going to do a great job for this police department. (Clapping). That is all I have Mr. President thank you.

TREASURER- Marsha Ruha- Thank you, as Ms. Zambrini mentioned earlier, all eight of our interest incomes represented by CD’s are coming due July 6th. Today, I had a conversation with Treasury Management person at First National Bank where these are held. The Balances on these amount to 6.874 million. They are currently earning 1.9852%. I decided that the best place for these, for the ability to use the funds when we need them with no penalty and having the ability to move them quickly if something comes available earning more than the present percentage. The percentage we are going to get is .90% which is half of what we are getting. Less than half of what we are getting. It is a good product to be in. It is called Public Funds Money Market Account which we currently have now. We will add these funds to that. That is what will transpire the first week of July. That is my report thank you.

I think the people have great respect for our police department. I want you to know how much we appreciate our police department. Thank you, guys, for all you do. That is all I have to say. Anyone else?

Mr. Williams- Now ladies and gentlemen we will move on to our Mayor’s Report. Mayor Ben Kyle
MAYOR’S REPORT
Thank you, Mr. President. Thank you, council members. Just a quick overview, I know Mr. Crowe had mentioned that brush pick-up was completed. We will also be starting catch basin and manhole repairs, continuing the mowing and clearing of right-of-ways and guardrails throughout the city. On the water side, we completed, at the fire station, a hydrant that was non-function. It was removed and a new hydrant was installed. I want to thank the water crew along with Mr. Palestro for a great job on this. We recently had some camera and deposit build up removal on the Wendemere main sanitary line. On the electric side, 95% of the Myron rebuild for the bridge is completed. Thank Mr. Palestro and the electric crew for that. Our ODOT Bridge Project or the county is going to be upcoming very soon. That will be a project that will take a number of months. I would assume in the 6 months range that the Myron Street Bridge will be unavailable. There will be some traffic rerouting and truck rerouting so, there will be a long process that goes along with that. My intent, obviously I made mention before is to name that bridge the Hubbard Veteran’s Bridge. I will need council’s support for that renaming once the county takes over and starts the whole process. Ultimately, my goal is that Memorial Day next year, we can have a bridge opening there on the Saturday or Sunday (depending on schedule) and then our traditional Memorial Day Ceremony on Monday. That is the overall intent. We will see how things play out. I want to thank Trumbull County Engineer Randy Smith and his highway crew. There was an idea that was formed, and their crew helped us by coming into the city, pick multiple locations, give us a quote and be able to bring their highway milling equipment in and their crew 
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come in at a reduced cost to the city. This was to mill three inches down, up to 6 feet wide and remove bad and damaged asphalt and repair it. They were in and out in a few days. I hope this project leads to more cooperation between the city and the city at a cost savings to our residents. One other large project, ODOT will be starting at the square this Thursday working their way to the state line. This is a very large ODOT project, paving project that will take approximately three weeks. Once that project is completed there will be lane and lineage, pavement lining that will be done on that section and other sections throughout the city. We are going to meet to ask our residents, businesses and everyone involved for their cooperation. Obviously, this is a very busy street but once we get it done, we will be so much better off with a newly pave through way. I also want to thank our street department and our part-time employee Josh Dieugenio for maintaining Maple Grove Cemetery up to this point and moving forward. It is very respectful, and they have done a very nice job maintaining all the property there with Old North and Maple Grove. As Safety Director Carsone had mentioned, welcoming Brenda to our police force is a very important thing for us. As Lou had mentioned, the overwhelming support of our community and adding Brenda to our force just goes to show that we care about our community, our community cares about us. Brenda is a great representation for that. Lastly, I just want to remind everyone to please visit the city’s website to sign up for emergency updates. When the thunderstorm came through recently, the notification system sent out immediately. Once the notification came from the weather service that there was a thunderstorm warning everyone received notification. It is more than just information provided out of the city itself. There is also weather updates to keep everyone safe. So please, visit the city’s website and sign up for the emergency updates. That is all I have thank you.
Mr. Williams- thank you Mayor
It was moved by Ms. Viele with a second by Ms. Zambrini to accept the Mayor’s Report. There were no more questions or comments on the motion. Motion passed. Vote unanimous.

UNFINISHED OR OLD BUSINESS 
Ms. Viele- Yes, you said I could bring this up under old business. As you know, I have been asking since November for a replacement on our Park & Rec. Board. We finally have someone to take the position. I am asking councils consent for Mayor Kyle’s appointment of Josh Barr to the Park & Rec. Board to finish three years of a five-year term.
It was moved by Ms. Viele with a second by Mr. Toda to accept the appointment by the Mayor of Josh Barr to the Park & Rec. Board to finish out the three years of a five-year term. There were no questions or comments on the motion. Motion passed. Vote unanimous.

Mr. Williams- do anyone else have anything under unfinished or old business?
MISCELLANEOUS BUSINESS
Mr. Williams- Okay at this point in time we will get to what I talked about in caucus. As I said, at the Fire Board meeting last week, some statements were made about the remodeling of the fire station. There were some inaccuracies in those statements. I became quite upset when I watched the video of the meeting. I started making phone calls and I want to thank the people who did answer my calls. I am going to go through them, so everybody knows what I have done and where I have been. My first call was to the Fire Chief Ron Stanish. We talked for a few moments. I owe an apology to Paula because they are not in town. They are on vacation. I am sorry. I did not know. The Chief was able to get me in contact with Mike who made the statements. I want to thank you for calling me back. That showed a lot of courage because anyone that knows me, knows what an idiot I can be at times. We had a discussion. He gave me his views and what he thought transpired. I think that evening then…I do not know which Mike I

talked to first. I know I caught Mr. Mogg in Elkhart, Indiana. Thank you for calling me back Mike. Mr. Kerr, you also. I talked to the Mayor at some point. I talked to my mentor John Darko to find out if I was doing it correctly. He was quite the calming influence on me. Come Saturday, I talked to a few more people. One of the biggest ones I want to thank is Captain John Petro. He called me and talked to me. That is a quality guy that you guys have there I’m gonna tell ya. I have to say after talking with him and hearing his opinions, I would believe anything that man tells me. He is very honest and very forthright. He loves what he is doing, as I think all of you do. I have great respect for that. I ended up talking to Paul Aaron who is a member of the fire board trying to find out what their opinions were. I talked to Rick Hernandez, talked to Marianne. At the end of the day, the statements were made. People make mistakes. I hope I can clarify what went on, how it went on, what monies were spent. The statement was made that the City of Hubbard received a Beautification Grant that would be used to remodel the fire station. That is incorrect. The money for the remodeling of the fire station came from the .5% Income Tax increase. That was part of the selling points. Mr. Robert Kelly and Ms. Gerri Hallapy were in charge of that levy committee I believe. They went out and sold it to the community. There were many others, but I think those two were leading the charge, where they not Michael? We went out and told people what we wanted to do with that money. They levy ended up passing. Some of the stuff that was done because I actually have one of the newsletters we kept sending out as we continued with the projects. We improved Maple Grove Cemetery, built a new Safety Center which is the police department, we made improvements at our utility complex, we paved thirty-seven streets, new sidewalks and curbs in the downtown, did some improvements at the water department, and last but not least…this project ended up being the last one that was done under this. The city… what did we get 2.1 million in a grant? Or bonds Michael for all of that?

Mr. Williams-5.8 million-dollar grant or a bond issue we floated to do these projects including the fire department. Part of that always was to tear down the old police station and remodel the police department. It was not two separate projects; it didn’t cost more than we thought. The police department was a separate project. Before the project was done…this newsletter came out. The forecast was that we were going to spend $300,000.00 on that project. Now, if I am reading the numbers correctly Michael…where did I see that at? What you have been able to account for so far, because he just started going back through the old records, thus far you have accounted for $321,899.00 spent on the fire station. Keep in mind that none of the engineering costs are figured into that which we probably paid another 30, 40, $50,000.00 for. So, right now we are at about $360,000.00 of the $300,000.00 that we promised, and we are not done yet. This project ended up taking a little bit longer than was thought because there were some hitches that went on. There was a big fight because there was people that wanted a new fire building built but there was really nowhere to put it. In the end, we did a remodel. In the end, it cost more than we thought but we didn’t have any more money to spend on this project because people wanted changes. One of the biggest changes and costs with that building was the second floor that was added on. On that second floor there was going to be a training room. Well, we all met and sat with the Chief and we told him, we can put the second floor on, but we can’t finish that room. The money is not there. We are at the end. The agreement was that is fine. Everyone was happy. The Volunteer Fire Department was going to take care of it. They were going to raise the money and finish their training room the way they wanted. That way nobody… and you want to know the best part? One of the best parts of when the city did this project, do you know who was occupying that building? Anybody got a guess? Not the Hubbard Volunteer Fire Department, the Eagle Joint Fire District. It was said that we took the fire departments money. Well probably about ten years before this all started, the city went out and put a fire levy on the ballot. Our general fund could no longer continue to pay what we were paying. We knew the fire department had to be funded. I got a couple of tidbits because we took a lot of grief over some of that stuff. Prior to the Eagle Joint Fire District, that building was maintained by the City of Hubbard. I don’t believe we ever got any money from the township. Prior to the Eagle Joint Fire district, the Hubbard Volunteer Firefighters never received a water bill, a sewer bill, or an electric bill. 
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MISCELLANEOUS BUSINESS
So, for statements to be made that we don’t support our fire department. I am sorry that is a mistake. I spent the better portion of the beginning of my career on the fire committee…or the safety committee. I was safety committee chairman. I was on committees when we bought new trucks, made sure we knew how we were going to finance them. You know find it and get it done. Those things are untrue, and I believe there is more information for…Michael did you find …and Michael did show me where there was an ordinance passed. In actuality, the money we spent tearing down the police station and redoing the fire department was $420,000.00. We have the paperwork right here for the bond that we floated to do that. The best part of this whole story is, did we make the last payment yet Michael or is that next month?

Mr. Williams- to say these things, the city has been paying the bill on that building for the past 18...20 years almost?

Mr. Williams-15 years and we ask for nothing. We ask for nothing. There were people when it reached that point, when we created the fire district and they moved into that building that said, well we don’t have to remodel it now. You leased it. It is theirs. See that man sitting right back there named John Darko, that man stood up and said no way. We gave our word to the fire department that we were going to remodel their building and we are going to do it. He led the charge to make sure it was done. I was right there next to him. You know this weekend I made a lot of phone calls and I was pretty fired up about the whole thing. I am going to tell you this if I offended anybody too bad. I really don’t care. This is life. Get over it. I was so offended not just at that part of the meeting but to watch that fire district meeting. Ladies and Gentlemen, you better figure it out. You better figure it out real quick because we got big problems. This is not what we envisioned when we created this. I was there from the beginning. Something needs to be done. I told each of you on the phone, whatever I can do to help I will do. I will not take part in; I can’t say what I… you all know what I called that meeting. That was an assassination that went on that night. It was well thought out and well planned. That is wrong. If there is that hard of feelings between our fire department and the city officials, we better do something about it. These gentlemen are out there …they might not come home just like our police officers. One of those gentlemen is my son. He is not as active as he used to be, but he is still there. We need to show them respect. I am going to ask you, and you ,and you to go back to, well you’re not a fireman anymore Mr. Kerr, go back to your firemen and tell them if they want respect they better learn to give it. That was not nice at all. I know why those statements were made and what was trying to be accomplished with it. I am not going to bring it up here. Even doing this, I didn’t want to do this. It had to be done. When you have such deep divisions like that, you can’t do that in an open meeting like that. It will never ever ever get cured. You need to sit down and talk with each other. If you don’t do that, we are going to lose a fire department. I am sure there are members that don’t like what went on. Just me personally, if I was involved in that I wouldn’t want to be associated with it. We all need to sit back and think about what has transpired and where we are going to go with this. I know there is going to be people out there that are going to say this is none of my business. I am not on the board. What concern of it is mine? I worry about the wellbeing of our firemen. That is a very stressful job. They see things none of us want to see. I am not going on interstate 80 and cleaning after something like that. You can’t sit there and have the attitude that we are out to hurt you or something. We are not the enemy. We have done everything possible that we could to support you. I really thought we showed that. Michael, do you have anything you wish to add to that? Did I cover that good enough? Mike, I hope I answered your questions. Tonight, if I offended you, I do apologize because that was not my intent tonight. I just wanted the facts out. We all need to work together to move forward here. Forget what went on in the past. The past is the past. As far as I am concerned, that is over. I hope we can work together to do something good here. That is all I have. Where are we? Thank you

Resolution 2-20 Third Reading

FOR THE PURPOSE OF REQUESTING AND DIRECTING THE TRUMBULL COUNTY BOARD OF ELECTIONS TO PLACE BEFORE THE ELECTORS OF THE CITY OF HUBBARD, OHIO, AT AND DURING THE GENERAL ELECTION TO BE HELD ON NOVEMBER 3, 2020, THE QUESTION OF WHETHER OR NOT TO EXTEND THE TERMS OF OFFICE OF THE MEMBERS OF CITY COUNCIL FROM TWO YEARS TO FOUR YEARS BEGINNING WITH THE TERM COMMENCING JANUARY 1, 2022 AND ENDING DECEMBER 31, 2025 AND CONTINUING AS FOUR YEAR TERMS THEREAFTER

It was moved by Mr. Toda with a second by Mr. Mogg that Resolution 2-20 be passed as read.

Mr. Williams- Any questions or comments?
Ms. Viele- Yes Mr. President
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Mr. Williams- absolutely Bonnie

Ms. Viele- It is my belief that discussion setting the resolution 2-20 was done in conflict with the open meeting rules. It was not discussed at a public meeting, not at committee meeting, not at a work session but was discussed in the parking lot. So, I don’t feel it is a legitimate request. Also, the President of Council is excluded from this ordinance. I don’t know why. He is part of council and should have the same term as council people. With this being passed, President would have a two-year term, council would have a four-year term. I don’t think that is fair. I have been here a long time and have been through a lot of elections and I have no problem with an election every two years. It is more likely that somebody would step forward and run if it is only a two-year term. I am totally against the passage of this. At this time, why are we going to spend money to put it on the ballot? We have to spend extra money to bring this to the Board of Elections to have it on the ballot in November. That is all I have on that.
Mr. Williams- Any other questions or comments? I have a comment. I agree with you whole heartedly on that assessment. I very much doubt that I will put my signature to this. I have to attest that this was done properly and in an open meeting and I don’t believe it was. Actually, I know it wasn’t. Vote as you will. I would never do that but know that my signature will not go on this. Thank you.
