The members of Hubbard City Council met in regular session on Monday, August 17, 2020, in council chambers with President William Williams presiding. Approximately 5 people were in attendance.

It was moved by Ms. Viele with a second by Ms. Zambrini to accept the minutes of the August 3, 2020 regular session as presented to council. There were no questions or comments on the motion. Motion passed. Vote unanimous.
COMMUNICATIONS
We received from the Trumbull County Board of Health the minutes from their regular meeting June 24, 2020 and their agenda for Wednesday, August 12, 2020. That is all.
It was moved by Ms. Viele with a second by Ms. Zambrini to accept the communications and place them in their proper file. There were no questions or comments on the motion. Motion passed. Vote unanimous.

REPORTS OF STANDING COMMITTEES 
Finance- Ms. Zambrini-      My report tonight consists of an overview of the city’s financial health following the first seven months of this challenging year. I expected to hear some grim news when I spoke to Auditor Michael Villano last week, but that was not the case. Although it remains to be seen how this year will end, the city is holding its own, financially, at this point in time. A key indicator of financial health is the status of the General Fund. The city entered January 2019 with a General Fund amount of $1.38 million, which rose to balance of $1.53 million by the end of July 2019. The city began this year with nearly $1.425 million in the General Fund and one month ago at the end of July, that figure was a little over $1.55 million. To recap, that is $1.53 million in the General Fund at the end of July 2019, and $1.55 million at the end of July 2020. As of the end of this past July 2020, expenditures from the General Fund were 8% below budget. At this time there are no large expenditures on the horizon that could prove detrimental to the General Fund. Looking ahead, the city will receive property tax revenues in September and quarterly income tax collections in October. No major revenue is expected in November and December. As noted at our last council meeting, income tax revenue is down 7%. Two city funds are being watched more so than others:  1) The Light Fund is down, which is being attributed to the shutdown of the schools, a major consumer, earlier this year. 2) The Water Revenue Fund is being watched closely as operating expenses are on the rise. As a side note, the last water rate increase was in 2010. Other city funds are operating within their expected parameters and city departments are working within their budgets. One thing that will impact the remainder of the year is the extremely low return on investment income. The city may lose half of its investment income this year. Going back to that key indicator, General Fund health, the best-case projection from the auditor is that 2020 will be a break-even year, with hopes that the year-end balance will be at least the same as what we began this year with.

For about two hours, we talked about various things from the hours from 8 to 6, the wages, the uniforms, the trainings, the command vehicle things like that, a computer those were all discussed in…that was our first staffing meeting. The Facebook comment page was shut off. That was actually on the Facebook pages for those. I know we have better communication now with our attorney with Chain of Command and stuff like that now based on our last meeting. That is all I have Mr. President.

MAYOR’S REPORT
Thank you very much council, President Williams. As Jerry mentioned, we are really excited for our 2020 Street Resurfacing Program. Tonight, I do ask for your support on that so we can quickly move and be able to get the legislation in order and be able to contract with the company for the upcoming Street Resurfacing Program. A couple other updates. Myron Street Bridge Project will be finally be kicking off this week. I would like to thank the Veteran’s Group for their support and also council for their consideration in renaming it Hubbard Veteran’s Bridge. It is really an important thing. Over the last eight months, there have been many discussions with the county and also with our Hubbard Veteran’s group in a way to honor those who have served. I thank you for your consideration for that. The Grandview Avenue Culvert Replacement will be advertised starting this week and the bid opening will be on September 4th to be able to move on that project along with the assistance of OPWC. As we get ready for the upcoming school year, official painting and striping of crosswalks will hopefully happen this week. Hopefully, all crosswalks and stop bars will be painted over the next few weeks and in a few months all along Liberty and Main. Our sealing machine, that we will be able to utilize through the street department, will arrive the week of September 8th. Our current renovation on the building has begun on the interior. Additionally, a leak was found in the roof. It has been found. It has been corrected under warranty. The company will be here to finish it and continue that warranty. We are looking forward to moving past all of the issues that have accumulated over the years and be able to put the problems of the building in the past. We are very thankful for the warranty and the lower cost that we were able to negotiate. One piece that is really big with this is working together with the major ODOT Project (where it got paved with the city and the township going all the way out to the state line), the restriping and the change of lane markings and over all additions of marks on the roads. Notifications for people has really been a team effort and I want to thank everyone involved with that (not only ODOT but our service department and our service director our safety director). Additional signage has been requested and put up. We are slowly making those changes throughout the city and

it is really finally starting to take hold. That is one positive that we have been able to see and really been able to realize the residents have taken notice of that. Lastly, our 

Farmer’s Market. As many people have driven by on a Sunday, there has been a large number of people. I talked with the folks that run it. They have been averaging over 200 people. Everybody that they have talked to (there has been a lot of community involvement there down at Tylee Park) they have all consistently said everyone that comes in from out of town how impressed they are with our community and how beautiful it looks, and how nice of a job our different departments do in keeping our city looking nice. Mayor- We are very lucky the Governor adjusted the OPWC funding for the loans to be able to do that.
