FIRE DISTRICT- Mr. Kerr- Engine 28-7 broke down at a structure fire and that was repaired and is back in service. I get grant notices from the state routinely and in the last meeting, you had mentioned about joint efforts with the police and the fire. The EMA sent a grant notice out and usually it is very long and lengthy for 21 million dollars. I e-mailed as instructed per Mr. Carey in Columbus because they don’t want you to call. I waited two days and I said I am not waiting this is 21 million dollars. I spoke with him after 30 minutes waiting on the phone. He said the money is already gone. Most of it was used for COVID. I asked him if we could use that for radios. He said, yes that would be a good project for the city, the township, and the fire department to go for radios. We can do that. They said the money is gone. One week total the grant was there and now it is gone. I am trying. I get these from the EMA routinely so every grant that comes through to do the joint things I am going to keep keep pounding like I have for years. This one came and it disappeared that fast. I will keep looking for alternate resources or if FEMA has got any money and look at the joint thing for the infrastructure to keep us all on the same page. That is all I have.

Mr. Kerr- When these have come up in the past, we have looked at different things and with that radio grant from months ago. Several of the other fire departments did and it was a fire grant for radios only. It was a fire grant, so it couldn’t be used for police. This one here was an EMA Grant. Emergency Management is an open book and that guy said yes, if we would have had more money but COVID strapped them and took it all. Anytime those come up, I don’t wait because they don’t want you talking on the phone. They want you to e-mail and that is too much time wasted. I know how they play the game. In the future, I get e-mails weekly from EMA every week. If there is more money coming, if there is a FEMA Grant coming I get on it call and they say no you can’t get it, no you can’t get it and to add more on, yes it is more beneficial. That is what we will do for other stuff if we even look at repeaters or other stuff like that. I know they have vehicles and different things like that. There is a plethora of stuff we can tap into possibly.
