              November 18, 2019
The members of Hubbard City Council met in regular session on Monday, November 18, 2019, in council chambers with President William Williams presiding. Approximately 9 people were in attendance.

It was moved by Mr. O’Hara with a second by Ms. Baumiller to accept the minutes from the November 4, 2019 regular session as presented to council. There were no questions or comments on the motion. Motion passed. Vote unanimous. 
COMMUNICATIONS

REPORTS OF STANDING COMMITTEES 
FINANCE- Mr. Kyle- All council members should have received two copies of the minutes. One, was from the workshop on September 9th and also the most recent finance Committee meeting on the 13th. Obviously, working on our budgetary procedures and working on everything for the upcoming year. Also, to go along with that, to announce there will be another finance committee meeting on December 5th at 2:00 PM here in council chambers to continue the budgetary process. A couple notes of

Interest, the Transportation Alternatives Program; the application for the Myron Street Sidewalk grant was received. We are one of 15 communities that have applied for grants for that. The OPWC Grant for the Grandview Avenue Culvert Program, we have received the opportunity for a zero percent loan for the remaining balance outside of the city’s share. The city’s local share is $175,000 and then the zero percent loan. As the Auditor has recommended, we have the ability to take between zero to 30 years, the 20-year zero percent loan would be the most effective. That money was approximately $400,000. Included in with that culvert project, will be the final paving of Grandview. Then the entire street will be finished and paved. Over the last few years we have tried to do that because of the high traffic count in a residential area. That will be completed at that time. Just working on the budgetary process and the number of departments has submitted budgets and working on different avenues for projects that are ongoing and upcoming. That is all.
