Safety- Mr. Hallapy- Each year, the Police Department tries to make equipment purchases that keep inventory updated so that a large number of items do not have to be replaced or updated at the same time. This equipment includes firearms, tasers, and portable radios. This year, the Police budget allowed the purchase of two new Glock pistols, three Tasers with a new supply of cartridges, and three new portable radios. These items will allow older equipment to be repaired, taken out of service, or updated. Older Taser cartridges will be taken out of service and used for training. Also, enough ammunition was purchased to support firearms training thru 2021. The camera system in the Police Department building, which monitors the interior and exterior of the building, has been in need of upgrading for several years. The Police Department was able to purchase a system that includes replacements for the 31 cameras and the recorder. The system is able to use the existing cabling, saving a substantial amount of money. Also, the Police Department, with Board of Control approval, purchased Body Cameras and In-Car Cameras as an integrated system. Included is cloud storage with the software necessary to manage the recordings. Lastly, I want to thank Lou for his years of service to the Hubbard City Police Department and as city administrator as safety director you’re many years of service are appreciated. That is all

CEMETERY BOARD- Mr. Mogg- No report sir but I would like to thank Mr. Ed Palestro and John Livingston. We had an incident where our transmission went down on our 1984 dump truck at the cemetery.  They graciously loaned us one to use until ours came in from repair. I would like to thank them for that.

FIRE DISTRICT- Mr. Kerr- Thank you Mr. President, the fire district had 64 calls. We had a quite lengthy meeting with public input on the radios. We are looking for…from the last meeting, I mentioned and sent out an e-mail to ask for input on EMS and first responders’ things. In talking to the Mayor, and talking to both entities, and the township, what we are going to try and do is look at a three, a five and a ten-year plan.  Have the district try and come back to council with a proposal of how we want to move forward but it is going to be a slow process. In January, we are going to start interviews for the new guys. The part time personnel based on the levy passed. Once those are done, a year goes by and things get tidied up then basically, there is a need for other stuff to do. We will look at that when we come back and consultation with Attorney Comstock also, who has several other fire districts, on different ways to go forward. We will come back this year as we go into and look at a direction to go, a positive direction for that. We have a budget finance meeting this Wednesday that was added on. The finance chairperson for that… we are going to finish that out which will include some lighting in there for the station, some new led lighting. We will let you guys know when we do that and possibly bathroom remodeling in there. We will know when we do that. A new washer and dryer because there will be guys on shift, if they get dirty or something happens sometimes, they have to wash their clothes. They have a spare set. We have one for the turn out gear that is a heavy duty one for turnout gear. We just need a commercial one that is in our budget also. Some of the things we are doing with that in putting in there possibly in the future. We are going to look at a new Chief’s car, we haven’t had one in a number of years, to help us get to the seen first to make a scene size up and to help with assistance on some of the calls. That is where we are at right now.

I want to say thanks to Marianne for her service and commitment to the fire board (being on the fire board), being on the Fire Department when she was on the Board and now being off the Fire Department and a lot of things that were accomplished during her terms on and off. SAFETY DIRECTOR- Lou Carsone- Thank you Mr. President, the first item I would like to report on is in the last couple of weeks we made a conditional offer of employment for a full time Police Officer. A candidate from the Civil Service list for a full-time job. We did this after checking with the Auditor’s Office verifying the numbers for next year. The conditional offer is based on this candidate being able to pass the physical requirements through the Police Pension Board. Those tests have been taken. We are just waiting for the results. Hopefully, at the next council meeting I will be able to announce who it is and that he passed, and we are ready to get him hired. Secondly, regarding the CARES equipment that the Police Department ordered. I would like to report that the training set up for Chief Thompsons Office is installed and is working and it has already been used. I am sorry my glasses won’t stay unfogged. He has already used that. That equipment is installed and is working. The larger training room in the basement is functional right now. We are waiting for just a few small parts to come in, but it is functional and that is working. The firewall was installed today. That is up and running so the only thing we are waiting for is the upgrade to Office 365 for our e-mail service. On another note, I would like to thank the FOP, this past week Chief Thompson headed up a project (a clothing drive) he worked with the Career and Development Class at Hubbard High School to collect hats, socks, and gloves for the needy in this area. Also, Sgt. Moffitt, once again, oversaw the Shop with a Cop Program that the Police Department FOP does each year. Those projects were both done over this weekend. I think it was two meetings ago, I said we were going to have our yearly Deadly Force Policy Training under an abundance of caution that was canceled. We didn’t want to put

our entire police department in a training room and have them do that in person. Sgt. Moffitt, in working with a student from the high school, actually recorded that session. It will be put on our server and our officers will be able to watch it either in one of our training rooms that are now functional or on their computers. That training will be done remotely. That is all I have as far as a report. However, I would like to thank the members of Council, the Auditor’s Office, the Law Director’s Office, the Mayor, the Police Chief, the Police Department and also the citizens of the city for all the help and cooperation. This has been a really interesting year with some really interesting hurdles. I would like to thank everybody for their support through that. I would like the community for their support of the police department as we worked our way through that. Finally, I hope everyone has a Merry Christmas and a Happy and safe New Year. It was something that was purchased for all the vehicles. It replaces one that we potentially had that did not work. It will be the first time our officers will be wearing a body camera. The vehicles and our officers will be protected. It will protect the citizens and each and every one of our officers. We are going to be working on getting them installed. We are going to work to get everyone trained and policies created that each of

the officers understand what those policies are. We are taking a very measured approach to make sure it is done right. Mr. Williams- Wow, it just scared me when I hear 20% of town is in a dead spot and it don’t work in the school. I mean to me, if something is going to happen, that is where it is going to happen at, we don’t need you guys going in there and you can’t talk to each other or somebody outside. The decision that was made on them, as far as I am concerned, I am very comfortable. I know the Chief and Lou went and checked this out quite thoroughly. Like the Chief said, when he feels it is going to work for us, we’ll go to it but right now it don’t work for us. We will get there. I just wanted to make sure we were cuz I knew you made those upgrades. You had those upgrades done to the radios and that is working pretty good. One other thing under old business, I am going to ask a favor of the Mayor, Lou, Bob, can we get that gate fixed please at the police station? Please! I know we have been trying since the place was put in, but I think you guys kind of figured out where we are going with that one right? Mayor
Mayor- Ironically, I said this to Lou earlier this week. I had a company in early fall to do an assessment and give me a quote. I didn’t hear from them for a couple of weeks, so I reached out again in November. I left a voice mail saying would you please give me the quote. They have yet to call me back. Obviously, it is on me to find another company. Obviously, this company refuses to give a quote.
Mr. Williams- I mean it just being involved when that police station was designed and all the things we were going to do. It is worrisome to me that…. they are supposed to go in and be able to close the gate and then go into the sally port. I would just like to see that at some point. I hope we can get that done. I would appreciate your work on that.
