MAYOR’S REPORT
Thank you, Mr. Toda. I just want to give a brief update on our CARES Program with getting everything implemented. Next week, I will have an individualized report on each item. I do know that our facilities finally finished. There was a finalize of all sanitizing items. There was the automatic hand washers, the paper towel dispensers, all restrooms, and facilities throughout the city that were city property for employees and buildings have all been finished. A lot of the other upgrades here at the city building have been completed. One thing that is outstanding is the website upgrades. The beginning of those upgrades, obviously that is something that is a very time-consuming item, that a separate company is working on Paleo Creative. As we know more on an exact timeline on that, I will forward that information to you. There is also some of the other individual projects and items. Obviously, with our computers and our tech upgrade and things like that, everything is all coming together in an efficient form, so that we can IF needed make sure that we can work remotely and also hold meetings remotely. If needed and if council members are completely unavailable, the actual large scale camera device was delivered and will be working towards final installation for council meetings as well. There is positive movement with all of that. A lot of the products were unavailable or backordered have come in so we will…the finish line is coming close. On one other separate CARES Program the Senior Center, I put back in the end of March or April, a request with Trumbull County Planning Commission about a large-scale program for senior safety back in our senior center. It has been closed ever since then and obviously, still remains closed. It seems to be positive movement for that as well. Hopefully, by the next meeting I will know more from the Trumbull County Planning Commission about a safety project for our seniors back there. One other item I want to touch on is in the local Tribune and Vindicator yesterday, the editorial section talked about the body cameras. They included Hubbard City in basically acknowledging the efforts of Safety Director Carsone and Chief Thompson for the research they did for finding what was best for our community. The work that Warren and Youngstown are doing as well. That was nice to see a positive article in the paper about Hubbard City Police. Lastly, I just want to formally announce that on February 20th from 10:00 in the morning, until twelve noon there will be a fire safety drive-thru giveaway here at

Hubbard City Administration Building. This will be a joint effort with Handyman

Hardware, Phil Mazi is the owner. He has graciously helped us coordinate this program along with Eagle Joint Fire District, Hubbard Schools (there will be some students volunteering to help), where every resident in the city and the township, if they so choose, there will be 250 two-packs of smoke detectors available. Two hundred and fifty houses within the city or the township will be able to have new working smoke detectors. We are also working towards securing other fire safety items for distribution as well. That is something that is pretty exciting. I don’t know how many times that has been done in the past, but it is a really nice thing that we all come together and be able to provide some fire safety for our residents. That is all thank you.
