First, I would just like to piggyback on a notice that was recently issued that following in the footsteps of the federal and state filing tax deadline the extension of the Hubbard City deadline has also been extended to Monday, May17. Second, I see from an email that council members received that the State Auditor’s Office has begun the financial audit for the city for the fiscal year 2020 with an anticipated conclusion of June 30. I looked through the engagement and summary of services letter that was attached to the email and found that the 9-page document was very comprehensive. A very comprehensive explanation of the work that will be performed by the city. I also learned from the letter that the cost to the city for the audit is not expected to exceed $38,868.00. My hat goes off to Auditor Villano and his staff for their diligent work when this audit time rolls around. Last of all, I am sure I join everyone here in looking forward to learning more about the Federal American Plan Rescue Act of 2021. We are a potential recipient of $1.4. I am certain we can put it to good use and just spoke to Auditor Villano a few minutes ago. He said he attended a webinar on this and there is a lot of loose ends to tie up right now to wrap up, but he is working on it. I am sure we will hear more in the future. Thank you, Mr. President.

They will come down and give us some ideas also. Also, it is necessary that we call an emergency Cemetery Board meeting this Friday at 6:30 to discuss the purchasing of a new truck. TREASURER- Marsha Ruha- Thank you, I have a short report. I want to share with you a notification that we received pertaining to the collateralization of our municipal funds. The state has reduced its requirement of 100% collateralization down to 60% requirement and that is based on safe and sound footing at First National Bank which holds all of our municipal money. What that means to us possibly down the road is a glimmer maybe of having the ability to earn a little more on our money because it is costing the financial institution 40% less on collateralization for our money. I thought that was worth sharing with you thank you.

MAYOR’S REPORT
Thank you very much, on Saturday afternoon an Easter Egg Event was held at the school campus. It was another great co-op between the city, our school, the police, the band to bring some Easter cheer to the community. I want to thank all those involved, especially Isaac Powell and his efforts to really work extremely hard as our mascot the Hubbard Eagle. So, well done. Today I had a discussion concerning the CHIP partnership with Niles and Girard for the 2021 which, will be the application for a two-year cycle. The application process has begun outside of our preview but the company itself is getting things together. The 2019 program is on track which, is a really good thing to hear. Hubbard, in the past, had sometimes struggled to meeting its goals in getting people to apply for the funds to get things done for people’s houses that met certain income requirements. Currently, our Hubbard residents have met those requirements and our continuing to apply and get those funds available within the past and currently upcoming application as well. Two-hundred fifty thousand dollars would be available for city residents, Girard has $300,000 and Niles $350,000. A total of a $900,000 grant process. Everything will be working its way through over the next months and that application is due in June. Niles takes the lead and Girard and Hubbard follow suit as the smaller cities as far as piggy backing on the grant application. Grandview Ave. Culvert Replacement Project will get underway starting on April 12th for approximately one week weather permitting. Grandview from Scott to Ravine will be closed for tree removal and preconstruction set up. It will then reopen after the 16th and then close on the 26th for approximately 5 weeks, weather permitting, for a full culvert replacement and paving. Please follow the detours signs and the administration will do our part to make sure everyone knows that it is closed including the residents that are close there in proximity where Scott St. to Ravine will be closed. We have already notified the fire department, the police department and the ambulance service and the school for them to make preparations for that. I want to congratulate Eagle Joint Fire District; their staffing has begun during the day from Monday through Friday. Three firefighters will be in residence to help and assist as needed. I want to thank the members of the city and township for their levy to provide the part time staffing for fire service and quick response. Lastly, I want to thank Chief Thompson for taking the lead on the effort to bring Oakley to the Hubbard City Police Department. I truly believe it will make a really positive impact on our community, our residents both young and old, our students and our officers. I know I really enjoy when he pays a visit to my office and I am sure the residents will as well as he travels to different businesses and the school and sees everybody for true community outreach for our police department. That is all thank you.
