Several of them are collapsing and they have been rebuilding those catch basins. That is all I have Mr. President.

FIRE DISTRICT- Mr. Kerr- Thank you Mr. President. At our last meeting, we discussed the additional remodeling of the fire station. We are going to add the heating ventilation…I am sorry the smoke ejection system to pull the exhaust out. Now that were on this, I guess good program with the current ambulance company, we want to look at housing them there. We need to get the ejection system in there. We already budgeted for that. It was around $46,000. We are going to push the rep to get that moving. Also, we didn’t receive the plans. We were supposed to get them this week. We’re supposed to get them next week for the bathroom remodel. We will remodel two bathrooms, to put in the shower/Decon that came in under $50,000. We are going to do those. We are looking at bunk room capabilities for Lane up in the work out facility. That is where we designated an area. We are in the early process of looking at that to put them up there to house them. There are some radio issues we are going to work out with them. That is where we are at with them in working together with the service we have. Now that the first responder unit is going on calls through the county, they are actually working together now. That is all I have.

SAFETY DIRECTOR- Nick Modarelli-Yes, first I would like to express my disappointment that I have to resign my position as Safety Director. Circumstances that were in place when I accepted the position, drastically changed about a week and a half ago. I had to advise the mayor that I wouldn’t be able to devote the time **inaudible** I will still be around if the city needs me unofficial. Thank you.

SERVICE DIRECTOR
LAW DIRECTOR- Mark Villano- No report Mr. President thank you.
TREASURER- Marsha Ruha- I have no report Mr. President thank you.
AUDITOR- Michael Villano- Thank you Mr. President, just a brief mid-year financial summary. I broke it up into revenues and expenses of our major funds. I didn’t think

everybody wanted to look at all 35 funds. If we look at revenues, we are doing pretty well. Much better than I expected in Income Tax. That may be attributable to the change in the filing deadline. Last year was July 15, this year it was May 15. I am tending to think it will probably level out as we move to the latter parts of the third and fourth quarter of this year. Overall, revenue is up slightly, expenses are maintaining fairly constant. You can take a look at each of the gross revenues and expenditures for each fund. In the fourth column, I put the percentage of the budget year-to-date. So how much of the budget has been used year-to-date. Pretty much, everybody is fairing pretty well. Same thing with revenue. Water, and sewer down very slightly but that maybe a result of the schools being closed for the first part of the half of the year due to COVID. That could…they are not performing substantially below 50%. Everything from my perspective looks pretty good. That is all I have.
Mr. Williams- thank you. 
It was moved by Ms. Viele with a second by Ms. Zambrini to accept the reports of standing committees, special committees, and city officials.
Mayor-Just under Park & Rec., Auditor Villano and I spoke about getting Waugh surveyed and eventually the property there that is in question about the entrance to Waugh Field. We will get that surveyed so everyone understands what the city owns and what the city does not own.
Ms. Viele- okay

Mayor-that is the entrance to Waugh, so It was brought up and we were more than happy to get that going and reached out to a surveyor who has done work for the city as well.

Ms.  Viele- We are looking at the gate because the black top came up higher and the gate won’t close. There is some damage to the gate too. It may be able to be repaired but we also got an estimate to totally replace it but that won’t have anything to do with

Mr. Kerr when you do your rate study, one of the things you may want to look into and discuss with maybe Mark, we should really look at adjusting customers that live outside the city. If you look at what other communities are doing, we are probably one of the only ones left that don’t charge like that. Some communities charge up to…well when it is all said and done there are communities paying 200%. That’s not what I am talking but we are servicing areas that aren’t taxpayers and I think we should look at getting a little more for it. That is all I have.

MAYOR’S REPORT
Thank you everyone, President Williams. As mentioned in caucus, I had the privilege of meeting with Trumbull County Engineer Randy Smith about HB168 is funding for water and sewer programs. I also attended the County Commissioners meeting recently, before going to the opening ceremonies for the Trumbull County Fair. It was also discussed about the monies that they received. The 38 million ARPA money for potential water and sewer programs and also discussed about the City of Hubbard’s ARPA money that would be coming from Federal Government. Obviously, a lot of research is being done on how to make improvements on our infrastructure. I have said this in the past looking at some of these dollars that are coming from state and federal sources that make investments that have a 30-year life span or a concept of investing in your future is extremely important. That is the concept we are doing… trying to do as much research as possible. A couple of updates: the parking lot here at City Hall, the Police Station, the Fire Station, Tylee Park, and the recycling area will be resealed this summer. Then restriped as well, so making our properties look good and hopefully withstand the upcoming winter. Also, it has been a number of years since the projects have gotten done. We want to make sure that everything is done altogether. Mosquito spraying will occur July 27 and also August 24. Those are the last two scheduled dates barring any rain that the mosquito spraying will be done city wide. Also, the Trumbull County Combined Health District will be having a meeting August 9th, 6:00 pm here in council chambers for…it is an official meeting for the Trumbull County Combined Health District concerning the landfill application which is located in the township but has a direct impact on us in the city as well. They will be holding their meeting here due to the space concerns for the project, an application for the landfill. Where do we stand, what is going on?  The Combined Health District, I spoke with Frank Migliozzi the other day and he is very grateful that we have a facility that can hold their Board meeting at for them to be able to discuss this concern. Obviously, it effects all residents. It has been a fight for over a decade and a half, the residents here and in the township have been fighting against. It looks like we are coming to that same crossroad again. Also, with the Health District, on the first day of the St. Pat’s Festival, working with Father Mike Swierz and St. Pat’s, myself, and Frank Migilozzi, they are going to be doing a pop-up vaccine clinic at the festival. That will be on the first day, August 5th from 5 to 7. They are actively doing these pop-up vaccine clinics throughout the county. I know there are a couple going on this week and incentives for people to get a vaccine if they have not. I do believe, if someone is unvaccinated, and they go and get vaccinated at one of the county pop up clinics that they received a grant for a gift card to be received either at the Eastwood Mall or there is another Health provider that’s providing a gift card for people that are on Medicare. More information will be coming out as soon as we have it. That will be the first day at the St. Pat’s Festival. I want to thank Hubbard Rotary and a number of members of the community that pulled together and pulled resources and activities and manpower to put the signs throughout the city and township for Hubbard’s First Olympian, Nick Bruce who is competing in the 2021 Summer Olympics as a BMX Athlete. We wish him well. Hopefully, he can bring a metal back here to the Hubbard area. That is all thank you.
It was moved by Ms. Viele with a second by Ms. Zambrini to accept the Mayor’s Report.
