It was moved by Ms. Viele with a second by Ms. Zambrini to accept the minutes of the June 21, 2021, regular session as presented to council. There were no comments on the motion. Motion passed. Vote unanimous.

Clerk- We received a Notice to Legislative Authority from the Ohio Division of Liquor Control concerning Cranberry Run Catering Inc DBA Brentford House a copy will be given to the Safety Director, the Mayor’s Court Report for June 2021 showing a total of $2,495.00, the Income Tax Comparison 20/21 through June 30, 2021, and the Reconciliation of Bank Statements for Month ended June 30, 2021. FIRE DISTRICT- Mr. Kerr- Thank you Mr. President, our next meeting will be July 14, at 6:30 at station 28. We received the new command vehicle, and it has been paid in full. We will find out at the meeting next week when the in-service date, when it actually goes into service. I want to thank the mayor for having the facilitation of a meeting with Lan Chief Lambert, Mr. Darko, township and Fire Chief Stanish over additional help that the part time staffing could help and assist Lane with. For example, if there is EMT’s or paramedics working that shift they can help them out. A tremendous consortium with both of them in a working relationship as opposed to things in the past. They did have that meeting and they will be soliciting to 911 to call them on certain calls depending on when the staff is. That is with the part time staffing. I got a zoom call with LEPC just recently with Trumbull County Hazmat Chief, a rep from the Eagle Joint Fire District for the mass causality drill in the fall. We are going to be having monthly calls with that until we have that drill in October. That is all I have, thank you.

Mr. Williams- it would have to be under miscellaneous.
Ms. Zambrini- I will wait for miscellaneous.
Mr. Williams- questions now are about the reports that were given.

There were no questions or comments on the reports. Motion passed. Vote unanimous.

MAYOR’S REPORT
Thank you, President Williams. Thank you, council. As many of you know, yes, we had power outage. It occurred last night and was restored. First Energy had a transmission issue with the substation, and it effected our power grid. I would just like to remind everyone that as inconvenient as it is, if we are having problems on the transmission side of things, it is beyond our control. A reminder our city electric crews work diligently to make sure our internal system works properly. Sorry for any inconvenience that occurred. We hope that we are on to a better path but like with all things in life, you never know what is going to happen. We just want to make sure everyone stays safe and especially those elderly folks with any medical devices or oxygen. Next, our street resurfacing legislation. Kirila Contracting was the lowest and best bidder. I just want to remind council that they did a great job in the 2020 contract for street resurfacing. We look forward to them. Our OPWC application for 2022 is very encouraging seeing the dollars that the state is helping with communities paving and taking advantage of that is a great thing. Also, concluding with paving the County Engineer’s Office met with me last week and looked at paving some smaller sections in some problem areas throughout the city. We are waiting to see how those quotes come in. The County Engineer Randy Smith has been a big help to us in the highway division. Hopefully, they will be able to come in and do an additional small paving projects for us to help the life lengthen in between paving on certain streets. Maple Grove Cemetery now has an entire lot dedicated for indigent burials that the county coroner mandates that the city be

responsible for. There is also going to be a headstone placed there for anyone that does have their information. Any future family members that could surface 20, 30, 40 years from now for somebody, their location will be documented in the city records. That will be a big step forward to utilize Maple Grove Cemetery, the city cemetery for that. Upcoming, the Hubbard Farmers Market begins on Sunday, July 11 and runs through October at Tylee Park from 11 to 3 on Sundays. As a reminder: please use common sense. Do Not Park in front of the fire station, nor the doors or the entrances. It is a fire station thank you. Then, August 9th at 6:00 the Trumbull County Combined Health District is going to hold their board meeting here in council chambers, working with both the city and the township concerning the proposed landfill that is located in the township that could have an impact on both the city and the township. Once again, August 9th, 6:00pm the landfill permitting process has begun again. As many of you remember this is a decade and a half old fight, I believe that has gone on. Some real positive things, we started discussion on Lane’s transition into our community and working with our safety forces. It is very encouraging to see everyone having the ability to work together on our future here. Hopefully, it will be a safe one with a great working relationship. Lastly, the Clark Gas Station is now gone. The nearly two decades of abandoned property has now finally been cleaned up. Thank you to the Trumbull County Land Bank, the Trumbull Neighborhood Partnership and the grant was through the state with the Abandon Gas Station Clean Up Grant Program that was for up to $250,000.00 for that mediation process. The Land Bank will work with surrounding property owners then to get that property purchased and ready for development. It will definitely be a positive thing for some positive development, economic development and getting rid of an eye sore that has been here for like I said nearly two decades. That is all thank you. 
It was moved by Ms. Viele with a second by Ms. Zambrini to accept the Mayor’s Report.

Mr. Williams- I have a couple. As far as the Clark Gas Station goes, I have it on good authority from Facebook there is a Chick-fil-a going in there.

Mr. Mogg- I was going to say something about that.
Mr. Williams- Did you see that?

Mr. Mogg- I was letting it go.
Mr. Williams- You could. On a serious note, Mr. Livingston worked very hard and the administration. That piece of property must of changed hands more than any piece of property in the United States. Unless they just do that with them old gas stations. I don’t know but I am just very glad it is done, and Danny would be happy.
Mayor- Yes, he would

Mr. Williams- and you’re right even though it is just a vacant lot, right now it looks so much better. It opens up a nice area.

Mayor- Utilities were disconnected.

Mayor- Auditor Villano looked it up and utilities were disconnected in July of 2005 I think it was. That was the last time utilities were actually to the building. So, it has been a long time coming. I know Mr. Livingston and Mr. Darko worked very hard during their administration to get the pieces in place. It has taken a long time and they did a great job on it.
Mr. Williams- That is all I got. Anyone else?

MISCELLANEOUS BUSINESS
Ms. Zambrini- yes 

Mr. Williams- go ahead Robin.
Ms. Zambrini- just because I have had questions before about the fire siren at night and I know last night during the power outage after midnight the fire siren did go off. I just wondered if that was because of the power outage or why that happened?

Mr. Kyle- you could visit the Eagle Joint Fire District Website to find the information about each and every call that comes in. I think that is very important that those are listed. 

Ms. Zambrini- the reason that it has gone off.
Mr. Mogg- the reason it goes off: the fire station has a backup generator. When the power goes out, ours comes right back on because we have automatic doors, we have equipment that needs set up. The reason the siren goes off is because when the power goes off sometime back in the day the pagers did not work when the power went off. The siren would go off in the middle of the night. They would hear it and get up.
Ms. Zambrini- So, it is related to the power outage?

Mr. Mogg- It is.

Ms. Zambrini- Okay. That’s all thank you.
Mayor- The calls were separate.
Mr. Mogg- There were separate calls last night, yes.
Mr. Williams- Okay. I have something under miscellaneous. The COVID money we received, what was that funding called Michael? America’s

Multiple- CARES Act

Mr. Williams- Yes, the CARES Act. Well, unfortunately I missed the last meeting. I would like to talk about that because we are on the hit parade yet again. Well, there is two people (and we made the newspaper too) because we didn’t give the fire department any money. Someone brought into question, how we spent that money. It was questionable from her reading the council minutes and other things she heard. First off, I want to applaud this council, the administration, Mr. Villano, both Mr. Villano’s, Marsha, everyone’s hard work to make sure what we did was correct. What we did was taking care of the City of Hubbard’s operations. If we had some extra money and could have given it to the fire department it would have been nice. Like, we had to take care of our police department and our 60 employees. I was wondering if we couldn’t…it is all in the books of what we did with every dime of it. Could we publish that in the newspaper Michael?
Mr. Villano- you could

Mr. Williams- Would you do that for me? Or give a copy, please because I don’t care for these (how do I say it nicely) fountains of misinformation. We did nothing illegal. We did nothing haphazardly. We didn’t spend money foolishly. You know if putting almost $200,000 towards our police department was foolish. I don’t believe so. Seven people are a lot smarter than that. We went through everything, and everybody discussed this. I think how we came out of this proves that we spent that money pretty smart and took care of our employees. Our policemen went through a lot of stuff. We had people that were put in contact with this. I just don’t appreciate those kinds of comments when to me, you don’t know the facts. I read the article. I saw what Mr. Morris put in the newspaper and I appreciated that. I just want to bring up this point; when that funding

was being discussed, only one person brought up about giving anything to the fire department.  I want to applaud you Mr. Mogg, you did ask. Also, in speaking with the Mayor, Mr. Mayor didn’t we or didn’t you have a person you had contracted go clean the fire department for you?
Mayor- Yes, there was a local serve pro that wanted to help out. I wanted to make sure (this was in the very beginning) both our police and fire station were expertly and professionally done.
Mr. Williams- You didn’t charge them anything?

Mayor-no

Mr. Williams- You were in contact with the fire department to find out if they needed PPE or anything that you had? 

Mayor- Yea. I had discussions with my work on the Executive Board of the Trumbull County EMA making sure there were lines of communication open to make sure that any PPE that did come could go down to either police or fire so

Mr. Williams- so we worked together on this somewhat.
Mayor-yea

Mr. Williams- try to help each other out, we didn’t abandon the fire department.
Mayor- try to help each other out, no other sub grants were issued. Also it seems to be obviously when the legislation was written (above our jurisdiction if you will) fire districts those government entities were not included in with that. It seems like that all across the area, so we just move forward and keep working together.

Mr. Williams- It’s not…if I am making a big thing out of it …I guess I am. I went through a lot of stuff. I have been accused of a lot of things. I was told I was not welcomed at their fire district meetings because I was just a troublemaker. Then somebody tried to start a fight with me after one of those meetings. I am tired of this animosity. It is not…I don’t think because it is not the fire department, it is a few members. This is starting to bother me because with these few people no matter what we do it is not going to be good enough. I think at some point, and I believe it already has it is going to affect our working relationship. We are supposed to be one community and we’re not. I understand they got left out. They didn’t get that money, but we tried to help out with PPE and other things. Again, you are not going to get your answers to your questions on Facebook. If you felt or thought maybe, we didn’t spend the money correctly it is all public record. All you have to do is ask. It was done in open meetings; I mean we spent a lot of time on that. If they would have come, I guess they would have seen us sitting in here looking at each other saying, can we do that, we’re not sure. We had to wait on stuff from the Federal Government. Michael’s meetings he had at 10 via online, Mark’s opinion, the Federal Government’s opinion. I think by and large, we ended up doing pretty well by this community. We kept the services going to the community. That is what we are elected to do up here. I think it would be maybe beneficial putting it in the paper. Anybody got a newspaper we can put it in? Dang! Okay, maybe the Vindy. I would just like to see that because maybe there’s some people out there that would appreciate what we tried to do. Maybe there aren’t but …That is all I have under miscellaneous, anyone else?
