It was moved by Ms. Viele with a second by Ms. Zambrini to accept the minutes of the November 1, 2021, regular session as presented to council. There were no comments on the motion. Motion passed. Vote unanimous.
COMMUNICATIONS
We received the Reconciliation of Bank Statements for month ended October 31, 2021, and a request from the Ohio Ethics Commission for an updated list of city elected officials. So, if anyone’s address has changed if they could please notify me. That is all.
It was moved by Ms. Viele with a second by Ms. Zambrini to accept the communications and place them in their proper file. There were no questions or comments on the motion. Motion passed. Vote unanimous.

REPORTS OF STANDING COMMITTEES 
Finance- Ms. Zambrini- Good evening, tonight I will be requesting three pieces of legislation. One is a request is from the auditor for complete packages of insurance for the city for the years encompassing 2022-2024. This did go out to bid and we did receive two bids. Our auditor recommends we stick with our present insurer who is Guy G. Latessa Insurance Agency Inc. and Arthur J. Gallagher Risk Management Services. My second piece is new legislation that authorizes the mayor, to enter into a cooperative agreement between the city and Ohio Water Development Authority for the construction of the Christian Avenue Tank Rehab Project. According to MS Consultants, this consists of low interest loan, which the current interest rate is 1.90%, to cover construction costs and inspection and construction administration fees the estimated loan amount is $565,000. It will be finalized once contractor bids are received. The third piece of legislation concerns administration and implementation for the CHIP Program. As part of my report, I would like to call a council work session for Monday, November 29, 2021, at 6 pm here in council chambers to review and discuss the 2022 budget. Thank you, Mr. President.

A special thanks to Leena Dell, our secretary. I am also glad to announce that the park received the ODNR Nature Works Grant for a unit of playground equipment to be placed at Waugh Park. Also, I found out this week there is a Christmas Crawl going on. I guess it is like a pub crawl going on downtown I think from 1-4. Does that sound about right?

Streets & Sidewalks –Mr. Crowe- Yes Mr. President, the leaf pickup program continues and will continue until the end of the month and into December if we have to. I was able to get around to all the streets that were paved, and I was very impressed. I don’t know if anyone else noticed. What they did around those manhole covers; you can barely tell that you crossed a manhole cover. They did such a nice job around those manholes. It’s a smooth ride. That is probably the best paving job I have seen in many years here. That is all I have Mr. President.

REPORTS OF SPECIAL COMMITTEES
CEMETERY BOARD- Mr. Mogg- Yes sir, the columbarium committee met this last Saturday. We have two drawings from different companies for columbarium set ups. We have Sunset, Sunset Memorials from Quebec, Canada, and Cool Springs out of Minnesota. Sunset has already submitted a bid. We are waiting on Cool Springs to send us their bid. We are working on having the landscape design taken care of. We are in negotiations with a company out of Vienna on that. That is all I have sir.

FIRE DISTRICT- Mr. Kerr- Thank you Mr. President. The board, myself included, are very excited about the joint effort with the city assisting with the improvements to the station with the Lane Ambulance and the other entities that were there. The township was there also. It was a working group, and everyone was very excited at the meeting. Assistant Chief Kelly is going to be retiring. We approved four new part time people to be put on. The members are currently participating in HAZMAT Training for the county from a grant from the LEPC. The FG Grants ran out this year by two months because due to lack of funds. The new grants are out. Last week, they came out. We are going to apply for, to rewrite some additional grants for Lane’s, with their radios and Marx radios and first responder vehicle upgrade. Your allowed if you have a present one which we have a pickup truck. Repairs to the generator were done. We are looking at possibly a maintenance plan, similar to like what the city has for the generator, for the fire station. We fixed it. It is brought up and running. It powers all the doors and electric for just the station itself. We have new fob keypads and entrance systems. That helps significantly with Lane getting access in and out of the station on their calls. There is a tracking record of who goes in and out of the station. Those keypads are currently almost all installed. We are upgrading some of the routing with new router wiring to assist with the *** being in the station. That is all I have thank you.

MAYOR’S REPORT
Thank you, President Williams. Our Police Chief and Safety Director are currently in Columbus at a Police Chiefs convention. Hopefully, they will be able to bring back some positive and new information for the city and our police department. A couple of quick updates on things: as Bonnie mentioned, we did receive the ODNR Nature Works Grant in the amount of $20,975. We just received this in today’s mail. It is the same grant that was able to be secured to be able to put up the new playground equipment at Mattinat Park. This was applied for something down at Waugh. We received that information today. We also received information that the Ohio Public Works Commission scored our program high enough to be receiving the grant. We will be funded for the 2022 Street resurfacing program. We will be receiving $143,000 in state grant money to match our $224 local matching funds for the Street Resurfacing Program (that was talked about and discussed for the application that everybody voted on). That was great news. We will be looking forward to that. Myron Street Sidewalk Project is finally progressing. All the residents are now operating on the same page and being able to get things moving as we work through the timeline with ODOT for the construction of the sidewalk for the senior center and for safe routes means of transportation on Myron Street. The senior center, speaking of seniors, we are hopeful that we can get the senior center back up and running. We are actively working trying to get volunteers. That is the key word with all this process. We have a senior center that runs on volunteers. Once the volunteers can be put in place, things will be operating as normal for seniors. We are looking forward to that. The grant that was received with no local match thru the Planning Commission that bid process went out and Murphy Contractors was awarded the bid for the touchless entry into the senior center and also some dividers for use once the seniors get back in for food service and also for congregating and social activities. That was secured thru the Planning Commission. Hopefully, that will all take place in a timely fashion once the seniors do get back in the senior center for meals will keep them safe. As mentioned, the parade, 4:00 line up, 5:00 is the parade. We have also secured the Santa House and all activities for the kids to be able to stop and see Santa and Mrs. Claus after the parade. I also reached out to the two local churches right near the fire station that they do not have anything going on. So, we will encourage the public to not only park in city parking lots, but also the Central Christian Church and the United Methodist Church have offered their parking lots for that evening’s activities since there will be a lot that is going on. Lastly, I just want to share this letter that we received, the Mayor’s Office received it and for you council and members of the community. The Veterans of War post 3767 and the American Legion Post 51: The officers and members of the above Veteran’s organizations are sponsoring the request to naming the bridge in the city of Hubbard located on route 304 crossing Mud Creek TRU 3047.22 to be 
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renamed Purple Heart Veteran’s Memorial Bridge. This is done in recognition and honor of all Hubbard recipients of the military order of the Purple Heart. We received this letter from both Veteran’s organization supporting the bridge renaming. That is all thank you.
