MAYOR’S REPORT
Thank you President Williams I appreciate that. I would like to welcome you (our new council). Happy New Year and looking forward to working together into 2022 and 2023. It is a real honor to be sitting next to you. I truly do hope we do some great things for the city. First, Mr. Havalo as we paid recognition to him at our last meeting, there is now an opening for his spot on the park & recreation board. It is a five-year term. We are currently accepting letters of intent. I would like to try and appoint someone in the month of January by the end of 1-31-22. All letters of intent need to go to the mayor’s office. That section of the park & rec Board is now open so, hopefully interested members of the community step forward to serve our community. Republic Services, as part of our contract for the City of Hubbard, will be collecting Christmas trees. Republic Services will be collecting Christmas trees that are no bigger than 4 ft. high. If you need to cut it in half, please cut it in half and have the two sections next to your trash cans over the next few weeks. Republic Services, we confirmed that today with them, will be collecting Christmas trees that are no taller than 4 ft. tall. Some Senior Center updates: the grant that we received through the county, the installation will be beginning here in January, with new automatic doors and sensors, some plexiglass shields. Thankfully, Silver Sneakers have showed an interest of returning. So, Silver Sneakers will be in the senior center starting hopefully this week. Also, the group itself, the one that runs the volunteers and seniors, they showed an interest of coming back in the month of January. We are hopeful for that. One positive thing that many people for some odd reason didn’t take advantage of when it went out, the gas aggregate program through the city that we negotiated. As Debi can attest to, the hundreds of emails and phone calls back and forth as we battled through this. It is at $3.57 per mcf which started in August. It is completely open for the enrollment period. It is through July of 2023. It is a fixed rate, and you can cancel it at any time. You just have to be out of your current contract and call 1-844-467-4299. All city residents received this letter back in July. Sometimes people misplaced it or didn’t pay attention. You still have the opportunity because back then $3.57 seemed a little high but right now it is a great bargain. I just wanted to reiterate that to people. I remind people all the time that you are able to sign 
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up for it and hopefully save some money for those in the city. I do believe residents in the township also have an opportunity through a county aggregate program as well through Constellation. I heard people that they had also signed up through it, but this exclusive $3.57 rate is for CITY residents.
 If I could have Kent Kelly retired Assistant Chief of the Eagle Joint Fire District to please step forward. I don’t want to put you on the spot but…Kent, members of council and myself, city administration, and city residents, we just want to recognize you for over 22 years of service starting as a volunteer fireman with his discipline, determination and dedication worked his way to become Assistant Chief down at Station 28, as mentioned all members of Council, we want to fully recognize your accomplishments and your sincere appreciation for your professionalism and dedication to the entire community of Hubbard.

Ms. Zambrini- I just noticed all the…several different communities giving out rapid COVID test for free. Is there any way we can do something like that? Is that in the realm of possibility for us?

Mr. Williams- I don’t know how they did that. A lot of them may have their own health department. 

Ms. Zambrini- Is that what it is?

Mr. Williams-probably

Mayor- to my knowledge, Youngstown City Health Department was the one that first started giving out the rapid tests. I don’t know if…. like Poland Township did it. I don’t know if they had unencumbered CARES Act money. I am in constant contact with our Combined Health District. I will be more than happy to reach out to them and see if there is a way. If they have access because supposedly there is five billion of them coming that the White House has issued to be sent out to people. I would be more than happy to as we did here

Ms. Zambrini-with the smoke detectors

Mayor- with vaccines and smoke alarms. We have a way of doing it. It is just a matter of getting our hands on some.

Ms. Zambrini- Right. I just thought it would be a nice community effort if we could do something like that for now.

Mr. Williams- I don’t know how it works but as you all know, I just recovered from COVID. We went to Walgreen’s and did the test, and it didn’t cost anything. It is not like I have some really great hospitalization. The four of us went down and none of us had to pay anything. An hour later we had our results. People have that option too.
Mr. Mogg- Did not the library previously have kits that they would pass out? I thought a couple of my kids talked about that. 
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Mayor- They might of. I know that prior to a hand full of weeks ago, you could walk in any place and buy them.

Ms. Zambrini- Well, I did for $25.00 I did.

Mr. Williams- That is what got me because my wife a couple of months or so ago thought she might have had it. We went down and $29.99

Ms. Zambrini- yea

Mr. Williams- I paid for it and when we did it this time the doctor told me just go to Walgreen’s they will test you.

Ms. Zambrini- you know

Mr. Williams- we didn’t have to pay anything

Ms. Zambrini- that is true, and I can see that pharmacies... I was in one today and you know they’re bogged down too

Mr. Williams- We went online. We made an appointment 

Ms. Zambrini- Yeah, see there is a little bit of paperwork involved in that. If you had your own test and you wanted to go visit someone (or I shouldn’t go visit someone), so I am just going to do a rapid test right now. It is more convenient and kids going to school and all that. 

Mayor- I would be more than happy to look into it. I was thinking about it the other day and then read all about the logistical issue that they have been experiencing trying to give those out. Hopefully, some of those large-scale distribution centers continue and if we can do something for our community we will. 

Ms. Zambrini- Okay, thank you.
Mr. Williams- Does anyone else have anything under miscellaneous? Cathy did you want to

Ms. Cummings- I just wanted to take a second to thank the people in the fourth ward that voted for me. I am going to have a meet and greet at the Gentry. This will be so people can come down and get information and I can give out my information, so they know how to get a hold of me and make myself very visible and accessible. That is all thank you.
Mr. Williams- Okay, so I have a few things. I want to apologize for missing the last meeting but a little bit under the weather. I had some things I wanted to say at that last meeting. I guess I will do them now. I wanted to start off by thanking the mayor for what he has done for this community and the last city council. You all came into a very rough situation right at the beginning of COVID. We had a lot of things to deal with. Many of you were new and I just want to say how proud I am to have served with you. You guys stepped up to the plate. Mayor, stepping into that job and having to deal with what you had to deal with you did a wonderful job. I want to thank you for including me in on a lot of it, taking my advice sometimes or at least listening to me and asking. Some of the things you included me in many don’t know about and we just had to take care of. I think we did a wonderful job through this. We didn’t have to lay off any employees, we kept everybody working, and we kept the city services going. It is a testament to you. Marsha, Michael thank you for all you guys did throughout this. That was a lot of lot of work and stuff to deal with. You know trying to deal with that money and figure out what we could do with it. Council could not have done it without you guys. Mr. Williams- if there is anyone who would like to address City Council on non-agenda items related to city council business when recognized please step forward to the microphone and state your name and address for the record. You will have three minutes unless extended by council vote. 
Thank you, Mr. President. For those of you that don’t know my name, it is Bobby Orr. I live at 119 Jackson Street. My house is directly behind the police station. I wrote down what I wanted to say to council tonight because I didn’t want to forget anything. I want to thank Mayor Kyle for installing a Veteran’s parking only sign in the administration building parking lot. I would someday like to see a Purple Heart Veteran’s only sign also. I would also like to thank Mayor Kyle for bringing Resolution 11-21 before city council in support of renaming bridge number 3047-22 on State Route 304 the Purple Heart Veteran’s Memorial Bridge. The Purple Heart metal is the only metal a veteran never wants to receive. This metal you must be wounded by enemy forces not by self-inflicted wounds or by accidental friendly fire. I also want to thank city council in supporting the mayor in passing resolution 11-21. It shows me and all the citizens of Hubbard that you are that all your hearts are in the right place. Especially our veterans are thankful. I always wondered how our city government operated. I am very impressed on what I have seen. I would like to thank city council the mayor and all our city officials for their dedication and responsibility they have taken on. I also want to thank Mr. Bancroft for service as a state highway patrolman and for taking on the responsibility of our safety director. I think we have one of the finest police departments in the state. Our men and women in blue are very courteous and well-mannered to our citizens. Mr. Bancroft and his officers have taken on a job that when they raise their right hand and said I do they knew that they could not guarantee their family that they would come home tonight. They never knew if they would be involved in a split decision, life threatening situation 
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where the decision they make would be the right one or not and they would have to live with it for the rest of their lives. I thought about getting into city government a long time ago. One day I was reading a VFW magazine and I read that 22 Vietnam Veterans were committing suicide every day. I thought that right then and there that this going to be a road that I will go down. I thought it was a misprint at first. I kept reading it over and over. I myself had trouble too coming back to the world which we call home. In 2000, I heard that VFW 3767 was talking about closing and merging with Girard’s VFW. The previous commander said that they were broke. I asked how our post could be broke when the parking lot was loaded every night. Well, after I was elected commander, I quickly called for a state audit, and we found a lot of stealing had been taking place. The main reason for running for commander was to keep our City of Hubbard VFW open and most of all to make sure our Iraq and Afghanistan Veterans came home to a hero’s welcome. Our city of Hubbard VFW was about to close in early 2000 after being open for almost 70 years. Now, just a few years ago we were recognized as one of the top VFWs in the state. In closing, if any of you are veterans or know of any veteran that needs help, please contact me. I am connected with many of the local veteran organizations. I will see that they are connected to the right person or place. Thank you.
